Pittsburg. Dec. 31.—“King Zero” took 

a large toll in Western Pennsylvania 
yesterday and last night, several persons 
dying from the effects of a blizzard 
which swept the Allegheny Mountains 
and the head of the Ohio River valley. 
Relief now in sight is welcomed by the 
State, county and municipal authorities, 
as the call lor assistance from charitable 
institutions and bureaus has been ex­
traordinarily large, and the relief supply 
so far inadeuate to the demands.

From all parts of . the western section 
of the State come reports of uqnpreoe- 
dented low mercury records. In Greater 
Pittsburg the temperature reached 3 
degrees below zero, this being a record 
for the past fifteen years for this time 
of the year.

At Irwin, Pa., the thermometer re­

corded a 10 degree below mark, the 
coldest Dec. 30 for ten years. At New 
Castle 10 degrees below marked the 
coldest day for eleven years, and Con- 
nellsville reported 8 degrees below. A
