W. E SEERY,| AMERICAN REGIMENTS.

Members of Which became Pionecers of
York County,

(Rev. W. O. Reymond in Woodstock Dispatch.)

The Loyal American Regiment was
raised almost entirely by the efforts of
Colonel Beverly Robinson, a wealthy
citizen of Duchess county on the Hudson
river. Its officers and men were nearly
all natives of the Province of New York.
A few months after its organization the
regiment took part in the expedition of
Sir Henry Clinton against Forts Clinton
and Montgomery. The loyal Americans
though little more than raw recruits
formed a part of the column that stormed
and captured Fort Montgomery. After
their return to New York they formed
part of the garrison there. They took
part in the campaign in Pennsylvania and
assisted in the capture of Stoney Point on
the Hudson river, May 30th,1779. After-
wards they were engaged in the cam-
paign in the South under Lord Cornwallis.
They suffered very heavily at the disast-
rous battle of Kings Mountain where a
band of the loyalist troops, outnumbered
by their enemies and surrounded on all
sides, were obliged to surrender. Col.
Robinson had as hig lieutenant colonel,
his son Beverly Robinson, and others of
his sons were officers in the kings service
in ome or other of the provincial corps.
Thomas Barclay was major, and Rev.
John Beardsley, rector of Poughkeepsie
on the Hudson, war chaplain. At the
close of the war part of the Loyal Ameri-
can Regiment went to Nova Scotia and
the remainder settled on the St. John
river. Col. Beverley Robingon died in
England. His son, Lieut. Col. Robinson
at the peace came with other loyalists to
Shelburne but afterwards removed to New
Brunswick and settled at Nashwaaksis,
York county, where his descendents still
reside. Many of the officers and men of
this corps who settled in the. province
made their influence felt in their respec-
tive communities. Rev. John Beardsley
was rector of Maugerville, Sunbury. He
was the ancestors of the Beardsleys of
Woodstock. Capt. Lemuel Wilmot,
grandfather of Edward H. Wilmot of
Fredericton, settled near Fredericton.
Lieut. Anthony Allaire settled at Douglas;
York county, where he died in 1839 aged
84 years. Capt. William Bailey died
near Fredericton in 1832, aged 97 years.

The New Jersey volunteers corps, some-
times termed “Skinner’s Greens,” was
enrolled by Brigadier General Cortlandt
Skinner, the last royal attorney general of
New Jersey. Numerically, the New
Jersey volunteers was the strongest of all
the loyalist regiments and it gave a good
account of itself during the war. On the
22d August, 1777, the corps was attacked
on Staten Island by a ‘large party of
Americans. The Ist and 2d battalions
under Lieut.-Colonels Lawrence and Bar-
ton, were surprised and roughly handled,
but the gallant conduct of the 3d and 4th
battalions under Lieut.-Col. Isaac Allen

and Lieut.-Col. VanBuskirk retrieved the
day ; the Americans were beaten off with
severe loss and a large number made
prisoners. Lt.-Col. Allen and the 3d bat-
talion shared in the occupation of Phila-
delphia in the early part of the year 1778.
In November of that year,a part of the
corps including Col. Isaac Allen’s battalion
was sent to the southern provinces and
took partin the capture of Savannah in
Georgia and also in the gallant and suc-
cessful defence of that city against the
combined French and American forces:
They also took an active patt in the great
battle of Entaw springs. At the close of
the war the New Jersey volunteers came
to New Brunswick and were assigned
lands in what is now the parish of Kings-
clear. Manyof the members of the corps
were well known public characters in the
early days of the province. Rev. Dr.
Charles Inglis, chaplain of the 1st bat-
talion was the 1st bishop of Nova Scotia.
Lieut.-Col. Isaac Allen settled at Kings-
clear and became a judge of the supreme
court of which his grandson, Sir John C.
Allen, is now chief justice. Liett. John
Jenkins also settled in Kingsclear and his
three daughters married respectively
Crannell Beardsley, Frederick B. Dibblee-
and Richard Smith, of Woodstock. Lit.-
Col. Dibblee of the Woodstock field bat-
tery is a great grandson of Lieut. John
Jenkins, Others of the New Jersey vol-
unteers were Captain Joseph Lee who set-
tled at Kingsclearand died at Fredericton
in 1812 at the age of 74 years; Lieut.
Isaac Heddon who was clerk of the house
of assembly and clerk of the peace for the
County of York; Dr.Charles Earle sur-
geon of the 2d battalion who settled at
Fredericton where he was for years a lead-
ing physician, and Ensign Xenopon
Jouett who lived near Fredericton, was
for twenty years sheriff of York county,
and for nearly fifty years usher of the
black rod in the house of assembly. Capt.
Joseph Cunliffe lived at first near the
month of the Nackawick where he had a
grant of 700 acres but later on removed to
Woodstock where he'and his sons at one
time owned the property on which the
upper part of the town of Woodstock is
built.

