A Useful Lotion—Alder leaves steeped 
in hot water and applied warm will 
speedily reduce or prevent swelling oc­
casioned by cuts, bruises, and wounds of

Chocolate Biscuits—Mil some choco­
late powder, with white of eggs and pow­
dered loaf sugar, into past. Mould this 
into biscuits, and bake them at a gentle 
heat on a sheet of white paper.

To cure a Carbuncle or Felon. —Lime 
and soft soap put in a thimble and placed 
on a carbuncle will speedily draw it to a 
successful issue, It is betterthan lancing 
and will effectually cure it.

Sweet Potato Custard.—Boil two 
common-sized potatoes; mash fine with 
one tablespoonful of butter; put in half 
a cup of sugar, half a oup of sweet milk, 
mix well, beat in three eggs and stir 
thoroughly; make a good pastry crust, 
and pour in enough for two pies.

Salad of Lima Beans.—Put some 
Lima beans, pototoes and beets fall boil­
ed tender), on ice, and a short time be­
fore serving cut the potatoes and beets 
into rather thin alioee, add the beans, 
and dress with oil, pepper, salt and vine­
gar. Garnish with a few watercresees.

Apple Folly.—Two eggs, one cup of 
white sugar, three sour baked apples, 
Vanilla. Beat the white of the eggs and 
the sugar together then add the inside 
of the apples, which should be roasted 
soft; flavor with vanilla; beat this to a 
stiff froth. Any kind of jelly can be 
used instead of apple. To be eaten 
with delicate cake or biscuit, and makes 
an ornamental dish for dessert or tea.

The 
sugar may be colored with cochineal by 
adding some to the syrup while boiling, 
sufficient to give it the desired tint. 
This used to be made from the decoction 
of the roots of elecempano, whence it de­
rives its name.

Herbert S eucer was tendered a com­
plimentary dinner at Delmonico’s, New 
York, last night Hon. Win. M. Ecarts 
presided, and among the distinguished 
gentlemen present were Prof. Summer, 
Henry Ward Beecher, Carl Schurz, Hon. 
A. S. Howitt, Chas. A. Dana and Cyrus 
W. Field.

In reply to Secretary Evarts, Mr. 
Spencer, after a few general introductory 
remarks, said: “Now that I have thank­
ed you sincerely, though too brief­
ly, 1 am going to find fault with you. 
Alreudyin some remarks drawn from me 
respecting American affairs and Ameri­
can character, I have passed criticisms 
which have been accepted far wore good 
naturedly than I could reasonably hare 
expected, and it seems strange I should 
now again propose to transgress. How­
ever, the fault I have to cumment upon 
is ohe which most will scarcely regard as 
a fault. It seems to be that in one re­
spect, Americans have diverged too wide­
ly from savages. I do not mean to aay 
they are in general unduly civilized. 
Throughout the large parts of population 
even in long settled regions there is no 
excess of those virtues needed for the 
maintenance of social harmony. Especi­
ally out in the west, men's feelings do 
not yet betray too much of the “sweet­
ness and light" which we are told distin 
guish a cultured man from a barbarian; 
nevertheless, power of applicstion lack­
ing, them is a sense in which my asser­
tion is true. You know that primitavo 
man lacks the power of application. 
Spurred by hunger, by danger, by re­
venge , he can exert himself energetical­
ly fora time, but his energy is spasmo­
dic. Monotonous daily toil is impossi­
ble to him. It is otherwise with a more 
developed man. The

stern diciflanb of social life 
has gradually increased his aptitude for 
persistent industry, until among us, and 
•till more among you, work has become 
with many a passion. This contrast of 
nature haa another aspect. A savage 
thinks only of present satisfactions, and 
leaves future satisfactions uncared for. 
Contrary wise and American, eagerly 
pursuing future good, almost ignores 
what good the passing day offers him, 
and when the future good is gained he 
neglects that while striving for some still 
remoter good. What I have seen and 
heard during my stay among you 
has forced on me the belief that this 
slow change from habitual inertness to 
persistent activity haa reached the ex­
treme, from which there must begin a 
counter-change—a rerction.

Everywhere I have been struck with 
the number of faoee which told in strong 
lines of burdens tlmt had to be borne.
I haye been struck, too, with the large 
proportion of grey-haired men, and in­
quiries have brought out the fact that 
with you hair commonly begins to turn 
some ten years earlier than with us. 
Moreover, in every circle I have met 
men who had themselves suffered from 
nervous collapses due to stress of busi­
ness, or named friends who ' had either 
killed themselves by overwork, or been 
permanently incapacitated,or had wasted 
long periods in endeavors to recover 
health. I do but echo the opinion of all 
observing persons 1 have spoken to, that 
immense injury is "being done by

Physique is being undermined. Wo 
hear a great deal about the vile body, 
end many are encouraged by the phrase 
to transgress the laws of health. But 
nature quietly suppresses those who 
treat disrespectfully one of her highest 
products, and leaves the world to be 
peopled by descendants of those who are 
not so foolish.

Beyound this immediate mischief 
there are remoter mischiefs. Exclusive 
devotion to work has the result that 
it destroys what value there would other­
wise be in the leisure part of life. Nor 
do the -

EVILS END HERE.
There is injury to posterity, damaged 

constitutions reappear in children and 
entail on them far more ill than general 
fortunes yield them of good. When life 
bas been duly rationalized by science it 
will be seen that among man’s duties, 
the care of the body ii imperative. Not 
only out of regard for personal welfare, 
but also out of regard for the depen­
dents, his constitution will be consid­
ered as an entailed estate, which he 
ought to pass on uninjured, if not im­
proved, to those who follow, and it will 
be held that the millions bequeathed by 
him will not compensate for the feeble 
health and decreased ability to enjoy life. 
Hereafter, when this age of active ma­
terial progress haa yielded mankind its 
benefits, there will, I think, come a bet­
ter adjustment of labour and enjoyment. 
We have had somewhat too much of the 
“Gospel of Work." It is time to preach 
the “Gospel of Relaxation.”
