NEW VETERANS LEAGUE.
OTTAWA, April 16.

The first Ottawa branch of the 
Grand Army of United Veterans was 
practically formed last night, when 
about fifty returned men were en­
rolled as members of the League. The 
meeting was held purely for the pur­
poses of preliminary organization, 
and lasted about half an hour. It 
was addressed for a few minutes by 
J. Harry Flynn, President of the Q. 
W. V. A., formerly known as the 
United Veterans xLeague, and by Rev. 
Colonel Stacey, C.M.G., returned 
Chaplain. There is a strong pro­
bability that Ottawa will be made 
headquarters for either the Dominion 
or provincial executive of the G. W. 
V. A., according to Mr. Flynn, who 
said after the meeting that it was the 
intention of the present executive in 
Toronto to make some move to the 
capital. It is the aim of the League 
to make the new branch here one of 
the strongest in the Province, he said, 
and there is every indication that 
there will be little difficulty in realis­
ing this aim.

HICKMAN vs. CAVE.

Yesterday afternoons session was 
occupied In taking evidence re the 
Ballot Boxes which were found open 
when they were delivered at the Col­
onial Building. Michael Nolan was 
called and on examination said, “That 
he was present when the cases con­
taining the ballot boxes arrived at 
the Colonial Building, but could not 
say whether a policeman or a Re­
turning Officer accompanied the 
packages. The cover of the case in 
which the particular ballot boxes 
were, was nailed and screwed, and it 
took a good while to pry it off. The 
screws were ahout 4 inches long, and 
there were no bolts to the case. The 
packages upon arrival were deposit­
ed in the main hallway of the build­
ing. Only himself and Mr. Spavkca 
being present when the case was op­
ened. Mr. Brockleburst was in a 
room off the halt There were a lot 
of boxes in the case. He noticed that 
some of the ballot boxes were not 
locked. The loose ballots were pick­
ed np and brought in to Mr. Brockle- 
hurst. Asked by Mr. McNeilly how 
many boxes the case contained, the ' 
witness became somewhat confused 
and estimated them at about 50. Ask­
ed it he knew whether the ballot 
boxes came in the case that was fast­
ened with bolts or iu this bigger case, 
the witness stated that he was* not 
sure, but as far as he could remember 
he did not think these ballot boxes ‘ 
came in the case having the bolts. 
The case was opened shortly after it 
waa brought in from the truck. Cross ' 
examined by Mr. F. Mews, the witness 
ssid as far as he knew 4 or 5 cases 
came from Bay de Verde District. 
Asked about the cases, witness stated 
that they were then stored in a dark 
room in the Colonial Building. Being 
further questioned, he stated that 
ballot boxes from other districts were 
found open when they arrived. The 
Court asked witness if he could now 
identify the case in question, and 
upon receiving an affirmative answer, 
he was sent with Mr. Cross to make 
the identification. Mr. Gbdden being 
called, he stated that he was em­
ployed at the Colonial Building.
