. paying from twenty-eight to
thirty cepts per pound for
granulated sugar. The people

.of the outports are paying
‘thirty-two cents per pound for
the same commodity, .and all
the time there is a falling su-
gar market in exporting coun-
tries. Yet through the lack of
foresight of the Newfoundland
Food Control Board, and their
over-purchases at topnotch
prices, consumers have to pay
through the nose for an article
‘that should be sold at, nearly
half the price asked, if a little

_wisdom had been shown earlier

in the year. We are not con-
cerned at the moment with re-
peated reports that the action
of the Food Control Board had
for its object the protection
from loss of certain unwise and
heavy speculators in sugar. If
such were the case, then the
F.C.B. has added to the oppro-
briums already showered upon
its personnel. But we do know
and it is public property for all
who can read, that the New-
foundland consumer is being
made pay twice as much for
sugar as should be paid, and all
because the Food Control Board
have invoked the power of the
‘War Measures and other auto-
matically expired Acts to but-
tress their untenable position
and compel purchasers and
users of sugar to pay exorbit-
ant and unjust prices to cover
foolish and inexpert buying of
stocks.

We learn to-day that the Newfound-
land Road Commission has experienc-
ed some difficulty in collecting the ad-
ditional tax provided for under the
new Act from some of the owners of
motors cars, and in consequence of
this the Commission has been reluct-
antly compelled to engage a Council
to institute legal proceedings against
all delinquents who refused to comply
with the Act.

It is regrettable that some motorists
do not seem to appreciate the value
of good roads and tne efforts that are
being made by the Road Commission
to reorganize our road systam.

The Commission consisting of ten
men representatives of the motorists
and the general public, is non political
in character and are giving their ser-
vices absolutely free, although their
duties entail considerable work, par-
ticilarly that of the Secretary. Their
sole aim is to revolutionize our main
road system throughout the Penin-
sula of Avalon, but in doing this they
expect the co-operation and assistance
of all motor men as this is the class
mostly benefitted by the better road
movement.

Extensive operations are contem-
plated when the spring opens as the
Commission will have a full equip-
ment of the most modern type of Road-
building Machinery and hopes to put
our main line in first class condition
next season. In order to do this, how-
ever, the Commission must collect its
revenue as defined under the Act, and
it is hoped that the owners of all
motor cars who have not paid their
taxes will respond immediately and
thus prevent the unpleasant necessity
of the Commission being forced to ‘in-
stitute - legal proceedings to recover
outstanding taxes.
