London's mew and latest industry—the
Globe tobacco works, late of Windsor—is
vow in operation, and a glance at the
interior of the Carling street premises re-
veals o veritable hive of industry. The
various processes through which the raw
and uninviting-looking tobacco leaf emerges
into the fine-cut article ready for the
market is exemplified by the employes, who
are as busy as bees in the respective apart-
ments, suitably arranged for the purpose.

When the leaf arrives from the shippers
in its primitive state, it is first deposited in
the bonded warehouse. When required it
