ANNEXATION OF CRETE TO 
GREECE.

London, July 6.—As an outcome of 
an insurrection In Crete against Turk­
ish rule the Christians of the island 
today elected a provisional govern­
ment, and decided to proclaim the 
union of the island with Greece.

■DUELING ŒN GERMANY".
The latest phase of the duel ques­

tion is that the Emperor has ordered 
that any infringement of the Imperial 
order of 1874, which binds officers to 
submit their quarrels to a court of 
honor before issuing challenges, shall 
toe severely punished.

THE CHOLERA IN CAIRO.
London, July 6.—The official cholera 

returns at Cairo show that there were 
reported yesterday throughout Egypt 
4S9 new cases of the disease and 388 
deaths, including 27 new cases and 9 
deaths among the Egyptian troops at 
Wady Haifa, on the border of the 
Soudan.

A WONDERFUL RIFLE.
Vienna, July 6.—Austria, notwith­

standing that it is confronted by a big 
deficit, proposes to spend many mil­
lions for a new army rifle, called the 
Waffe, weighing little over six pounds, 
and with 26 magazines, containing 130 
cartridges. Fifteen thousand rifles 
have been ordered outright.

FUTURE OF THE COLONIES.
London, July 6.—Speaking at a meet­

ing in support of the unity of the Eng­
lish-speaking world, Sir Walter Be­
zant, 'the well-known novelist, declared 
that he did not believe that Canada, 
Australia and the other great colonies 
would continue the fiction of depen­
dence upon Great Britain for any great 
length of time. He said they would 
go their way with the best wish of 
Englishmen and become republics with 
the friendliest feelings toward Eng­
land.

THE WOMEN WIN. •
London, July 6.—The question of the 

admission of ladies to the .terrace of 
the House of Commons has, as usual, 
where ladies are concerned, been de­
cided in their favor, and they are' free 
to meet their Parliamentary friends 
and take tea there whenever they 
piease. A few disgruntled members, 
mostly gentlemen long past their 
prime, complained that the presence of 
ladies on the terrace was a nuisance, 
and that laughter and chatter inter- 
fei ed with the work of Commoners 
whose rooms overlook the terrace.

PRINCE LOUIS BANISHED.
Berlin, July 6.—Prince Louis of Ba­

varia, who raised a storm in Germany 
by his protests at Moscow against be­
ing classed as a follower of Prince 
Henry of Prussia, who represented 
-Mnperor William at the coronation, 
has had an interview with the Emperor 
at Kiel. It was brought about by the 
Prince Regent, Luitpoid, and lasted 20 
minutes. His Majesty was reserved 
an. . haughty, and expressed no direct 
criticism of Prince Louis’ sensational 
Moscow speech. The prince, instead of 
remaining with his regiment at Aug- 
usburg, as had been intended, has been 
ordered by his father to proceed to his 
Hungarian estate, as a sort of mild 
banishment.

ENGLAND’S STRONG CASE.
London, July 6.—.In expressing the 

hope for an early friendly solution of 
the Venezuelan dispute, Dr.Emll Reich, 
in the New Review, declares that the 
question offers no real ground for ar­
bitration. The article is important, be­
cause Dr. Reich has been called upon 
by the Government for confidential re­
ports on the records here, in Holland 
and at Caracas. He contends that 
both law and history prove to the hilt 
England’s claim on the basis of ef­
fective occupation. Venezuela, he 
says, has no serious case, and England 
would never arbitrate but for inter­
vention of the United States and the 
supreme English popular desire to re­
move ail uOotacles to Anglo-American 
friendship.
TO WELCOME THE MASSACHU­

SETTS MEN.
London, July 6.—The Prince of 

Wales, the Duke of Y’ork, the Duke of 
Connaught, Field Marshal Lord Wol- 
aeley, commander-in-chief of the Brit­
ish forces; Field Marshal Lord Rob­
erts,- commander of the forces in Ire­
land; Field Marshal Sir Donald Stew­
art, governor of the Royal Hospital at 
Chelsea; Prime Minister Salisbury 
and ali the members of his Cabinet; 
€x-Prime Minister Rosebery and most 
or the reading statesmen have accept- 
cd lux itations to attend a banquet to 
be given by the Ancient and Honorable. 
Artilery Company of Boston, which is 
non en route to this country on the 
steamer Servia. The banquet will be 
the biggest event of the visit of the 
company.

