5. The offer was for freight running rights only, with the use of London 
and St. Thomas terminals only. The Lake Erie and Detroit River Railway 
has a iake port at Rondeau, where bulk coal is now unloaded, and where 
ferry connection would enable the Pere Marquette to compete with a mu­
nicipally operated railway in Ohio, Pennsylvania and lake trade.

6. The Pere Marquette operates east of St. Thomas over the M. C. R. 
lines, and has at present no means of interswitching unto the M. C. If» 
eastern lines except over the Port Stanley Railway tracks in St. Thomas.

7. Without running rights over the Port Stanley Railroad the Pere Mar­
quette could not continue its Buffalo and eastern traffic without bridging the 
St. Thomas ravine and purchasing a new right-of-way, at a probable cost of 
<6200,000.

8. If the Port Stanley Railroad were electrified, the Pere Marquette would 
not operate over it, unless the electrical equipment permitted the operation of 
steam trains, with complete safety to steam traffic and the lives of Pere 
Marquette trainmen and construction crews.

9. The city would be required to maintain the right-of-way.

10. The Pere Marquette, on the authority of General Manager Alfred, 
would prefer to lease the road and operate it as a steam road, as at present.

An offer based on the assumption 

that the people of London were already 
committed to the municipal operation 
of the London and Port Stanley Rail­
way was made Monday at a closed 
session of the Port Stanley Railway 
Hoard on behalf of the Lake 
Erie and Detroit River Railway by 
Frank K. Alfred, general manager of 
the Pere Marquette, for running rights 
over the Port Stanley road. It is un­
derstood that the offer was made with 
a tentative agreement between the 
Pere Marquette and the M. C. R., to 
the effect that the latter railway should 
also have running rights over the city's 
railway, because the present lease of 
the Michigan Central for running 
rights from the Pere Mara nette does 
not expire until the end of 1913, neces­
sarily linking the two railways together 
till the end of the present year.

Operate By Steam.
All Pere Marquette and Michigan 

Central trains will under any arrange­
ments which may be effected be oper­
ated by steam. Mr. Alfred did not 
make any pretense of authoritatively 
representing the M. C. R.. but intimat­
ed merely that an understanding ex­
isted between his railroad and the M.
C. R.

In view of the fact that the offer 
made by the Pere Marquette was only 
a tentative one, made on a mistaken 
assumption, and hence the offer w ou id 
be subject to considerable modification, 
the Pere Marquette Company auked 
that the exact terms of their offer 
should not be made public.

Mr. Alfred, personally, was pleased 
to discover that contrary to the im­
pression he had gathered, the city of 
London had not yet definitely decided 
upon the municipal operation of an 
electric road between London and Port 
Stanley.

Short Lease Not Wanted.
The length of the lease for which 

the offer was made was not fixed, but 
Mr. Alfred pointed out that it would 
not pay his company or any other com 
pan y to assume the cost, or a portion 
o£ the cost of rebuilding and maintain­
ing the road, for a lease for running 
rights of a comparatively short dura­
tion.’ In this respect, a 30-year lease 
for running rights would probably be 
satisfactory to his company. The an­
nual cash rental offered in the tender 
would be supplemented by the per­
centage of the cost of rebuilding the 
road, which the Pere Marquette was 
willing to undertake.

The total rental, cash ar.d percentage 
maintenance, although the exact fig­
ures are withheld from publication, 
would be considerably less than $20,- 
000. The offer emphatically insisted 
that if the city operated an-electric 
road, it would have to be made entire­
ly safe from the standpoint of the

at Walton Heath.

She was admitted to bail in the sum of

that in relation to her arrest.

As the offence with which she is charg­
ed is an indictable one, Mrs. Pankhurst 
was not asked to plead, but although she 
in the course of public meetings had taken 
full responsibility for the action of her 
followers, she has engaged counsel for 
her defence.

Un­
questionably they believe great care­
lessness was exhibited in failing prop­
erly to protect the prisoners, but that 
offence, it is pointed out, is less than 
a deliberate murder plot.

