The Coldest Weather Known in Vie-
toria for Years—Incidents
and Aecidents,

The wild night wind went rushing through
The branches gnarled and strong,
Making a soun like music of
Some wailing storm fiend’s song,

or words to that effect. Scientists have
held for many years the theory that at some
time the accumulation of ice at the poles
would disturb the equilibrium of the earth
and a flop over wonld be the result. This
happened the night before last. The North
Pole, drunken with Christmas cheer, noisy
and geuerally hilarious, wandered away
from his ancient dwelling, and, clasped in
the arms of Old Man Boreas, the twain
waltzed to the mad music of the Storm

Fiend’s song up and down the streets of
Victoria.

The advent of the snap was heralded by a
small fall of snow, which went whirling
away before the cutting wind.
evening the snow almost ceased falling and
the wind grew wilder and keener. The few
pedestrians abroad bewailed bitterly their
hard lot and drifted on before the blast.

Down into trunks and closets went eager
searchers, and out came heavy wraps, fars
and Aretic clothing, and soon shapeless
masses of clothes were seen wundering about
the streets.

And all this time the thermometer refused
to retire from business, but calmly regis-
tered only a few degrees below freezing
most of the time, showing that the com-
plaining citizens had become so accustomed
to ‘the mid climate of Victoria that the
frost was too much for them.

The »musement began in the morning,
when reluctant citizens dug themselves out
of the warm blankets and went out to figure
up the amount of damage done and the
various incidents of the blizzard, a few of
which are mentioned in notes of the storm :

The harbor was almost deserted, and sev-
eral of the sealing schooners at the head of
the harbor dragged anchors and threatened
for a time to engage in a regular melee.
They were attended to by caretakers before
any serious damage was done.

It was eight o’clock in the morning be-
fore the Islander got away: ~The gale made
it dangerous to leave before.

The old San Pedro had a hard time of it
last night.. The waves dashed complétely
over the wreck from time to time, and no
doubt did considerable damage.

The James Bay bridge was the coldest
place in Victoria last night. The wind
there cut like a buzz saw.

Of none of her daughters is Canada
more justly proud than of those who
have made names for themselves in the
literary and journalistic world.

SARAH JEANETTE DUNCAN.

““With what do you mix your paint?”
was once asked of a famous painter.
“With brains,” was the truthful if
rather conceited reply. And with brains
and perseverance these young Canadian
writers have carved themselves niches
in the temple of fame. 5

Perhaps one of the best known is Miss
Sarah Jeanette Duncan, the author of
*‘A Social Departure” and “ An American
Girl in London.” The former, it will
be remembered, is a clever and most
amusing account of the very un¢onven-
tional trip around the world taken by
two girls alone.

Sarah Jeanette Duncan is the daugh-
ter of a prominent merchant of Brant-
ford, Ont., and was born in that city in
a pleasant, old fashioned house sur-
rounded by trees. As a child she was
an insatiable and omniverous reader of
every book and magazine she could ob-
tain. From her Irish mother she in-
herited both wit and brilliancy and a
keen senge of humor.

Her first venture in the journalistic
field was a series of letters descriptive

of the cotton centennial in New Or-
leans, written for the Toronto Globe,
the Memphis Appeal, etc. After this
she became a member of the editorial
staff of the Washington Post, but later
returned to the Toronto Globe, where
she wrote under the nom de plume of
Garth Grafton, and some time later she
became attached to the Montreal Star.

While on her trip around the world
Miss Duncan met Mr. E. Cotes, of Cal-
cutta, India, whom she shortly after
married, and India is now her home.
In appearance Miss Duncan, or rather
Mrs. Cotes, shows her Irish parentage
in her dark hair, fair skin and blue
gray eyes with their wonderful glow
and depth. She is not very tall and
has a sweet, earnest expression. ‘At pres-
ent she is engaged upon a new book to

be brought out, it is said, in New York.

