As a change frora the more helerogeneous
developments of  the Christian church,
your reporter resolved yesterday morning
to visit onc of the more simple and ortho-
dox forms of worship. and selected for this
purpose & Methodist church;, not the gor-
geous cathedral of Wesleyanism which par-

tuates the memory of Punshon’s presence

Torento, but a quiet little church on the
Yorkville portion of Yonge street. The
Church is not & pretty specimen of gothic
architecture, thongh the cool breeze and
subdued light from the open door and win-
dows were pleasant after toiling up the
Yerkville heights, The choir consisted of
six youn lugiel and four gentlemen. As
u.sua{in ethodist churches it occupied an
_ eminence behind the pulpit. But alas !
what s distance Methodism has wandered
since John Wesley's preachers denounced
wearing of artificial flowers, ribbons and
feathers.  Of the six fair onesin the choir

" every one wore over-the-garden-wall hats,
and every one wore an artificial flower, ex-
- cept one, who had a gold-colured feather
just too sweet for anything. The singing
was fair, Of course, Wesley’s collection of
bymns was used, which certainly contain
some of the best hymns in existence, but
which also contain much rubbish.  The
hymns selec'ed were not remarkable for
poetry. The minister who officiated, as is
usual in Methodist churches, wore no uni-
form. He read along chapter of the Old
Testament, aod  being an _excep:
tionally good reader, gave much force
and apimation to that vivid and beautiful
narative which describes David’s duel with
the Philistine giant. How noble are those
nd words, which have not yet lost their
s‘niﬁmco, “Who is this uncircumcised
Philistine that he shovld defy the armies
of the living God?’ The sermon was on ‘the
character and history of David. It was read
from a manuscript, and was ably written
and well delivered, but was too long—-
forty minutes ! Your reporter thought it
too much of a panygeric on David and too
uncritical. our reporter's sympathies
wandered away from the prosperous and
orthodox sultan of Terusalem to his victtm
rishing in_the fore-front of the battle by
he sword of the children of Ammon, or the
broken-hearted husband who followed
weeping where his wife was being dragged
away by the minions of the psalm-singing
king to their master’s harem. Also we
bave read in the Israel of Ewald, the
greatest authority on Hebrew literature,
that only fifteen of the hundred and fifty
psalms can be attributed to David. Still
these contain passages which reach a height
of genuine poetic fervor, equalled by no
other religious peetry.. How noble is the
line ;
De profundis ad Te elamavi, Domine !
Domine exaudi voeem meam.
. Rev. Mr, Johnson, the new minister o
this church, was absent. The gentleman
who officiated was Mr. Hamilton, a retired
