From the Londen Truth.

Col. Cotville is expected to return on
Jan. 31 from his expedition to the Holy
Land. He has made a complete survey of
the country between the Gulf of Akaba
and the Jordan valley in the interests of
the Palestine canal syndicate, of which
the duke of Sutherland is chairman, He
reports that a range of low hills, having
an average elevation of 400 feet and an ex-
tent of ten miles, must be cut through to
make the canal; but that as the soil is cap-
able of easy excavation, he believes the un-
dertaking to be possible. He says if this
is accomplished no other difficulty exists.
On his arrival a meeting of the syndicate
will be held to consider the course of ac-
tion to be adopted.
