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Professor Robertson’s Lecture.

Professor Robertson, of the Dominion
Experimental Farms, announced to. lecture
in the Court House on Tuesday afternoon
last, arrived in town somewhat after the
appointed hour, in the company of Benj.
Starratt, Esq., of Paradise, and immediately
repaired to the building, where he was wel-
comed, we are sorry to report, by a small,
but much interested audience, who listened
attentively to the instructive remarks
made upon the different subject relative to
farming and farm products, with which he
is so thoroughly conversant, and upon which
he is a recognized authority, The lecturer
dealt with dairymen, dairy stock, and the
feeding of beef cattle in the beginning of
his remarks. Continuing he dwelt largely
on the various chemical constituents of
plant-food, and pointed out in a plain and
comprehensive manner the various plants
in which these chemicals predominated, and
those most suitable for the feeding and
fatting of beef cattle and milch cows.  He
advocated the building of silos and the
increased economy in feeding ensilage to
farm stock, and rather startled his andience
by stating that a silo capable of holding an
hundred tons of ensilage can be built for
seventy dollars. We have not space to
publish the learned lecturers remarks in full,
and although the subject of agriculture
should take foremost rank in the columns
of country journals, we fear that, like the
papers whote pages are given almost entire-
ly to the subject, our farmers would, after
a cursory perusal throw it aside under the
old fashioned impression, handed down by
their ancestors, that * book farming is not
suitablein our country.” Could we impress
upon the rising and, at this perjod of our
country’s history, better edueated farmers,
the impartance of studying the first prin-
giples of their profession, and the advan-
tages to be derived from the experience
" and experiments of the scientific agricul-
turists of the present day, and observe in
our far-famed valley the improvements re-
sulting from our advice, we would feel that

our labars were not in vain. -

Packing Fruit for London.

The following extract was taken from
the British Trade Journal, bearing date
June lst, 1890 :—

““Now that powerful corporations are
busying themselves with the cultivation of
fruit ia the Colonies and in Central Amer-
ica, with a view of shipping direct to Lon-
don, general interest attaches to the resalt
of the competition in fruit packing recently
instituted by the Victorian Government.
A priz: was offered for the best packed box
of apples, consisting of twelve varieties,
eight of each kind to be shipped from Mel-
bourne to London, the prize to be given to
the firm or the fruit grower whose consign-
ment should arrive in the finest condition.
The boxes were addressed to the agent
eneral for Victoria in London, Sir Graham

rry ; and on the 19th ult. they were
opened and examined. Unfortunately the
competition was limited to two boxes, one
having been sent by Mr. 8. A. Neilson,
of Richmond, Victoria, and the other by
Mr. Draper, of Arthur’s Creek. Sufficient,
however, could be gathered from the two
methods of packing adopted to afford a val-
uable lesson to all engaged in the trade.
The first, Mr. Neilson's, was undoubtedly
superior and generally successful, although
the selection made as regards the variety
of fruit was not happy. Of the ninety-six
apples which he sent only five were de-
cayed ; in four of these (Adam’s Pearmain)
the decay was but slight. The apples
were gathered on March the 15th last, and
packed on the 20th, and dispatched in the
cooling rooms of steamers. They were first
placed singly in ordinary paper bags. They
were arranged in layers in the boxes, and
the intervening spaces were carefully filled
with paper shavings, a sheet of paper being
laid between each layer. The box was in
two compartments, divided by an upright
partition, preventing too much latoral pres-
sure when tilted on its side. Thus there
waus little risk of ormshing or bruising in
course of transit, On opening the case the
apples were nearly all found in an admir-
able candition as far as appearance went ;
and the color was remarkably bright, but
the fruit was in some cases very dry and
tasteless. The ‘“Jonothan” variety was
one of the best. It is of a rich orimson
color, and fairly crisp and pungent in flavor.
On the other hand l‘\e ““King of Pippins”
was juiceless and insipid, and of poor
quality, unfit for an eating or dessert apple.
'he ** Hoover ” seems a good baking apple,
which, if imported cheaply, would sell well
during the early summer months. The
““ Ben Davis,” though rich in color, has a
pulp quite too rich for British palate.
‘“ Rymers ” are also uneatable on their ar-
rival here, however mellow and palatable
they may be at the Antipodes. *‘‘Cham-
berlain’s Late Scarlet” turned out well,
being juicy and of good skin and bright
color. Another apple arrived much like
wool. The second box had the apples
wrapped separately in tissue paper and
that was all. The result was that not a
single specimen "came out uninjured, and
in many cases they were quite rotten. The
experiment serves to show that in no case
must such packinE as paper or wood shavings
be omitted in packing apples. Probably the
soft thin shreds of wood fibre now made by
machinery would serve the purpose admir-
ably, and be in the end better and more
durable than paper. They have, moreover,
the advantage of heing readily and cheaply
made from many of the woods in which
the Colonies abound. 1t remains of course
to be seen whether other kinds of fruit—
such as grapes—could be packed in the
same way. There is no doubt that fairly
good quality, placed in large quantities on
the London market early in spring or sum-
mer would command a sale unless the prices
were prohibitive. Just now at the end of
May the London fruiterers’ shops are
redolent with the delicately tinted Tas-
manian apples. These attract, but the
consumption is confined, by reason of the
prices, to the wealthy few. The vast mul-
titude of buyers is not yet touched.”
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Terminal City.

A company of Boston capitalists have
been for some time develaping the founda-
tions of a seaport at the east end of the
straits of Canso, N. 8., and if expectations
are realized it will have a most important
bearing upon future communications .be-
tween Europe and America. Five miles
east of Port Mulgrave, the present terminus
of the Intercolonial railway on the straits,
the company bhave acquired a large area
with some miles of water front, while
on Cape Breton Island on the opposite
side of the straits, they have over 1,500
acres of land and extensive coal deposits,
which will be opened up for coal shipments
to New England. The company’s engin-
eers are now surveying a route for the five
miles of railway between Port Mulgrave
and Terminal City, as the new port is to
Terminal City is situated on
one of the finest harbors on the Atlantic
coast, baving sufficient depth of water
for the largest vessel afloat, being com-
pletely landlocked, absolutely free from ice,
comparatively free from fog, and open to
navigation at all times. Vessels can, enter
the harbor without the aid of pilots, for
the entrance is twelve miles wide, without
a rock, bar or shoal. A straight line on
the map from Chicago to Liverpool passes,
it is claimed, through this point, and the
distance between them is over 400 miles
shorter then by Portland, Boston or New
York. It will take four days from Terminal
City to Liverpool by the new steamers pro-
posed to be put on the route. When the
railroad is completed and wharves are built
passengers and mails from Europe will be
delivered in New York or Montreal one
day sooner than by any other route. It is
the most easterly Canadian port open all
the year rouad, and appears to bea natural
shipping port for the products of the Domin-
ion to Europe.
