Two Cheering Views on War

London. Nov. 10—Two optimistic views of the war from the pointof view 
of the Allies are given a prominent place in the morning newspapers. The first 
is a quotation from the speech made at the Lord Mayors banquet, last night, by 
Field Marshal Viscount French. The Field Marshal said: It seems that the 
contest is approaching a climax to come either now or in the Spring. We must 
remember, however, that a climax and an end arc not necessarily the same thing. 
The second opinion was expressed by General Alexis Brustioff speaking to a 
British correspondent at Brussiloff said : The war is won today. It is merely a 
question of speculation as to how much longer it will be befôre the enemy is con­
vinced that their cause is irretrevably lost. The General added that he spoke 
with authority in ^flaring the whole of Russia, from the Emperor to the hum­
blest soldier, was Stermined to protect, help and support Roumania in every 
possible way, “Russia will see-’ said lie, ‘‘that our brave little Ally does not 
suffer for espousing the cause of the Allies.’

comes from the trenches has great 
stories to tell and how many thousand 
yards they captured and held. The 
German troops seem demoralized on 
this front and no wonder. I don’t see 
how they can live at all after what 
our artillery does to them. 'Tis only 
their deep dugouts that save them. I 
have been Inside several of them and 
nothing short of armour piercing 
shells can harm them unless a lucky 
shot strikes near the entrance. All the 
Bridgetown boys were O.K. when 1 
came out and I hope they are still. 
Geo. Gill Is Regimental Sgt. Major 
and a good one too, Arch Kinney is a 
Corporal In the pioneers. Geo. D.ech- 
man is mail Corpl. and Harry Mc­
Kenzie is also a Corpl in the company. 
After leaving the Convalescent Camp 
I will be sent to our base at Le Havre 
and from there back to my unit. I 
get rather lonesome here at times 
and miss the boys and the excite­
ment. It seems queer where everything 
is so quiet and at night when the 
shell fire Is generally heaviest here 
in Rouen the street cars are the only 
breakers of the stillness outside of 
some ambulance with Its load of 
wounded or a dog barking.

This is an immense Hospital a 
miniature canvas city in reality and 
I can’t give you the exact number of 
wounded 1t can accommodate 4iut it's 
well up in the thousands. The nurses 

splendid and one could not wish 
for better treatment. We get 
meals a day, breakfast at 7.15, dinner 
at 12.30 tea at 4.00 and supper at 7.15,

prisoners and they hold up their hands 
and say “mercy Bamerade” when 
they see our chaps going over their 
parapet. One chap held up one hand 
and shouted the “mercy stuff’’ and 
worked his machine gun with the 
other; but not for long, as cold steei 
soon ^ased his troubles. Anothpr chap 
who had been taken prisoner was 
talking to one of our officers and 
still had_ a revolver hidden under his 
greatcoat. The officer happening to 
turn around for an instant; Fritz shot 
him. A private was standing nearer 
than our friend thought and needless 
to say another “Fritzie” was left on 
the battlefield. They all wear a long 
leather boot somewhat similar to 
those worn by the farmers at home 
when ploughing. ’Tis a common trick 
of theirs to hide a trench dagger in­
side their boot-leg and use it if an op­
portunity occurs after they are taken 
prisoners. But the boys only have to 
be fooled once, and now “Fritzie ' is 
searched thoroughly, especially around 
the legs. ’Tis useless to tell you of 
brave deeds as they are as common 
as the roar of the big guns. They seem 
to be absoutely fearless and go over 
the parapet laughing and singing as 
if they were going to face snowballs. 
The finest sight I ever saw was on 
the 15th of Sept, when our Battalion 
went over the parapet. Our barrage 
had not been on more than three 
minutes when they started over and 
in lines as straight as if on parade. 
It was all I could do to stay behind in 
the trench we were told off to hold. 
All one hears up there now is the

I got it the morn­
ing of Sept. 28tli, and tomorrow I go 
to Convalescent Camp, so you see 
how quickly it is healing.

We have been down at the Somme 
for the last four or five weeks and 
have been giving “Fritz” all that was 
coming to him, with some extras for 
luck. Likely you have read some of 
our exploits long before 
know what good work we did. Our 
Battalion and Brigade were congratu­
lated by the General, and those high­
er up, for our wrork, and no doubt 
the trip In that I was wounded we 
gave Fritz just as much trouble. We

Paris, Nov. 12, via London—The French gained ground last night in the 

vicinity of Sailly-Saillisel, on the Somme front, the War Office announces. South 
of the Somme the Germans penetrated French trenches, but were expelled. On 
the Macedonia front the Serbians have made a fnrther advance in the Cerna 
bend. The statement follows: “North of the Somme we made progress during 
the night to the north of Sailly-Saillisel, as well as in the eastern portion of the 
village. The enemy bombarded violently. “South of the Somme, after a lively 
bombardment the Germans attacked our trenches southeast of Berny. The 
attack was broken by our fire. Enemy patrols which succeeded in gaining a 
footing in some of our advanced trenches were immediately driven out by a 
spirited counter-attack. We maintained our positions.
