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7 ATELY met with tho following froni tho excellent
Bishop Hall, ¢~ Norwich, tho author of the * Medita-
tions, in a letter of his to Lord Denny. It furnishes
2 beantiful example to imitate. There isa pleasant
quaintness in the siyle, characteristic not only of him,
but ofmany writers of his day, in the former part of the
seyenteenth century.

Every day is a little life, £nd our whole lifo isbuta
day repeated. Whence iv is that old Jacob numbered
his lifo by days ; and Mosos desires to be tzoght this-
point of aly arithmetic, to number, not his years, but
his days. “Those, therefore, that dave Josca day are
Qangerously prodizal ; those that dare wispend it, der
perate.  Wo can teach others by oursclves. Lot me
teil your Eordship bow Iwould pass my days, whe-
ther common or sacred: When sleep iy rather driven
awsy thanleaves, me, I would awake with God. My
firs? thoughts are forbim. 1fmy heart bo early season-
ed/sith bia presence, it willsavor of him:all day afier,
Whilemy body is dicssing, not with an effewinato
curiosity, mor yet with rade neglect, my mind address
e3iteell to er cosving task, bethinking what is-to be”
done; and.in what-order, and marshalling as it may my-
hours with my wosk. That done, after somo medita-
tion, I walk up to my wasters and companions, my
Books 3 and sitting amongst them with the best content-
ment, Jdare not reach forth-my band to touch any of
them till X have first-looked op to heares and craved
favorfiom.

and rometimes my mind takes tho burden from them
both.

Notradesman doth more carefully take in
his wares, clear bis shop-board, and sbut bis windows,
than I would shat up wy thoughts, and clear my mind.
That student will be miscrable which, liko a cawmel lies
down under bis burden. All this done, calling togeth-
ermy family, we end the day with God.

But God's day calls for anotiier respect. The same
sun rises on thisday and enlightensit ; yet because that
Son of Rightcousness rose upon it, and gave a new life
unto the world in it, ard drew the streugth of God's
moral precept into it therefore justly do we sing with
the Pralmist, *This is the day which tho Lord has
made’ Now 1 forget thoworld, and deal with my
wonted thoughts as great men use, who at “some time
of their privacy forbid the accessof all suitors.

ment in a neighboriog town, and a3 he drove leisurely
-over the bills, the poor inquiring and helpless wo was
continually in his thoughts.

spirit was serene in' the one thought that God is ablo

“to. do bis owh work. The speechless boy at length

hezan to teli how bhu loved the Saviour, and stated
that be first found peaco on the very afterncon wiren
the spirit of his agonized father on the mountains was
calmed and supported by t'ua thought, that what God
had promized L was able to jorform.

Tho converted mute is now an instructor of otbers,
and every Sabbath finds him in one of our largo cities
witha gathered congregation of fellow mutes, breaking
to them tho bread of life, and guiding theiratten . ve
souls to that God who has power to dohis own . work.

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AN AnMY oF Wives.—The suppression of the
Slave-trade in Western Africa by the English has
developed some singular facts. Lientenant Forbes of
the Navy who had been sent out by the Quecen, visited
King Dabomey, one of those chieftains who set out
periodically for tho puyposs of capturing bis neigh-
bours and seliing them into slavery. Licut. F. writes
that this King has no less than eighteen thousand Wives,
and in order that some jdeaof s caplures may
bo given, states that the king’s wives are notable fight-
ers, and when a slave hunt is undertaken, they are
sure to catch wore than the same number of male
troops. Thoscaleof operations may be estimated when
we state that, in one expedition he captaredno fewer
than 19,000 meb, women, and cbildren. After sacri-
ficing 500 ke sold the rest for exportation. His abnual
revenus for the sals of slaves is estimated at about £60,
000 a year. According tothe latest accountshe had
thrown off tho mask, and was laughing at the credu-
lity of the English,who had fancied that he would de-
grade himsclf by employing tbe Amazonian body-
guard in tue cultivation of cotton, or in any other
peaceable pursuit—¥Va. Col.
