The Governor of Siberia prasented each of tho officers
of the Palmotto with valvable gifts=tbat of tho chief
officer being a superd goldt and silver yoblet, which wo
Lavo seen, and wbleh an cwinent jewoller values at
€600, A spiandid sword was alio sent by the Go-
vornor by the Palmetto to the commander of the
Aaerican equadron.  The gift, bowover, wo beliave,
could not bo accepted by bim, owing to tho rules of
tho servico prohibiting tho receiving of prosents {rom
foroign ciiicers.

Monay was sbundant among tho Russians, and ex-
changed readily for tho common necessaties of life,
Whils at avcbor in & soall port in Siberia, thers were
at ono time above & handrod Russiane oniboard the
Palmetto, who slept on deck, wrapped in thoir furs
and their ekins of deer. Daoring the night snow foll
on tho deck to tho depih of ten inches, but nothing
incommoded by tho cold, theso bardy Northornors
aroused themsclves in the morning, shook tho snow
from their clothes, croesed themselves after tho devout
Russian manner, aod repaired to thair work, aftar
ealing a crust of black bread and tasting nothiag
stronger than liquor.

‘Tho mode of travelling in tho great rogion of tho
Montchooria, drained by the Amoor river. is by tho
roindcor and sled  Expresses were constantly passing
between the Rustian sortlements snd tho far interior,
bearing orders and nows from postto poit. All was
nctwvity and cheerfulness, and tho Czar was rapidly
and sutely strengthening his position on tho cosst.
Our informant states that the inhabitante, from the
Governor down, displayed a particular desire to con-
ciliato and please all Americans, and it was thought
they were meaifesting this friendly spirit by orders
from St. Pete :sburg.

Tho Govcraor and his wifs (a Parisian lady) camo
on board the bark, and paid many compliments to tha
vessel, and mado presente to all, according to rank.

The navigation of the Amoor is probably at this
time completely closed, for various reasons. But with
tho closa of tho war, a ficld for trade is bero presented
to Awericans, which will, in all probability, prove of
great value.  All tho tribes along the course of this
itnmense stream, swhich winds its way for thousands of
leagues umil fertilo countries, are well disposod to.
wards Amecticase, and doubtless bave instructions to
keep on as good terms with us as possible.

‘the bark John Baring, of Baltimore, before ree
ported as baving been seized by the British fleet at
Castro, Oct. 141b, was taken on incontestible proof that
ber commander and suporcargo had been landing
stores for tho Rossians, ‘The case was to bo decided
before a naval board, but bad not been adjudicated
when tha Palmetto left.—New York Herald.

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HOUSE OF REFUGE IN RALIFAX.

Tho Annual Bleeting of tho friends of this Institu-
tion was held on the 15th inst.  Han. AL B. Almoz in
the chair. Tho folloming clergymén-were-. Ao
Rovd, Archdeacon Willis, D. D., Revd. John Scott,
Ruv, Joha Martin, Rev. J. C. Cochran, Rev. W. Bul-
fock, Rev. E. Maturin, Rav. Mr. Browneil, Rev. Nir
Enugland, Rev. Professor King, Rev. Me. McKnight,
Rev. Mr. Dunn, Revd. D. Frecman, and Rev. P. G.
Muuiregor, the Sectatary.

Prayer baving boea offered by Rev. John Scott, the
Chairman, after appropriate remarks, called upon tke
Sccrotary to submit the Raport for the past year, which
was read. The Scerotacy read also an extract from
the Report of the City Missionary, Mr. Steele, ehow-
ng that the most marked attention was given by those
uow in the bouse to his religious instructions. A pa-
per wasalso read containing tho dato of reception of
every ons received into the House, the lunpth of their
stay, dato and mode of departure, whether with or
without 'eave, and Low far there was any evidence of
imp.~v nent in character.

It appeared that thero wore six an:der Mes. Wil:on's
chargo at the commencement of 1855, and ten receiv-
od during the year—and as thero are five now in the
lnstitution, cleven bad left Quring the yoar. The re-
aults of the year's experiment are varions. Some left
before thure was time afforded to obtain evidence of
improvement. Two or three wero removed 1o the
Poor's Asylum 1n consequence of impaired intellect.
In otber cases there wese decided evidences, not only
of dispust at a lifo of vice, but of the formation of in-
dustrious babite, us proved by diligence and propristy
of conduct in the house,.and the continuanca of & si-
milar ¢ourze when ancther sitnation was provided. In
several’ cases tho Committee were severely disappoint-
ed, intemperance, aftor.a sitnation was obtained, being
tlis fatal cansg of every fall.

_Tbo Committee baving Iaid tho facts before thsir
frieuds, asked their advice. The Meeting resolved
nugnimouwsly o sustain the Committde, and to form 2
Somety for that purpose ; and.a pre constitation
baving bean sobmilted, was.adopled. The report was
adopted and an abstract orderced to be circulated.—
