REVIVAL OF RELIGION IN INELAND.

Amidst 2}l the dithicollies of ++ land, there has
heen a great'revival of teue religion, especiadly in
the Established Church. The Bishop of Cashel, ‘in
his dasteharze, has thos stated (s fael,, which he
alterwards conficms by the testimony of Deo Chal-
mers ind Dl Ceoke e :
