EASTERN BREAD.

The Armenians wmake use of a kind of
bread which, whatever may be its gond
qualities in other respects, wants the fla-
vour and the strength requisite for the
Luropean palate and stomach, The losh,
as they call ityis a thin eake an ell long,
halt an ell wide, and about ad thick as the
blade ofa knife, relled out of weakly fer-
mented dough ; being spread on a leathern
cushion, it is pressed against the inside of
the hésted oven, to which it adheres ; in
two or three miinutes itis baked through,
and here and there burned alittle s it is
then torn ofl' to make way for another.
The aven used for baking this breadisof a
peculinr kind: a pit is the chamber or
poreh of the dwelling, wide at the botton,
narrow above, well eoated with fine plastor,
am] heated with wood ; such is the oven
which has, at least, this advantage, that'it
takes up a0 room, being covered over when

[Bread used in the above manner is very
likely to furnish ¢ crumbs” of such a sizeas a
poo: person would he glad to receive in order
lo satisfy his hunger; many pieces would re-
main on the table, or would be thrown from it
after having served to wipe the guests® fingers
on, which made savoury morsels for the dogs
(see the Canaanitish woman’s allusion to the
practice, Mat. xv. 27) and which a beggar
like Lazarus (see Luke xvi. 21) would desire to
be fed with. This mode of using bread has in
all probability been customary in the East for
