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A WELL ENOWXN CITIZEN'S DEATH.

It is our painful duty to record the death of
Mr. H. C. O’Donoughue, which happened oo
Saturday, the 30th ultimo, st St. Jerome.

Although born in Ireland, Mr. O'Dononghue
bad lived fo long in Canada and knew Irenca
80 well that he was rquaily known, esteemed
and respected by both Fiench and Irish.

He first hegan to teach in ceuntry parts, but
later on his former pupils, several ot whom had
become prominen: citizens of Montreal, recom-
mended him to the Catholic School Commis-
sioners of this eity, who eantrusted bim with the
Principalship of St. Patrick’s scheol, a position
he still held 10 1880, when be 1etired and settled
in St. Jérome, with the intention of passing the
last days of his life in c mpany of his nephew,
the Revereud Curd Labells  Dlr, O’Donoughue
was the father of Sister O’'Donoughue, who died
some years ago ut the Grey Nunnery in this
ci‘y; of Sister Francois d'Assi-e, of St
Hyacinthe; of Sister St. Uuwrich, of the
Notre Dsme Congreestion; of Sister Se.
Elsaleth, of the Dumes Hospitaliers
of Quebec; and of Mr. P. L O'Doncuachue, the
present Principal of Belmont School, who treads
it his fath-r's footsteps. DMMr. .
ODonoughue has had the great pleasure of
colebrating, a month ago, the polden wedding
of his sister, who is a nua st ths Dames Hoe-
pitniieres of Q) ebec.

Tt is now pretty certain that the inter-provin-
cial c.nference pro, d by the don. Mr.
Mercier will be held in thi city about the month
of September n=xt. Most, if not all, the pro-
vinces ¢f the Dumniun will be 1epieseuted at
this congress, and_ we have B:en it stated that
the Federal suthurities are likely te send
a delegate who will watch the proceed-
jngs in the 1interest of the Dominion,
even if hetakes no active part therein. .
Mercier has gone to considerable trouble to
make it quite plan that 1n the matter of this
conference he 18 actuated by no feslings of hos-
tility to the Kederal Administration It is in
the interests of the Confederation itself that
this conference should take place, in order
that, if poseiole, the relations sub-
sisting between the Dominion and the
various Provinces should be rendered more
satisfactory. Unless this is accomplish.d
there is really no doubt that the preseat strained
relations wi]Y continue and become more inten-
sified until a general break up of confederation
“into its original fragments,” as the AMail
would say, must be the result. Oue >f the
rincipal dangers im_this direction is the
requency with which the Xederal power
hins come to exercise  ita supposed "%ht
of disavowing Frovincial legislation. We
do not pretend that the veto of
the Governor-General should] never be placed
upon Provincis} laws, but we do unhesitatingly
aver that its use has become of late alarmingly
frequent, and that from almost all of the Pro-
vinces at some time ov another, and eapecially

Laprairie Elccts the Nationalist Candfdate—
Mr. Goyctie’s Mafority Etghiy-cight—
¥Fremier Mercler's Knteresting
Speech — ““ Le Monde's
Seurillous Attack
on Him.

Voting for the election of a member to repre-
sent Laprairie in the Legislative Assembly took
placeon Saturdsy. The candidates were Mr,
Goyette, 5 farmer residing n the constituency
and supporter of the Mercier-McShane admin-
istration, and Dr. Brisson, mayor of Laprairie
village, and D)llower of Mr. Taillon. The
county has for twenty-four years been a Tory
stronghold, and at the last general elections re-
jected Hon. Mr, Duhamel, now Solicitor-
General. Mr, Goyette, the Government candi-
dats, was this time successful, and was returned
by a handsezae majority,

HON. MR. MERCIER'S REMARKS.

Afuer the loud chrering which F‘eeted him
had s mewhat subsided, the Hon. Preuner said
that it was difficul” for him to express the satis

factiun he felt a% the great victory which his
Governmenc bad that doy gained in Laprairie.
That county had for twenty-four coniinuous
years returned ath out and out Bieu; itwas uvne
of the strongholds of the Tories; but on that
day it had returned Mr, Goyette, o Nationalist
and a supporter of his Government, by the
handsome majority of eighty-eight. {Loud
cheers). That wajority had n secured by
hard work and unceasing efforts, not only oo
the pactof his old friends the Liberals, but also
of alarge number of Conservatives, who had
placed confidence in himself and his administra-
tion. (App.aunse). Has wus not ready to say
that the support he received from the latter was
to be ascribed to their inordinate love for him
(laughter); hethought it should rather benscribed
totheircoavictionthathis Government wasinthe
right. Whatever that support was due to, he
bad to thank all for the encouragement he had
received. When he and the mewbers of his
Cabinet had gone before their constituents for
re-election upon assuming office, their adver-
saries_had offered po ooposition, saying they
wished to rive the Governmeut fair play ; but
he well knew that had they considered they had
any chance of defeating him, they would have
offered him all they opposition they could. This
fact had becn clearly demonstrated in the
Laprairie contest. But luckily the Government
was ready and prepared for the {ray, aod as he
had al eady said, thanks to the umted efforts of
Liberals and Naticnalist Con-ervatives, the
victory was theirs (loud cheers). It would not be
out of place for him at that moment to refer to the
slight dissatisfaction that had sometimes becn
exprested by some of his friends at his course
in present politics, Even Le Patricand hirself
had not always been in a.cord ss to the policy
to be adoptea ; it was not for him, on the spot
where he was now atanding, to s1y whether he
was right or Mr. Beau, qu wronR (cheers and
Iaughter). But what did it matter to the peo-
hle by what name he were called, whether
.}Libeml or Nationalist, provided he led them on
to victory, to the achizvement and success of
the people's desired programme?

the Legislative Assewbly. (L»sud and enthu-
siastic cheers) He could not disclose to them
the exact course his_Governmnent would follow,
but of this they mirht rest assured —their rights
would no longer be 1nfringed on by the council,
(Aﬁplause.)
efore leaving them he wished toraya few
words sbout & scurrilous attack that had been
made on him by the Monde newspaper. He
had on many previous occasions been vilified
and calumpbiated in his private character, but he
had seldom noliced such aspersions. As
‘* Honore Mercier, advocate,” he had diasdained
to stoop to a refutation of all the vile attacks
that had been made upon him; that he
laft to the care of his friends.

Garigle's immediate arrest on an indictment got
out i1 Montreal. As the telegram d.d not - nte
the nature of the charge Chief Windred hesi-
tated about making the arrest. He, however,
went at 2 a.m, to_the house where McGnriglu
was supposed to be atopé)ing over night and
found upon inv. stigation that he had gone, no
person could or would tell where, This morning
two detectives arrived from Chicago to
watch McGarigle’s movements, and it s
said they have devised a scheme to take
him to the other side. Thia morning all
kinds of reports and rumors were circulated
regarding the whereapouts of McGarigle. Some
people stated that he weat east on the fast train
at 3 this mornipr; others that he was driven in
a rig to Wyoming and there took the 5.30 a.m.
