• 5000 athletes and 2000 coaches, trainers, and mission staff from the 42 countries of North, South, • 
and Central America and the Caribbean will participate in 41 sport competitions. About 2.500 
technical officials (1500 assigned by International Federations and 1,000 local) will talce part. 

• The XIII Pan Am Games will be the third-largest athletic competition ever held in North America. 
They are eclipsed only by the Summer Olympics in Los Angeles and Atlanta. 

• The Games are expected to attract 100,000 visitors.
