The following answers, deposited with the
Clerk of the house, are printed in the official
report of debates pursuant to standing order
39:

R.C.A.F. PILOT TRAINING COSTS

Question No. 355—Mr. Argue:

What was the approximate cost of training a
pilot for the Royal Canadian Air Force in (a)
1940; (b) 1950; (c) 1960?

Answer by: Mr. Egan Chambers (Parliamen-
tary Secretary to the Minister of National
Defence):

The approximate costs of training a pilot
to “wings” standard in the Royal Canadian
Air Force in 1940, 1950 and 1960 are esti-
mated as follows:

(a) $32,000. In 1940 pilots were trained
and paid as airmen and graduated as ser-
geant pilots or pilot officers. The initial and
operating costs of the types of aircraft then
in use were considerably lower than in subse-
quent years.

(b) $51,000. In 1950 pilots were trained and
paid as flight cadets. The initial and operating
costs of aircraft had risen sharply over war-
time costs.

(c) $80,000. In 1960 pilots are still trained
to “wings” standard as flight cadets but jet
training has been added. The initial and
operating costs of high performance jet
aircraft are much greater than the costs of
aircraft used in 1950 and the training is more
complex.

UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE PROSECUTIONS
Question No. 362—Mr. Hicks:
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1. Were any prosecutions recorded during the
last year by the unemployment insurance commis-
sion in respect to unemployment insurance frauds?
If so, how many in each province?

2. How much money was recovered by the unem-
ployment insurance commission from recipients
who were found out to be not entitled to benefits?

Answer by: Hon. Michael Starr (Minister of
Labour):

1. There were 1,979 prosecutions completed
by the unemployment insurance commission
during the fiscal year ending March 31, 1960
in respect to unemployment insurance frauds.
There are no figures available by provinces,
but the regional figures are as follows: Atlan-
tic region, 269; Quebec region, 756; Ontario
region, 552; Prairie region, 201; Pacific re-
gion, 201.

2. Money recovered from claimants not
entitled to benefits amounted to $2,008,165.65.
