Eudes coilege and the Quebec seminary be-
longed to the ciassicai colieges foundation
of the province, which would be part of the
association of universities and coileges o!
Canada.

At any rate, we cannot object to this bill,
because colieges and universities have con-
tributed a great deal to the development of
our people. Grouped together, those institu-
tions wlll then be in a better position to set
forth their demands. They wiil have a stronger
voice.

It is shameful to find that this year 700
young people were turned away from Lavai
and Montreal universities for iack of space
in the medical schooi. I wouid like to con-
duct a survey among the fathers of those
young people; these parents have perhaps
denied themselves in order to send their
chiidren to public sehool for seven years
and to secondary schooi for elght more years.
The fathers o! many of those young peopie
probabiy were unempioyed masons, plumbers,
brickiayers, carpenters or electricians who
could have constructed buildings for medical
facuities. But none the iess, those youngsters
are refused admittance to those universities
after they have compieted seven years of
primary course and eight years of ciassical
studies. This is a shame in a country like
Canada.

This is a scandalous state of affairs when
we take into consideration our responsibilities
in this regard. The provincial governmnent
may say its mea culpa when it accepts such
a situation in the province o! Quebec and in
Canada in this 2Oth century.

Grouped together, the. coileges and uni-
versities wiii be stronger and more vigorous
in denouncing these scandais which occur
in Canada; I arn happy to have the opportu-
nity to mention it.

Universities will then he able. to point out
to the federal government that it is grabbing
ail taxes aithough the provincial government
has priority needs, inciuding education.

Unfortunateiy, the provinces cannot meet
ail the needs i matters of education because
they iack sufflicient funds, since the govern-
ment in Ottawa occupies most fiscal fields.
