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answered in a matter of minutes. I hope the
government will try to answer these ques-
tions and flot use the difflculty of one ques-
tion as an excuse for not answering any of
them.

Mr. MacInnis (Cape Breton South): I
might say that this is flot a question of the
kind to which the Minister of Public Works
has been referring, but I ask the government
if they are aware that question No. 1,284 has
been on the order paper since April 6 and bas
not been answered. The failure to answer this
question is just a matter of ignoring informa-
tion sought by the constituents of the Min-
ister of National Health and Welfare.
