Question No. 4.832-Mr. Mazankowski:
1. Is there an Atomie Eoergy Control Board Advisory Commitîc on Nuclear

Safety and, if so (a) who are the members (b) what is the (i) background or
expertise (ii) termn of appointment of each member (c) what remoneration, such
as salary or travel expenses, do the mnembero receive and, for the lengîli of each
appoîotment to date, what amoont did each member receive (d) swhat other
funding, if any. is provided by the Governoment?

2. (a) What are the terms of reference of the Commîttee (b) what matters did
it consider in the fiscal year 1982-83 (c) how often did it meet and how often is it
required to mneet (d) what reports and/or recommendat ions dîd the Commitcee
publish in the fiscal year 1982-83?

Mr. Dave Dingwall (Parliamentary Secretary to Minister
of Energy, Mines and Resources): Atomie Energy Control
Board reports as follows:

(b)(i) AIl the Committee members are senior professionals
in the fields of engineering and science. (ii) The Committee
members are normally appointed by the AECB for two years
and may be re-appointed. The term of ail current members
expires March 3 1, 1984.

(d) There is a provision in the Committee's current year
budget for funds of $25.000 to support background studies.
However, such expenditures have not been made to date.
Certain secretariat costs such as office supplies. stationcry, etc.
are covered by the AECB.

2. (a) Terms of Reference:
(i) To advise the AECB on principles, standards and general

practices related to, the safety of nuclear facilities and other
major nuclear activities regulated by the Board.

(ii) To advise the AECB on any general or generic safety
matter associated with the sitting, construction, operation and
decommissioning of nuclear facilities (as defined in the Atomic
Energy Control Regulations) and the production, handling,
transportation and disposaI of prescribed substances, includ-
ing; recommendations on proposed regulations, licensing poli-
cies, standards, and guides; interpretation of new information
related to nuclear safety and advice on ils relevance to the
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
