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and carried away to the mountains of Cuoco,

where they suffered the most cruel slavery, till

redeemed by the Fathers of the Redemption,

about three years afterwards, being the first

Chjistian captives so liberated by that benevolent

order.

In arranging this narrative, the author has

closely followed the facts as detailed in " Accounts

of Shipwrecks and Disasters at Sea,'' the old and

valuable book from which she has derived them,

and to which, with some few exceptions, she has

faithfully adhered. She hopes the juvenile read-

ing public. will derive both pleasure and profit

from the perusal of the trials to which one of

their own age was subjected, and which she sus-

tained so well.
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
