NON-RESIDENTS
MUST PAY TAX

Management Committee of
Board of Education Reach-

es Decision.
WAS BIG LOSS TO CITY

Sixteen Thousand Dollars to
Be Raised as Result of

Action.

At yesterday’'s meeting of the man-
agement committee of the board of
education it was decided to tax all
pupils attending city high schools who
are non-residents of the city and do
not pay taxes. In this connection. G.
A. Smith. senior principal of city
high schools, reported that the net
cost of operating Parkdale Collegiate
for the year 1914 was $87.731L.75. and
that during the year 520 pupils attend-
ed, making the cost per pupil $72.80.
He also reported ibat there are 264
non-resident pupils attending the high

schools and collegiates of the city
and only 51 of these are paying taxes
to the city. The number is divided
emongst different schools as fol-

lows: Jarvis Collegiate, 8; Parkdale,
60; Oakwood, 82; Riverdale, 15; Hum-
berside, 81; Malvern avenue, 51; North
Toronto High School, 32,

loss to the city of about $16,000. The
