At the Cobalt Hotel—a temperance house
—meals are only 50 cents, and good meals
can be got at the restaurant at the same
price, Two dollars for a room per night
is. asked, and one had better telegraph
ahead if he wishes to spend the night at
Cobalt.

Many adventurous trips are offerad to
the seeker of startling experiences in this
great north land, but Wm_ Thomas Haysett
of -Liskenrd has just returned from a trip
attended with greater excitement and dan-
gers than many would care io undertake,

The entire trip was one in which both
he and his companion, Charlie Ross of St.
Paul, Mirn., dally risked their lives and
at ofi* stage®of which they heeame 80 ex-
hansted that they nearly died,

Hsysett is a mail carrier and takes the
meils from New Liskeard to the Trans-
continental Exploration and Survéy parties
working up in the Abit'bhi District,

The trip there involved traveling a dis-
tance of 200 miles, and It tsok these two
men over five weeks to reach the end of
their journey.

Carrying Mail Dangerous.

Mothers, wives and sweethearts who
anxiovsly await the arrival of majl from
those far-distant camps are little aware at
what risk these hardy mail carriers per-
forin their duty. : :

They left on Deec, 5 with the mails, three
dogs atteched to the sled, and ecarrying 200
Ibs, of mail matter and supplies,

They took . two toboggans and went to
Irooucis Falls on the ‘Abitihhi River.

They then pushed on to Fifty-Mile Creek,
Here the grub played out and so aid the
men.

With nothing to eat, the wintry blast of
the north to face and several feet of snow
to wade thru, the men had to go ahead and
make a dog {rail,

They. took the line across to the Fred-
erick House River to Deception and Drift
River Creek, then on to Observation Peak.

Then they went 15 mijes on to Metogami
and from there to Grotnd Hog 26. getting
to their journey’s end on Jan. 13

Transconiinental Survey.

Survey parties were visited in command
of Ergineers Hamming and Cotton, Ham-
wing 1s working east with 20 men and the
Cotton party, consisting of 8 men, works
west. The transcontinental survey Jines
are now about 140 miles from James Bay.

The men live in tents, heated by wood
stoves. Each man is supplied with two pairs
of beavy blankets and they ‘are gerting
tired of winter,

The caches are well supplied with every-
thing the men need and if a good transport
service is maintained during the winter,
when the trails are good, they wil: lack
for nothings during the spring -and sumuer,
when the trails are baaq.

Heysett, like many others who have been
nerth, has a firm- convicetion that muen
mi1 era]l weaith will be discovered in this
great northern district.

His belief is shared by many and at Iro-
quois Falls he ‘found two Yankee prospec-
tors camped for the winter, to be ready to
get to work dn the spring.” Gold and “<op-
per, chienly »copper, ~are supposed to be
round there. ;

The price was in
the neighborhood of $700,000, and the
terms spot cash.
