Count Tolstoi Says They Are Poor 
Imitators of Western 

I. Ideas.

Tolstoi. In the course of an Interview, 
said the Russian parliament Interested 
him little. When he took up a paper, 
he said, he usually skipped the reports 
of parliamentary proceedings, but when 
he did glance at them they inspired him 
with the triple sensation of humor, ir­
ritation and disgust.

“It seems to me,” Count Tolstoi said, 
“as If children were playing as grown­
ups. The proceedings show nothing 
new, nothing original, nothing interest-' 
ing. Everything has been said hun­
dreds of times before. An English 
friend of mine wrote to me that he had 
expected parliament to blaze new roads, 
but that it was only slavishly imitating 
the west. What he says is true. The 
speeches are like phonograph reproduc­
tions of those in foreign parliaments.”

Count Tolstoi continued: "Our par­
liament reminds me of fashions in the 
provinces. Hats and gowns out of date 
in the cities are sent to the interior, 
where they are eagerly worn under the 
Impression that they are the latest 
styles. It Irritates me to see so-called 
representatives of the people, who really 
are below the level of the classes which 
they are supposed to represent, assume 
the task of solving problems which will 
decide the fate of 140,000,000 human be­
ings. The irrelevancy of the arguments 
of the members and their blind self- 
assurance and Intolerance disgust”

Count Tolstoi repeated his well-known 
ideas that the regeneration of Russia 
would not come thru g. political strug­
gle, but in a revival of true Christian 
spirit, which will make men love labor, 
nature and truth. “Without politics,” 
he said, “life would be filled with love 
of labor, peace and truth. With poli­
tics the atmosphere is red with strife 
and blood." No half-way measures can 
solve the agrarian problem. Accord­
ing to his views there is only one ulti­
mate and just solution, namely, equali­
zation of the rights of everybody to till 
the soil the world over.

A general strike has been declared 
by the proletariat organizations of 
Tiflis in sympathy with the demand 
for the pardon of 27 soldiers who have 
been sentenced to be shot because they 
refused to fire on the populace dur­
ing the disturbances here last March.
