? A RAILWAY COMMISSION.

It is reported that it is the intention
of the Dominion Government to intro-
du:ce a bill for the appointment of a
railway commission. The advantage to
be gained by such an appointment will
largely depend upon the character of
the commissioners, and the powers with
which they are imvested. Parliament
will be greatly assisted in the discussion
of this question by the experience und
operation of the Inter-State Railway
Commission of the United States. One
of the greatest difficulties encountered
by that commission has arisen from the
mt diversity of railway legislation in
different states. Canada will have no
such difficulty to contend with,

The main object of a commission must

be to give justice to the railroads, and
at t!:e same time equitable and libernl
service to the people. Every form of
discrimination muset be prohibited. All
d(:'gislmﬁan and rulings of the commis-
sion must be such as will promote safe-
ty, equality and stability. All rates for
q')asvseuger and freight service must be
Just and reasomable. To ascertain this
the commissioners must determine for
themselves what is ithe actual value of
any railroad under consideration, not
th what it cost to build, but at what
it could now be constructed for cash.
Rates sufficient to pay woperating ex-
penses and a reasonable dividend upon
cost would be just and reasonable rates.
Umi‘o.rmity of rates cannot be expected.
A milway company must endeavor to
earn in the aggregate a sufficient in-
come to cover cost of operating and
gujr dividend on investment. Its operat-
ing expenses do not increase in the
same proportion as its trafic may in-
crease, because a large proportion of
these expenses must be incurred, whether
the business is larger or smaller. Part
of its traffic may beur a much higher
rate than others. As one of the Inter-
| State Commissioners put it, two dollars
o ton for hauling coal may be a just
and reasonable rate, while fifteen dollars
per ton for dry goods may also be just
and reasonable. One of the most im-
portant duties of a railway commission
will be to arrive at a proper distribution
among the different classes of traffic.
i Nearly every state in the Union has
imposed differing duties mpon its com-
missioners, Generally these duties are:
To inspect all the roads at least once in
each year, and to order repairs of tracks
and bridges where the duty has peen
neglected by theé railway company; to
see that commodious buildings and other
conveniences are supplied at all stations;
to hear and decide all complaints as to
overcharges, inequalities in rates, ia-
sufficient supply of cars, etc. Some of
the states provide by statute against
discrimination or rebates. Iowa legis-
lates: “If any common carrier shall, di-
rectly or indirectly, by any special rate,
drawback, or other device, charge, de-
mand, collect or receive from any per-
sSon Or persons a greater or less compen-
sation for any service rendered in the
1rcmns'p(rx'tation of property than it
charges, demands, collects or receives
from another for like service, such com-
mon carrier shall bé deemed guilty of
unjust discrimination, which is prohibit-
ed and declared unlawful.”

From the nature of the duties devolv-
ing upon a railway commission, it is
evident that the qualities required iha
commissioner are not 8o much of a legal
character as of an intelligent business
experience. Conciliation not litigation
should he the mmin object of every
commissioner. Legal questions will, no
doubt, arise, and it may be necessary
or expedient that a barrister of high
standing should be appointed as a spe-
cial judge for railway questions, to
whom the commissioners may apply for
advice and direction, and before whom
all disputes of a legal character shall
be tried and by him decided.

WHY MOVE THE CAVALRY CORPS?

If the Ministers who live in Torontn,
viz.: Sir Oliver Mowat and Mz, Mu-
Jock, and the M. P.’s who support the
Government, do not bestir themselves
the corps of dragoons stationed at Stan-
ley Barracks, in this city, will be moved
to the town of St. Johm's, in Quebec.
Why the squadron should leave Toronto
we do not quite see, There are more
volunteer cavilry corps in Ontario (with
Toronto as a’ military centre) than n
all the other provinces, and, that being
the case, it is highly important that a
cavalry school should be maintained
here. There is very little cavalry in
Quebec. It has been eaid that the main
reason given for the proposed change
is that St. John’s is' a strategical point
and, therefore, a good place to station
one of the permanent cavalry corps.
But our recollection of the reasons
given for these corps was not that they
were to be points of concentration, but
centres of education for the volunteers.
The Mayor and members ought certain-
ly to bring all the pressure they caun 10
bear on the Minister of Militia to leave
the Dragoons here. As a matter of
money, it means an expenditure of near-
ly $1000 a week in Toronto.
