GOVERNMENT COAL LANDS,

British Columbia Board of Trade
Wants Them Opened U

Montreal, July 18,—“The Boards of
Trade of the Province of British Col-
umbia are remewing the urgent appli-
‘cation of last year, asking the Ottawa
authoritis to throw open a portion of
the government coal lands dn order to
prevent a repetition or a continuance
©of the state of affairs now existing in
«consequence of the strike at Fernie.”

This statement was made to-day by
Mr. W. Blakemore, mining engineer:
who has just returned from British
Columbia. All the smelters, he says,
are closed down save two, as their fuel
supply is thus cut off, and as the
strike is backed by the Western Federa-
tion of Miners and involves a question
of working hours ‘i is likely to last
some months longer. Last year, Mr.
Blakemore explained, the Boards of
Trade unanimously solicited Federal

Some 50,000 acres, he explained, of
coal lands had been reserved by the

Wwhen the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Co.
was accorded its charter, it being claim-

The people :{sk'
that these government coal lands be at
once made available for the public
good. He claims that the coal on
ithe reserved lands is quite as good and
as acceptable as the Fernie coal for
voking purposes, and, furthermore,
‘that it is the only coal of similar qual
Yty yet discovered in the province.

It was here suggested that if other
gompanies were formed and new mines
opened up on the reserved lands n
question, similar strikes might occur
as at Fernie, and Mr, Blakemore said:
‘“The Fernie strike is an individual
quarrel between the Crow’s Nest Pass
Coal Company and the miners,who are
asked to stay in the mines eight and
one-half hours per day instead of eight
hours, which has been the custom since

province. This, therefore, would not
affect any other company operating in
the same areas, the proof of this being
a fact that, altho the company have
@maller mines in a partially developed
state at Morrissy and at Michel, they
made the same demand on
the men. “In fact,”” he said in con-
clusion, “cheaper fuel is indispensable
if the low grade ores of the province
are to be exploited and the only thing
to bring this about is competition.”
