Every Stranger Questioned,

Every stranger is being forced to
give an account of himself, and per-
gong known to have been in the im-
mediate vicinity of the crime at the
time the child was killed are being
carefuily questioned by the Colling-
wood authorities.

She had been mak-
ing this irip for years. An unusually
well-developed girl for her age, she
sould have been mistaken for a miss
of 15. She was of such a merry dis-
position that she invariably waved her
hand at the farmers living along th=
trach each morning, and called to
thewwr. 7Thus, she was well knoyvn
and much admired along the route o
her trip.

Here Mystery Begins,

Yesterday morning, she started on
the usual trip. She romped out of the
house with a parasol, lunch packag=
and a small satchel, containing her
books, and disappeared down tha
tracks. Curiously enough, none of the
people accustomed to seeing her pass
noticed her this morning.

Senate Adopts a Bill to Improve
Character of Theatrical
Attractions,

Ottawa, Mhy 28. — (Special.)—The
Senate went into committee to-day on
the bill to amend the Criminal Coge,
1892, regarding the presentation of im-
moral or obscene plays. Hon. R. W,
Scott, in view of objections to the
owner of a theatre being made liable,
moved to amend the budl, by striking

out the words, “owner or lessor,” and
to make the clause read, ‘‘lessee, agent,
manager or anyoune in chaige, as tae
i pariy an case of a prosecution,
The amendment was agreed to,

“The word theatre was wso cxtended
to include a tent or enciosure. The
bill, as amended, was reported, and
the amendments concurred in.

The Florence Lee Gray Divorce bill
was read a first time.

In the bill to amend the Companies’
Act, it is provided that directors may
borrow money on promissory notes,
etc., without transactions being legal-
ized by the passage of a bylaw, and
that companies, incorporated with
| shares of less than $100 face value,
