SERVICE TRIBUNALS

OPEN ON THURSDAY
TO HEAR ALL ORAL
'EXEMPTION GLAIMS

Government Issues Statement
Explaining Procedure To
Be Followed.

Ottawa, Nov. 6.—Exemption tribunals
will begin their sittings on Thursday. On
‘that day and on the following Friday
and Saturday (November 9 and Novem-
ber 10) they will hear oral claims' for
exemption from military service.”” Dur-
ing these first three days, tribundls are
required to sit at least until 5 o'clock
in the afternoon to hear applicants who
appear in person.

= The Oral Claims.

The purpose of setting the three.days
apart and the procedure to be adopted
in the case of oral applications are in-
dicated in a memorandum prepared for
the instruction of tribunals: *“Under the
terms of the proclamation,” the memor-
andum reads, ‘‘the last day upon which
a report for service or claim for exemp-
tion can be made is Saturday, November
10, In order to meet the possible disin-
clination some men may feel to sign a
form of application for exemption and to
afford such men an opportunity of ap-
pearing in person before & tribunail to
prefer the claim, tribunals are required
by the proclamation to open their sit-
tings on Thursday, November 8. . On
that day and on the two following days
of the week, they will receive oral claims
for exemption from men to whom the
proclamation applies on their behalf
from their employers, business asso-
ciates, or near relatives, and few, if any
cases will be referred to them by regis-
trars for disposition on each of these
days.

Tribunals Warned.

“Ag the act forbids more than one
application for exemption by or at the
instance of any man, tribunals will sat-
isfy themselves that applicants who ap-
pear on these days in person to make
application have not aiready done 3o,
either through the postoffice or before
another tribunall

{Where in the case of applications
made in person, the tribunal has satis«
fled itself that the applicant has made
no previous application, it will first ob-
tain from the applicant the information
called for on the form of claim for ex-
emption. The applicant may be asked
to gign the form, but it Is quite unim-
portant whether it is signed or not. It
should, however, be dated and initiated
by both members of the tribunal.”

The memorandum adds that {f the
number of personal applications is few
the claims can be dealt with immedlate=
ly. If the number is large, however,
it may be necessary for tribunals - to
confine themseives on November 8, 9
and 10 to receiving claims and obtain-
ing the necedsary particulars. Actual
disposition of the claims would be post-
poned untll cases agsigned by the regis-
trar have heen disposed of.-

Emphasis is l1aid here on the fact that]
the tribunals are judicial bodles, and
that any attempt to use undue influence
imposes liabflity to a heavy penalty.
