meeting of the landlords and tenants 
held last night in the city council cham­
bers to discuss the rent profiteering 
question the following resolution was 
passed after a two-hour discussion:

“That this meeting of citizens of the 
city of London, having heard the report 
of the high cost of living committee 
in respect to increased rentals in the 
city, since and after the war, find that 
whilst profiteering is not -universal, a 
great many cases have been found of 
that nature.

“Therefore we welcome the bill 
promised by the U. F. O. Government to 
create a fair rent court to fix an 
equitable rent between tenant and 
owner, and tenant and sub-tenant. We 
suggest as the basis of such a rent 
12 per cent on the present normal value 
of the property assessed, such assess­
ment to be based on actual and not 
speculative values. We further suggest 
that penalties should be imposed on any 
person withholding property from use 
for speculative purposes.

"This meeting requests the city coun­
cil to send a deputation to Toronto to 
interview Hon. W. E. Raney on these 
matters, and that the city council take 
a census of houses not in use so as to 
guide the Government in dealing with 
this matter."
