Mr. Alexandre Cyr (Parliamnentary Secretary to Minister
of Public Works): I. The limited architectural competitions
and the related expenditures undertaken on the National
Gallery cannot be classified as feasibility studies. Planning
studies have been performed on the Wellington West planning
precinct jointly between Public Works and the National Capi-
tal Commission. However, these were undertaken prior to the
decision to locate the National Gallery on the presently pro-
posed site and at the time were not directîy concerned with the
National Gallery. Studies connected with the suitability of the
site for the National Gallery were done within Public Works
and the National Capital Commission, and therefore no sig-
nificant costs were incurred.
