During the progress 
of the meeting Sechoff made an impas­
sioned speech in which he declared that 
he could not support the infamy involved 
m the charge that the organization had 
been in league with the government nor 
the obloquy heaped upon himself, as both 
he and the organization were innocent. 
Sechoff then called upon Father .Gapon 
to declare in tbe presence of bit, fellows 
whether he (Sechoff) had received a cent 
from the government. Father Gapon 
arose and exonerated Sechoff, whereupon 
the latter said: “I wll now give yx>u su­
preme proof of my honesty,” and drawing 
a revolver he blew out bis brains.
