WELLINGION.

The Worshipful the Mayor of Liverpool.

Speaking of the deplorable event which thus marred
the bright anticipations of the day, the Liverposl Mer-
cury snys :—'* The wnneuncement of the awful and
melunchioly event, diffused through the town a feeling
of deep nnd general sorrow. such as we have seldom or
naver seen surpassed on the demise of any individual
in public life. Without the formality of any official in-
timation, the shutters of the shops throughout the town,
and also those of the public rooms, were simultaneously
half elosed, the colors of the vessels in the docks, on the
churches and public buildings, and on several private
ones, and the royal standard at the town hail, were
hioisted at half mast high, and every other demoustra-
tion of respect for the memory of the deceased, was
manifested by persons of every class.”” The same pa-
