Finally the British infantry in the rear, 

seeing the tank in distress, refused to 
wait on any general’s orders that they 
should remain at the objective which 
they had gained. They were out to 
save that impounded tank and with a 
cheer they rushed the Germans and 
overwhelmed them. When the crew 
heard the laughing and shouting in Eng­
lish they opened the door and called out 
“we are all right if you will only get us 
some more juice so that the old girl can 
have a guzzle of her proper drink and we 
can take the road again.”

So the infantry formed a line in front 
of the tank, determined to defend her 
to the last man while a runner was hur­
ried back for a can of gasoline. The 
gasoline arrived safely and the beast, 
having taken a swallow, ambled hack 
into reserve amidst wild cheers. Ac­
cording to the commander it left behind 
250 dead Germans.

The French have been throating out forcefully east from Raacourt 
Into the St. Pierre Vaast wood at which point and at Bowohasesne* to the 
sooth, they are almost in a direct line north of Peronne against which the 
speedy developments of their enveloping movement is now to be expected.

Meanwhile activity has been resumed at Verdun, the Germans again 
east of the Mease.

The Russians have resumed their violent attacks in southern Vblhynia and 
Galicia, but report a stubborn defense by thé Austro-German armies which 
see declared to be delaying the Russian advance by repeatedly counter at­
tacking.
