The official announcement from London that British flotillas have been en­

gaged with the enemy is evidence that there has been a naval fight in the 
North Sea. No knowledge as to the outcome is at hand. Immediately upon 
the outbreak of hostilities, the British fleet or at least a considerable portion of 
it, supposedly took up positions on theeastern side of the North Sea by which 
the German warships were held in check in order to be close to their naval 
base at Wilhelmshafen, the mouth of the Elbe, and elsewhere on **• 
coast of Germany. This plan has been maintained since early in August. It 
has from time to time been penetrated by German submarines, but — far as 
is known, the instances when German cruisers or battleships have broken the 
British line and emerged into the North Sea, have been few and far between.

London, Dec. 16—The "Daily News publishes the following dated "On the 
Dutch frontier, Sunday, December 13.”:

"I am told that a German officer said recently: ‘When we have evacuated 
Zeebrugge, but not until then, you may know that the invasion of England, 
has been abandoned.’

"A neutral who has been living for some time at Heyst and has had op­
portunities of gossiping with marines from the Zeebrugge garrison, tells me 
that one of the chief functions of the place in the German plan of campaign is 
to serve as a submarine base for the destruction of transports which in early 
spring, are expected to be streaming across the channel with reinforcements 
for the British army in France."

The town has a large span, an interest Ing aquarium, a museum and a fine drive 
and promenade pier. The permanent population is more than 40,000.

Hartlepool is a seaport and municipal borough of England, in the southeast 
portion of Durham county. It is about forty miles northwest of Scarborough on 
a promontory that extends into the Nor tli Sea. Its population Is about 25,000.

Adjoining Hartlepool is West Hartlepool, a city of more than 65,000 inhab­
