London. Oct. 8—The Daily News and
Leader this morning give prominence to

“Signs have not been wanting recently
9f increasing uneasiness in financial circles
in regard to the immediate future of Can-
ada. No one questions the great destiny
which the dominion will ultimately fulfl,
with- its - enormous area of fertile land
and immense natural resources, but‘Rome
was not built in a day, and Canadians,
with their boundless energy and self-con-
fidence, have not laid the meaning of that
proverb sufficiently to heart.

“They are in too great a hurry. to real-
ize their quite laudable ambition; they
want to bridge the next decade or two in
as many of their brief geasons. The na-
tural consequences is that they seem to be
outrunning the constable and have bor-
rowed more than they can conveniently
pay for.

“In the seven years ending with 1911,
Canadian issues in London, public and
private, amounted . $860,000,000. Last
year the aggregate was about $225,000,000
and for the first gix monthe of the cur-
rent year, nearly $110,000,000.

A determined effort is to be made by
the city commissioners and the board of
trade to have the harbor of East St. John
greatly enlarged by having the location
of ‘the breakwater in Courtenay Bay
changed from the north of Little River
to Red Head. The position nearer the
mouth of the bay would almost double
the capacity of the harbor and would add
greatly to the value of the work being
rarried on there. There has been no doubt
gbout the greater value of the Red Head!
site but various engineefing problems
were said to effect the possibility of ‘its
adoption and this was the cause of the
work being commenced on the present
gite.
