The Buzzard,one of a new t\pe of bnt-
ish gunboats, has been visiting New
York, and has excited a good deal of in-
terest among American naval men. The
Buzzard is only a small craft, but her
armament is powerful and her speed is :
15 knots. The main battery of the Buz-
zard consists of eight five-inches breech-
loading rifles, placed four in the waist, ]
(two on a side,) one on each bow, and one !
on each quarter. The secondary battery !
is made up of Nordenfelts and Gardiners
six guns being in position about the rails |
and two Nordenfelts ready for mounting
in the cabin for fire through the after |
ports, the mountings being in place. |
The two Nordenfelts for the cabin, in- |
stead of being kept mounted, arc secured '
and covered over on deck. All the guns |
on the main battery have protective \
steel shields, the guns and shields being
operated on a central privot. The work-