The Prince of Wales American regi-
ment was enlisted in January, 1777, and
under its gallant commander, Col. Mont-
ford Browne, rendered good service in the
southern campaign. At the close of the
revolution the corps received a grant of
land on the east side of the St.John river
below the mouth of the Keswick, includ-
ing some of the islands. Among sbose of
the corps well known in our p
history, may be mentioned Lieut.-
briel DeVeber, of New York, wh
sheriffof Sunbury county ; Lieut. Mo
Hoyt who was actively employed in the
laying out and settlement of Fredericton
and afterwards engaged in business with
General Benedict Arnold at St. John;
Capt. Daniel Lyman who was one of the
first members for York county in the
house of assembly.

The Pennsylvania Loyalists were organ-
ized by Colonel William Allen, son of
Chief Justice Allen of Philadelphia, early
in the year 1778. Its most important ser-
vice was rendered in the southern cam-
paigns. It took part in the gallant de-
fence of Pensacola against the Spaniards
in May,1781. Those of the regiment who
came to New Brunswick settled at vari-
ous. places. The most prominent mem-
bers of the corps as regards the place
taken by them in our local history were
Lieut. and Adjt. Ross Currie, who settled
at Fredericton and was a' leading barris-
ter there, and Rev. Jonathan O’Dell, chap-
lain to the corps. The latter retired from
the active duties of the ministry and was
appointed provincial secretary, holding
the position till 1812, when he was suc-
ceeded by his son the Hon. Wm. F. Odell,
the father and son together retaining the
office for sixty years.

The Maryland Loyalists were enrolled
in 1777. It was sent to West Florida in
November, 1778, and formed part of the

garrison that defeated Pensacola against

the Spaniards. During the seige the regi-
ment behaved gallantly and lost a great
many men. In September, 1784, the
corps came to New Brunswick in the
transport ship Martha. The vessel was
unhappily wrecked near Sable Island, N.
8., and more than half of those on hoard
perished. Those of the Maryland loyal-
ists that survived the perils of the sea
settled on the Nashwaak a few miles
above its mouth and on the Penniac also
along the main river from the mouth of
the Nashwaak to the Sunbury county
line. Lieut. Jas. Henley, adjutant of the
corps was an active and useful magistrate
of York county. He served in the King’s
New Brunswick regiment during the war
with France in 1793. He died at his
home on the Nashwaak in the year 1809.
Captain Jonathan Sterling lived on the
Nashwaak for many years and died in
1826, aged 76 years, leaving many de-
scendants, many of whom reside at Mau-
gerville. The Rey. Geo. H. Sterling and
the late John 8. Covert, M. P. P., were
among his descendants.

The American Legion was a mounted
corps of which the celebrated Benedict
Arngld was commander. It was organ-
ized about the year 1780. Arnold, what-
ever may be said of him as a man, was a
dashing and brilliant officer and perfectly
fearless in action. The American Legion
accompanied him in his raid on Virginia
and did good service. It was also with
him in his expedition into Connecticut,
in September, 1781, in which two forts
were stormed and dismantled and the
town of New London plundered and
burned. After the close of the war Gen-
eral Arnold and his sons Henry. and
Richard who were lieutenants in the
legion came to New Brunswick. Arnold
lived one time at Rose Hall, Fredericton,
and afterwards in St. John ; he eventually
retired to England. Lieut. Andrew Phair,
adjutant of the corps, settled at Frederic-
ton where he was post master for many
years, snd where his descendents now re-
side. Lieut. George Bull, a sturdy loyal-
ist of Ulster county, New York, settled at
Woodstock, where he died in 1838, at the
age of 86 years. His descendents are nu-
merous in and around Woodstock.

The Royal Guides and Pioneers were ap-
parently attached to the Loyal American
Regiment, under its commander, Col.
Beverly Robinson, and saw considerable
service in the war. At the peace the
Guides and Pioneers received two grants
of land on the river St. John, one above
the Keswick and the other opposite the
Coack islands.