SNUBBED.
London, July 6.—Sir Hercules Robin­

son, the High Commissioner of South 
Africa, v\ as in London for three 
weeks before being accorded an in­
terview with Mr. Chamberlain. He 
has been snubbed, in short. The Col­
onial Secretary pins his faith on Sir 
Graham Bowen, whose daily cable 
dispatcher support Mr. Chamberlain

in urging the Cabinet to consent to 
a large increase in the British forces 
at Natal and Rhodesia. Sir Hercules 
Robinson, who has seen other Min­
isters, holds to the opinion that the 
troops now there, with the volunteers, 
will suffice to crush the native in­
surgents, and that the dispatch of re­
inforcements would only incense the 
Boers. Sir Hercules will return to 
Cape Town as soon as his health per­
mits.

WILLIAM’S INCONSISTENCY.
Berlin, July 6.—At the launching of 

the German ironclad Frederich III., 
the Emperor, while inspecting the 
vessel, remarked: “I hope I may yet 
see a German navy worthy of the 
German army."

The radical newspapers contrast his 
Majesty’s well-known desire for a big 
navy with the peaceful aspiration 
speech upon the same occasion. Gen­
erally, however, the press avoids the 
subject. The big navy agitation is 
not popular, and any attempt in that 
direction will cause severe conflicts 
in the Reichstag.

The Admiralty are preparing plans 
and estimates for the construction of 
six first-class ironclad battleships, and 
credits for the building of these ves­
sels will be asked from the Reich­
stag.

AT HOME.
St. Petersburg, July 6.—The Emperor 

and Empress of Russia made their en­
try into St. Petersburg on Saturday. 
The buildings along the Newskii Pros­
pect were gaily decorated, but the 
crowds in the streets were not large, 
and there was very Mttle suggestion of 
a holiday. Their Majesties were wel­
comed by the grand dukes, delegates 
from the zemstvos, the city corpora­
tion, the provincial nobility, etc., who 
presented them with bouquets and 
bread, the latter upon splendid silver 
salvers. Tihe mayor also presented a 
resolution, passed by the corporation, 
founding a children’s hospital, and re­
mitting the arrears of 14,000 ratepayers, 
dn commemoration of the coronation 
of the Emperor at Moscow. The re­
port that the Czar is suffering from 
jaundice is untrue.

COLD COMFORT.
Berlin, July 6.—Li Hung Chang has 

been received with the greatest en­
thusiasm and hospitality in Germany, 
but he departed, leaving griefs and dis­
illusions behind him. Great things 
were hoped from his visit, a German 
coaling station in China, big orders 
to German firms, etc.; but no such or­
ders have been given, and nothing has 
been done. Secretary Detring, of the 
Chinese statesman’s staff, returning 
thanks on behalf of Li Hung Chang, 
at a recent banquet, for the reception 
accorded the latter, said:

"The Viceroy hopes that no disap­
pointment will result from his visit. 
The object of his journey was to pro­
mote a friendly understanding between 
China and Germany, and he profited 
by the occasion to inform himself more 
completely regarding the capabilities 
of German industry. When he returns 
to China he will report upon all he 
has seen."

This appears to be cold comfort for 
the German manufacturers.

MAY RESIGN TOMORROW.
,Ju,y 6.—Sir Charles Tup- 

Pez went down to Rideau Hall on 
Saturday and held a two-hours’ con- 
ference with his Excellency the Gov- 
®rin0r,‘GeneraI" Tt ls said that Lord 
Aberdeen questions the constitutional 
right of the defeated Ministry to 
make some of the appointments to 
office presented to him for his sanc­
tion, and these differences of opinion 
led to the prolonged conference of 
Saturday. It is also understood that 
the Premier informed his Excellency 
that he intended to hand in his re­
signation as head of the Government 
on Tuesday at noon. The final council 
meeting will be held, therefore, to­
morrow. There was a three-hours’ 
session of the council on Saturday 
from 3 o’clock to 6. Mr. Hugh John 
Macdonald left on the 6 o’clock train 
for Montreal, and intends leaving for 
Winnipeg on Monday evening. By 
that time the Tupper Ministry will 
have practically ceased to exist. It 
may be expected that Lord Aberdeen 
will send for Mr. Laurier on Tuesday 
ezid that the Liberal leader will on 
the same day undertake the task of 
forming a Ministry. His first, duty, 
as his Excellency's adviser, a position 
he assumes the moment he is intrust­
ed with the task, will probably be to 
secure a proclamation postponing the 
meeting of Parliament called for the 
16th. A delay of two weeks would 
pz-obably be necessai'y, or perhaps 
three. If Sir Charles Tupper had re­
signed a week earlier, as he an­
nounced his intention of doing, there 
■would have been no difficulty in meet­
ing Parliament on the 16th.