Ambassador Wilson '"ill be permitia j 
to continue to exercise his own dis­
cretion in dealing with the new Gov­
ernment, and some satisfaction is de­
rived from his report that not only is 
the new Government very friendiy to­
ward the United States, but that it 
has shown a disposition to meet rea­
sonable requests for the protection or 
foreign interests in Mexico, which were 
to a large degree ignored by the Ma- 
dero administration.

Peace Still Distant.
Officials do not expect immediate 

restoration of peace throughout Mex­
ico. It is recalled that the dominant 
party in that country now practically 
is a new one, unless, indeed, it can 
be considered a reincarnation of the 
old party of Porfirio Diaz. Ther is 
nothing in common between it and the 
rest of the revolutionists, who for 
more than a year have been warring 
upon the Madero regime. Already 
President Huerta has been offering 
terms to the Orozco followers in the 
north with some degree of success. In­
dications are that similar negotiations 
with the Zapatas in the south have 
failed, wherefore the decision to begin 
a most active military campaign 
against that party.

Owing to an unavoidable accident at 
the power house of the London street 
railway early this morning, the public 
will have to bear with the company 
for two weeks.

London and Lake Erie Transportation 
Company, which the latter company 
has not used since Niagara power was 
contracted for.

The Traction Company used an 
alternating current of 10,001 volts, 
while the street railway company 
uses a current of 500 volts direct. If 
transforming machinery can be secured 
and the traction plant is in commis­
sion, it is possible that the difficulty 
may be overcome. Mr. King is hope­
ful that an arrangement may be 
reached.

Better Than Usual.
With favorable weather and no fur­

ther trouble, the company will no 
doubt be able to provide a better ser­
vice than the public often receives dur­
ing a hard winter. The passengers 
might imagine that one of the serious 
blizzards they usually have to contend 
with is on. and that they are getting 
a better service than usual.

The overwhelming nature of the re­
vival of the Diaz influence in Mexico 
is indicated by an order issued by 
Provisional President Huerta today, 
that the portraits of former Gn. Por- 
lirio Diaz be restored to their places in 
the public building from which they 
were removed by the late Francisco 
Madero, immediately after his assump­
tion of office. Several large pictures 
of the old dictator, equestrian and 
otherwise, are to bo replaced immedi­
ately in the corridors and halls of the 
National Palace.

Several of the new cabinet min'sters, 
anticipating the presidential order, had 
already caused pictures of Porf.ro Diaz 
to be dragged from their hiding places, 
dusted, and hung on the walls of their 
various departments.

Ottawa, Feb. 25.—“With wages as 

low as they are at present, and with 
the cost of living what it is in Canada, 
it is impossible for wage-earners to 
provide for old age,” stated Mrs. Rose 
Henderson to the Commons special 
committee this morning.

Mrs. Henderson is inspector for the 
juvenile delinquents court at Montreal. 
She strongly favored the adoption of 
an old-age pension plan, and said that 
under the present economic conditions, 
Canada required it. She gave the 
committe pathetic descriptions of con­
ditions she encounterede in homes of 
the poor of Montreal.

In* addition to the regular old-age 
pension plan, there should be state 
aid for widowed mothers. In her opin­
ion the Lloyd George pension plan 
was admirable, and she thought it 
could be successfully established In 
Canada. The present system of deal­
ing with distressed age was terrible. 
Men who had toiled for the state all 
their lives, who had raised children for 
the state, were segregated in institu­
tions and practically deprived of their 
civil rights.

Louis Giron, prison inspector of 
Montreal and Mrs. Taft, secretary of 
the Old Folks’ Home at Winnipeg, were 
heard in favor of the pension plan.

Sydney, N. Z., Feb. 25.—Two mem-» 

bers of the Mawson Antarctic expedi­
tion, Lieutenant N innis, an English­
man, and Dr. Merz, Swiss, have died- 
Dr. Mawson and six of his compan­
ions have been left for the winter on 
Adelie land, a barren tract in the 
Antarctic, because they were unable to 
reach the expedition’s ship Aurora be­
fore she was compelled to leave. This 
news is received here by wireless from 
Adelie Land via Macquarie Island.