A prominent member of the New
York Press club and an authority on
Russian matters is the Countess Ella
Norraikow. She was born in Toronto,
but spent most of her girlhood in St.
John, N. B. Though a thorough Cana-
dian the countess looks more like a

Spaniard; she is so dark and has such
brilliancy and vivacity of expression.
While in New Brunswick she married
the late Hon. A. Seely, a prominent
government official in the maritime
province, and after her marriage she
traveled for a number of years, visiting
Germany, Belgium, Great Britain, Rus-
sia, Burmah, India and South America.

Shortly after Mr. Seely’s death she

settled in New York and there, married
Count Adolphus Norraikow, an exiled
Raussian noble, who had been a wealthy
and well known lawyer in St. Peters
burg, but whose opinions did not please
the imperial government. The countess
is a “woman of the world” in the best
sense of the term, a fine musician and
an accomplished linguist. She is a con-
stant contributor te the Harper publi-
cations, The Cosmopolitan, The Inde-
pendent, Lippincott’s Magazine, etc.
Lately she has written a play which is
to be produced by Manager Palmer, of
New York, during the coming season.
She has crossed the ocean no less than
eighteen times, and in both London and
New York society has a large circle
of connections and friends.

One of the first writers to explore the
French Canadian field for character and
descriptive sketches was Frances Harri-
son, better known as Seranus. Mrs.
Harrison, who is a native of Ontario, be-
gan writing reviews for the Toronto
Mail at the early age of sixteen, and was
for four years editor of The Week, To-
ronto, at that time in the hands of Pro-
fessor Goldwin Smith. To Temple Bar,
of London; The Cosmopolitan and New
England Magazines she has been a con-
stant contributor. Of her book ‘“Crowd-
ed Out” both the New York and English
press spoke most highly, as they also
have of her latest works, ‘“Pine Rose,”
and “Fleur-de-Lis.” Seranusis also wide-
ly known in the musical world as a com-
poser of several songs and piano forte
pieces, which have been published at
various times in New York, London and
Philadelphia.

Like Miss Duncan, Mrs. Harrison has

though she is a native born Canadian.
Of medium height, with brown hair,
dark blue eyes and an aquiline nose,
Mrs. Harrison gives an immediate im-
pression of intellectual attainments.

Her husband, Mr. J. Harrison, is a
professional musician, lately of Bristol,
England, but resident now in Toronto,
where he is prominent in musical cir-
cles.

A very charming woman and equally
charming writer is Sophie Almon-Hens-
iey. Poetry is her special gifg, and her
published pieces show rare depth and
tenderness of feeling. Two of her son-
nets, “There Is No God” and ““Triumph,”
appeared in Douglas Sladens’ ‘“Younger
American Poets.” Sheis a disciple of
Professor G. D. Roberts, inasmuch as he
directed her studies and taught her the
principles of ancient and modern poetry.

Strange to say, neither Mrs, Hensley’s
father nor mother nor any other mem-
ber of the family has devoted any
time to literature in any way, so she
owes nothing to heredity. Barely twenty-

six years of age, she has ample time be-
fore her in which to develop the promise
of her youth. Two little baby daughters
occupy all the time not devoted to litera-
ture, though in spite of her domestic
cares Mrs. Almon-Hensley is now at
work upon a novel which will in all
probability be published this autumn.
Her bright, attractive manner makes
her a hogt of friends wherever she goes,
and she particularly excels—where so
many literary people, both men and
women, fail—in being a brilliant con-
versationist. Mr. and Mrs. Hensley at
present reside in New York.

A Canadian by adoption, Mrs. Sarah
Curzon is an English woman by birth,
but as she came to Canada young and
all her literary work has been done
there, Canadian subjects forming the
principal themes of her facile pen, she
may be fairly called a Canadian. A
short time ago she published a collection
of poems, including one of the best
known of her works, a' drama entitled
“Laura Secord,” based upon a historical
incident in the life of that Canadian
heroine.

Mrs. Curzon has from time to time
occupied various editorial positions, be-
sides being the special correspondent for
numerous daily and weekly papers.