The King’s American Dragoons was a
cavalry corps, and was organized in 1781,
under the patronage of Prince William,
afterwards William IV., and being the
last loyalist regiment enrolled in the
king’s service, had little opportunity to
distinguish iteelf. It was present, how-
ever, in the Carolinas during the closing
scenes of the revolution. At the close of
the war it was one of the earliest corps to
arrive in New Brunswick, a circumstance
which may perhaps be attributed to the
forethought of Sir Benjamin Thompson,
who possessed great influence with Lord
Germaine, and became his private secre-
tary. The grant to the King’s American
Dragoons extended from Long’s Creek,
twenty miles above Fredericton, to the
Barony, at the mouth of the Pokiok. The
parish of Prince William derives its name
from the royal patron of the corps. Am-
ong the members of the corps afterwards
noted in local history, were Major Joshua
Upham, afterwards judge of the supreme
court, who settled in Kings county; Maj-
or Daniel Murray, one of the first memb-
ers for York county in the house of as-
sembly ; Capt: John Davidson, of Dum-
fries, York county, a very active magist-
rate and useful member of society ; Lieut.
Simeon Jones, whose decendants in New
Brunswick and Nova Scocia are influen-
tial and well to do, and others that might
be named. .

At the evacuation of Charlestown, in
February, 1782, the two de Lancey bat-
talions (then consolidated into one) re-
turned to New York, whence at the peace
they returned to New Brunswick. - Their
grant of land was almost identical with
the limits of the present parish of Wood-
stock. The men of the 3d de Lanceys
settled chiefly in Queens and Sunbury
countieg, Capt. Gerhardus Clowes, at Or-
omocto, Captains Elijah Miles and Icha-
bod Smith and Lieut. Brown, in Mauger-
ville. These men all filled important po-
sitions and their descendents are many
and respected.

ESCAPED THROUGH A SEWER

'A man named John Collins impris-
oned at Three Rivers, Quebec, made
his escape through a sewer and is now
safe in the United States, After
breaking away, Collins entered the
sewer feet first, he says, so as to be
able to pass through the “S,” which he
did by wriggling while lying on his
back. He then had to drop some
twenty feet to get into the main sewer.
From information he had previously
got, and from his own ideas, he did
not follow the current of the water, be-
cause he would have been caught at
the outlet, where naturally, he would
have been looked for. But he waded
up stream. It was difficult work, as
every now and again a fresh wave of
wind fcame along and would almost
carry him off his feet. It was by sheer
force of strength he managed to ad-
vance through the drain. Every now
and again he would climb up a madn-
hole and listen. When hearing people
passing, he knew he was yet in the
thickly populated part of the city. He
thus travelled most of the night, and in
the morning, going up to a couple of
openings, without hearing any cars or
persons passing, he decided to make
his exit from the sewer, for which pur-
pose he got a footing in the brickwork,
and bracing himself, lifted the manhole
cover and part of the masonry off and
was free.

DAIRY COOPERATION.

And What it is Doing for the Cheese and
Butter Interests of Canada. ).

=

Inspeaking lately to a convention in the
United States, the Hon. W. D. Hoard,
who is ex-governor of Wisconsin, made a
reference to his visit to Prince Edward
Island, and in Hoard’s Dairyman ot May
3rd, he is quoted as saying:

“They have hot weather there in the
summer, though not as hot as we do, be-
cause they are so near the ocean. They
make the finest cheese there I ever saw.
I visited something like fifteen or twenty
factories. I rode by carriage almost the
length of Prince Edward Island, which is
120 miles long. I visited factory after
factory with D. M. McPherson and Prof.
Robertson, and you would never know
that all that cheese was not made by one
man, on account of its uniformity. Every
single cheese maker had been trained to
a given standard, and the result was, fac-
tories all being constructed alike, that the
goods were remarkably fine, and of great
uniformity.”

With respect to the outlook for cheese
for the present season, Professor Robert-
son had this to say: °‘At present the
market is quite depressed, and the prices
low. Is there any adeqnate reason for
this, or any likelihood that these condit-
ions will continue? We learn something
of value for our guidance in the future
from our experience and observation in
the past. In reviewing the course of the
cheese market last year I noticed that
conditions were quite unfavorable to very
high prices, and, notwithstanding this,
the markets took care of our output at
prices that were fairly renumerative to the
Canadian dairyman. 1894 was a year of
cheap meats, which “thus were brought
into keen and successful competition with
cheese in Great Britain. Last year was
one when the prices for summer cheese
were advanced beyond legitimate bounds
through the speculative buying on the
part of those who held for an advance in
the market. That prevented the large
make of summer cheese from going for-
ward into consumption at attractively low
prices. It wasa year of strikes in Great
Britain, which lessened the purchasing
power of the operatives in iron works, in
cotton factories, and in shipbuilding yards,
who are among the main consumers of our
cheese. 7

In 1894 there was the largest make of
home cheese ever known in Great Britain.