CARON ON TOP.
Sir A. P. Caron will be the Con­

servative leader from Quebec in the 
Commons. He has been assigned to 
a seat immediately on Sir Charles 
Tupper’s right on the Opposition 
benches.

THE SCHOOL QUESTION.
Winnipeg, July 6.—It is reported 

here that negotiations are now in 
progress for the settlement of the 
Manitoba school question, without re­
ference to the Dominion Parliament. 
It is stated that the Greenway Gov­
ernment has expressed its willingness 
to give the Manitoba Catholics the 
same privileges as are enjoyed by 
their co-religionists in Nova Scotia, 
separate schools being allowed in cer­
tain districts where the Catholics are 
in the majority. This is said to be 
satisfactory to the Catholics, who 
would also be appeased by a French 
Liberal being taken into the Manitoba 
Cabinet.

Local Liberals 
say it is likely Mr. Laurier will sit 
for Saskatchewan, and it is said word 
has been received from him to that 
effect. In that case it is probable he 
would be returned by acclamation 
when offering for re-election, but Con­
servatives say they will oppose any 
local Liberal who might offer.

CUT HIS BEARD AT LAST.
Mr. D. F. McDonald, who has been a 

resident of Parry Sound tor many 
years, and who s known by almost 
every citizen, walked through the main 
streets of that town the morning after 
the elections totally unrecognized. 
When the Mackenzie Government was 
put out of power in 1878 Mr. McDonald 
took a solemn vow never to shave his 
face until the Liberal party had con­
trol of the country again. He kept his 
resolve, and until the morning of the
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24th of June last he wore a noble 
beard. On that morning, however, 
when he learned that the Liberals 
were victorious, he shaved off his 
beard, and it made such a change in 
his appearance that few knew him as 
the D. F. McDonald of old.

Rappings Heard from the Imprisoned 

Diners in Twin Shaft,

Though Burled a Whole Week—Rescuer 
Surprised.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., July 6.—Some of 
the entombed miners in the Twin shaft 
are evidently still alive, although a 
week has passed since the cave-in oc­
curred.

The 11 o’clock shift this morning 
reported hearing rappings, and every 
man came up feeling absolutely con­
vinced that some of the victims of the 
disaster are alive. They not only 
heard rappings, but answered them. 
Several of the men on the shift had 
managed to crawl over the debris 
about 110 feet from the face of the 
fall. Here they found an open space 
blocked by a mass of rock and coal 
over which it is impossible to force 
a way. While they were examining 
the fail they were startled by hearing 
five distinct tappings on the rail. Two 
with a little interval between them, 
and then three rapidly. Before they 
recovered from their astonishment the 
rappings had been repeated.

DESTROYING THE PEA CROP.
Ontario Government Experts Inquiring 

Into the Growth of a Fungus in 
Prince Eowsrd County.

Picton, July 6.—Prof. Panton, of 
the Guelph Ontario Agricultural Col- 
legt, and Prof. Craig, of Ottawa, were 
here on Saturday to investigate the 
cause that produces a fungus which 
is affecting the pea vines in this vi­
cinity. It was first discovered in the 
township of Hillier, in this county, 
some four or five years ago, and each 
year since has increased in the area 
of the blight, and this year it has 
been so fatal that very many acres ol 
peas have been plowed up. Unless 
something can be done to eradicate 
the fungus, or at least check its rav­
ages, it will be a great loss to the 
farming community in this and ad­
joining counties. The two large seed 
houses here have put out seed enough 
this year to pz-oduce between 300,000 
and 400,000 bushels of peas, which 
they contract to take at 90 cents to 
$2 50 per bushels. If this source of 
profitable farming is destroyed, it 
means a serious loss to the farming 
community.