Professor David, who was a member 
of Sir Ernest Shaekieton’s expedition 
which reached within 111 miles of the 
South Pole in 1909, received the wire-», 
less from Adelie Land:

’ Dr. Douglas Mawson and several of 
his men missed the Aurora, which had 
gone ^fetch them under the com­
mand of Capt. J. K. Davis. This hap­
pened owing to unfortunate circum­
stances.

"Lieut. B. E. S. Ninnis, of the City of- 
London Regiment of Royal Fusiliers, 
and Dr. Merz, who was ski champion 
of Switzerland in 1903, who were mem­
bers of the expedition, are both dead. 
All the others are well.

"Dr. Douglas Mawson and six other 
members of his party probably will 
■winter on Adelie Land.

"Some very successful sledding ex­
peditions were made during the sojourn 
of Dr. Mawson and his companions ini 
the Antarctic.”

The Last Message.
The last previous message received 

here from the Aurora arrived on Feb, 
19, and sailed with all the members 
of the expedition on board the vessel 
on the way to pick up the party under 
Dr. Wilde, who was formerly a mem­
ber of the Scott and Shackleton expe­
ditions, and had been left with some 
companions early in 1912 at the batV 
of Termination Glacier.

It would appear, therefore, that Otit 
Douglas Mawson, with some of hie 
companions, must have landed and 
gone on an expedition from which they 
were unable to get back in time to re­
join the Aurora before she was com­
pelled to leave on account of ice. 

i Lieut, Ninnie was the expert of the 
expedition on the subjects of survey­
ing and sledging. The wireless mes­
sages hitherto received from the Au­
rora do not state the cause of Ilia, 
death or of that of Dr. Merz.

The expedition, headed by Dr. Doug­
las Mawson, set out from Australia in. 
the latter part of 1911. It consisted of 
nearly fifty men, most of whom were 
graduates of the Universities of Aus­
tralia and New Zeland. It was financed 
by popular subscription.

Dr. Mawson was net going to the 
pole, but intended to make a complete 
geographical and magnetic survey of 
the Antarctic region between Capo 
Adelie and Gussburg, a distance of 
over 2.000 miles. The expedition landed 
on Adelie Land, which is a barren tract 
of what has also been known as Wilkes 
Land, and the men there divided into, 
three parties.

From time to time, there have come 
reports of the success of the explorera 
in the discovery of new islands, and 
only recently, after having been out of 
communication for several months, 
what purported to be a wireless mes­
sage was picked up from the Aurot* 
reporting “All well” on board.

Detained For a Year.
Melbourne, Australia, Feb. 25.—Lord, 

Denman, governor-general of the Com­
monwealth of Australia, hae received a 
wireless message from Dr. Douglas! 
Mawson, the leader of the Antarctic 
expedition, in which he says :

"Our sledging season has been very, 
successful. We have opened up a large 
area of new land both east and west of 
Commonwealth Bay. We have obtained 
mportant new data from numbers of 

stations in close proximity to the Mag­
netic Pole.

The dispatch concludes:
"It is probable that six of the staff 

of the expedition as well as myself may 
be detained for another year in the 
Antarctic.” /

MEXICAN SOLDIERS 
EXECUTED BY SCORE

Ninety-Five Who Remained Faithful to Madero Stood 
Against Wall and One by One Were Shot to 

Death, Refusing to Wear Death Mask.
[Canadian Press.]

El Paso, Texas, Feb. 25. — Nine­
ty-five federal volunteer soldiers 
were executed last evening at 
Sause, below Juarez. They com­
posed part of the garrison which 
revolted yesterday, angered at the 
killing of ex-President Madero, 
their former leader.

One at a time, advices received 
here relate, the soldiers were stood 
against an adobe wall. Ninety-five 
times the firing squad aimed and

fired. Most of the men are said to 
have displayed much courage, de-’ 
dining the execution mask.

More than 50 of the garrison 
escaped before the arrival of a 
strong detachment of federal reg- • 
ular troops from Chihuahua City.

The rebels of a day had cut the 
Mexican Central Railway, which 
was repaired a few hours later. ' 
Five of the volunteer officers 
escaped death and will be*sent to 
Juarez.
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