She is the mother of a family and a
most earnest advocate of the higher ed-
ucation and advancement of women.
For what she has accomplished she has
had a severe struggle, for her attention
was turned to literary and educational
matters at a time when to be considered
“blue” was to be regarded as bold and
repulsive, if not pesitively wicked. In
addition to her regular work for Cana-
dian journals, she is a valued contributor

to many English and American maga-
zines.

Latterly Mrs. Curzon has been devot-
ing her pen to monographs upon his-
torical subjects, and in recognition of
her services in this line she has been
created an honorary member of several
historical societies and associations.

Verse, the simple lilt of the ballad
and the grand flow of the Alexandrine,
has always bad a charm for her, and
from time to time she published a num-
ber of fugitive pieces. The most im-
portant of these she has republished in
her book, which has been most favorab;
criticised and reviewed.

Mrs. Curzon began a literary career
at a time when prejudice was strong
against women doing so, and to her be-
longs the honor of having fought many
battles that have rendered it now com-
paratively easy for any woman who has
the desire to enter the arena upon equal
terms with all comers.

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ALL THE EVIDENCE IN.

The Royal Commission on Epidemiec
Diseases Adjourns to Consider
Its Report.

Work ef the Last Day—Dr. Milne
Makes Some Voluntary
Explanations.

The work of the Royal Commission “on
Epidemic Diseases, so far as the taking of
evidence is concerned, was concluded last
evening and an adjournment was thereupon
made to consider the report, which it is ex-
pected will be ready to forward to His .
Honor the Lieut.-Governor some time in
January.

The last day’s work did not develop any
particularly important evidence, although it
added some ‘* missing links ” to the chain.
The first witness examined was Mr. Young,
who, during the epidemic, had been city
fumigstor. He described the process he
had adopied under verbal instructions from
Dr. Milne. He had been instructed to use
sulphur, but had no orders as to the use of
bi-chloride of mercury. When Dr. Wade
took charge, he (witness) had to wait until
Dr. Wade saw the rooms before the sulphur
was set fire to, this being a new rule. Wit-
ness had done the fumigating at the Bal-
moral, Mrs. Mason’s boarding house and at
the Pullman lodging house; but had not
fumigated other places which were men-
tioned, and thought if there had been small-
pox there the patients had been removed
‘“on the sly.”

Mr. F. G. Richards gave evidence as to
the removal of a smallpox patient, Mr.
Dickenson, from Douglas street to a house
on Johnson street, and also as to the ineffi-
cient quarantine of the place where Mr.
Matthews was sick with smallpox. Wit-
oess had then complained to the Attorney-
General, who referred him to Chief Shep-
pard, but he had been unable to find the
Chief and went round to the Sanitary In-
spector’s office. While standing there a
man came in and remained a few minutes
talking about some removals, or something
of the kind, and after he had gone away
witness was told that this was the man who
was engaged in the work of removing the
smallpox patients. The wagon which was
used as an ambulance was seen close by the.
sidewalk,

Just as the Commission was ahout to ad-
journ, word was received from Dr. Milne
thrt he wished to make a statement and
wason his way. A short recess was then
taken, and when the Commission reas-
sembled Dr. Milne offered evidence to show
that he had had an inside guard at St.
Louis College from June 6 to June 17. The
ex-City Health Officer then made a state-
ment as to his reasons for refusing to obey
Dr. Davie’s instructions, and as to the
causes which led up to what he called his
‘“ decapitation.” e reflected vpon Dr.
Davie as the man who should be cepsured,
not himself. In conclusion, be said that
in his revious examination before
the Commission he had not been asked
for his ‘‘extensive” views on vacein-
ation and having obtained permission to go
on, he went into the question extensively,
showing his preference for bovine lymph
over i arm; but admitted that he
would rather have arm to arm vaccination
than none at all.

Dr. A. T. Watt, jr., gave some evidence
as to the case of the Smith child which he
had seen and which was not smallpox at all.

The Commission adjourned at 5:45 p.m.,
sine die.