-Such a series of unfavorable conditions as

prevailed last year are not likely to occur
in the near fature, and, notwithstanding
all these unfavorable conditions, the mar-
ket was able to take care of all the Can-
adian cheese sent to: it, and with only
light losses to those who bought it at dear
prices for speculative purposes. The out-
look for 1895 is certainly much better than
it was at this time last year. The price of
meats is likely to be considerably higher
then last year. The cattle which were
offered for sale at the three large cattle
markets in the United States were report-
ed to be 270,000 short up tothe end of
March. That is about three times as
many as the whole number of cattle ex-
ported from Canada in 1894. In con-
sequence of the drought the corn crops
were almost an entire failure in the West-
ern States last year, and for that reason
large numbers of the cattle have been
killed off, and their herds cannot be re-
plenished for several years. That seems
to insure a higher range of prices for meats,
which will be favorable to a larger con-
sumption of cheese. Then reports from
Great Britain all points to a reyival of
trade there; in shipbuilding, in iron
works, in the cotton factories, and steady
employment to those engaged in the coal
trade. All these give assurance of ade-
quate purchaging power on the part of the
consumers of our cheese. Bread, too, is
comparatively cheap, and when bread is
cheap more of the wages are left to pur-
chase conicentrated and fine foods, such as
butter and cheese. In the third place, if
cheese be sold in Canada at from eight to
nine cents per pound, they can be retailed
in Great Britain at sixpence per pound.
At that price for fine cheese the consump-
tion is enormously large, and is practically
unlimited. Then, with our constantly
improving reputation, the more the con-
sumers depend upon our cheese for food
than hitherto. As a food, cheese com-
pares very favorably with meats; one
pound of well-cuared Canadian cheese has
a food value quite equal to 2} pounds of
the best sirloin beef.”

*‘In discussing the question of branding
dairy products,” said the professor, “I
might intimate that a bill has been intro-
duced by Mr. McLennan, M. P., dealing
with this matter. The bill seeke to am-
mend the Dairy Products Act of 1893, and
gayss

“No person shall gell, offer, expose, or
have in his possession for sale any cheese
or butter which is produced in Canada or
the United States unless the name of the
country where such cheese or butter was
produced, and the month and year of
manufacture thereof is branded, stamped,
or marked in a legible and indelible man-
ner upon the outside of every box or
package which contains the same, and in
the case of cheese, on the cheese;itself, be-
fore leaving the place of manufacture, in
letters of not less than three-eighths of an
inch high and one-quarter of an inch
wide.”

“ Although it may not be quite within
the proprieties for me to discuss this mat-
ter fully before this Board of Trade befere
making a report on the matter to the hon-
orable Minister of Agriculture, I think I
think I may be permitted to offer a few
observations partly by way of eliciting
your opinions on the subject. You will
notice that this bill provides for the com-
pulsory branding of cheese with the
pame of the month and of the year in
which they were manufactured. Would
such branding be advantageous to the
dairymen on whose behalf the cheese are
to be sold ? Is not the prejudice in Great
Britain against the cheese of July made so
strong that by branding cheese with the
word ‘July’ we would be running our
heads against a stubborn English preju-
dice to the loss of-our own pockets? From
the conditions which prevailed years ago,
our English merchants came to the con-
clusion that cheese of July make were not
so fine in quality as those made in June.
I am safe in saying that during recent
years the quality of the cheese made in
July is better than the quality of cheese
made in June in four factories out of five.
Then, if the prices during June and July
should be lower than hitherto, would not
the decline be blamed by those who are
anxious to see reasons for censure — would
not the blame, I say, for the decline in
price be laid at the door of the Act which
compelled the cheese made in those
months to bear the name of the month?
Would it not be a better course to let

those factorymen who desire to brand the

name of the month on the cheese do so,
and, if necessary, to enact legislation to
prevent anyone from branding of any
month other than that in which it was
made? I think this legislation would be
protective against fraud, would be a bene-
fit to the farmers, and would not interfere
in a harassing way with the carrying on
of the trade. I am of opinion it would be
to the advantage of the factorymen if each
factory had a registered number, which
could be branded on the side of the cheese
and a published list of factories in Canada
with the registered number of each could

be issued from the office of the dairy com-

missioner annually. From that list any

importer or other person interested ' could

learn the names of those factories which

pleased the customers particularily well.

Then the registered number would be a

ugeful means of tracing extra excellent

cheese back to the factory where they

.were made. It might lead to a greater

differentiation in price according to qual-

ity, and that would work for the better-

ment of the dairy in Canada, and of the

dairy business between Canada and Great

Britain.” ‘

In reply to the question as_fo whether
anything had been done abdut appointing
an inspector of cheese in Montreal, Prof.
Robertson that while he did not think a
general inspection of cheese was either
practicable or desirable, he was of opinion
that the presence of an inspector in Mont-
real, to whom disputes could be referred,
would be a benefit alike to the salesmen
and the buyers. When cheese was sold
with weights and quality guaranteed in
Montreal sometimes the salesmen sus-
pected that a cut was made, or a reclam-
ation asked by reason of bad state of the
market, and not by reason of the quality
of the cheese. If reclamations were col-
lectable only upon the certificate of an in-
spector fairness would be maintained be-
tween the salesman and buyer, and ‘the
growth of suspicion and prejudice pre-
vented. He also intimated that he had
been authorized by the Minister of Agri-
culture and the chairman of the com-
mittee on agriculture and colonization to
state that they would gladly receive a
deputation from the dairymen’s board of
trade who might desire to lay before them
the views of the dairymen in reference to
these questions.

THREE OCTOGENARIANS.

Pope Leo XIII. of Rome, Gladstone of
England, and Bismarck of Germany.

Of the three notable octogenarians of
Europe, Leo XIII., the Supreme Pontiff
of the Catholic world ; Gladstone, the ex-
Premier of England, and Bismarck, ex-
Chancellor of the German Empire, the
oldest is Gladstone, who,was born in 1809,
and the youngest is Bismarck, born 1815,
while the Pope who was born in 1810, is
but two months younger than Gladstone.
The three octogenarians differ as great-
ly. from each other in their genius as in
their life work. Each of them possesses
exceptiopal traits of character. The Pope
is spoken of as the “Pacificator,” Bis-
marck as the “ Man of Blood' and Iron,”
Gladstone as the “ Grand Old Man.”

The only one of these yet in active ser-
vice is the Pope, who was elected as Su-
preme Pontiff in 1878. Prior to that time
he had been Archbishop of Damaita, Ap-
ostolic Nuncio to Belgium, Bishop of Per-
ugia, and member of the College of Cardi-
nals.

Gladstone was a member of Parliament
ag early as 1832 ; he subsequently held a
great variety of offices under the Govern-
ment, including the office of Chancellor of
the Exchequer. He was Premier for the
first time as successor to Disraeli in 1868,
and for the second time in 1880, and for
the third in 1886, and for the last time
from 1892 to 1894, when he resigned. He
has been the author of many books, theo-
logical, classical, and political.

Bismarck’s career has been less varied.
In 1849 he was chosen a member of the
second Chamber of the Prussian Diet; he
was subsequently Prussian Ambassador to
St. Petersburg and to Paris, Prussian Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs, and finally, in
1871, Chancellor of the German Empire,
which he held until he was relieved by
the present Kaiser.

Of the three octogenarians, the Pope is
the one who possesses the most amiable
and kindly disposition; Gladstone is a
man of warm temper, which is apt to be-
come hot when he is aroused ; Bismarck
is a personage of exceeding irascibility,
which charcteristic,however, according to
all accounts, bas become greatly modified
since his fall from power.

The Manchester Guardian says that
the government of Russia is about to
give instructions to its agents in Paris
to purchase all of the shares of the
Suez Canal they can get in the market.
The imperial treasury at St. Petersburg,
according to its statement; has,allotted
$20,000,000 with which to acquire the
desired shares within the next three
years.

Donald Currie, the King and Queen of
Denmark visited Mr. and Mrs. Glad-
stone on board of the steamer Tanial-
lon Castle at Copenhagen the 1gth.
Their Majesties were accompanied by
the Crown Princess, the Danish Prime
Minister and the British ambassador.
At a banquet which was given oh board
the steamer, the King offered a toast
in honor of Queen Victoria, and Mr.
Gladstone toasted the Queen of Den-
mark.

A very bad accident happened at
Dyer’s Bay, Ontario, recently, by which
James Graham, a farmer, accidentally
shot his son, Irvin. Father and son
had been working- in the fields a short
distance from the house, and as they
were returning at dusk, the son, who
was carrying a rifle, fired at a mark on
a tree, and then, handing the gun to
his father, went to see the result of
his shot and to make the mark plainer
for his father to shoot at, as his eye-
sight is not good. The father, mistak-
ing his son’s hat or head for the mark
as he was returning from marking the
tree, through the bush, only the upper
part of his body being in sight, fired at
it. The bullet entered the boy’s head
just above the eye, and he died in-
stantly.
