MAY ABANDON THE
INCINERATION IDEA

Cost of Plant, it is Felt, Would
Be Altogether Too
High.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

A matter that is at present engag-
ing the attention of the city council
{s. whether the erection of an incin-
erator plant is to be proceeded with.
At the time of the municipal elections
$54,000 was voted for the purpose, but
3t is now found that the whole scheme,
which was fathered by ex-Mayor Mor-
ley, was not properly- worked out ‘and
the first cost as well ‘as the cost of
operation will be much greater than
jt was represented to the people it
would be. It is, therefore quite likely
that the dumping of the sewerage into
the sea will continue.

For example, the amount of the by-
law will not provide for the cost of the
plant alone, for the bonds will neces-
sarily have to be sold at a discount
and will not bring, in the present con-
dition of the money market, more than
about $47,000. A further issue of bonds
would, therefore,. be necessary if the
erection of the plant were to be pro-
ceeded with. It was also intended ‘to
use the property the city owns on
Telegraph street as a site for the in-
cinerator but riow it is found that the
property is altogether too small and
more land would have to be bought,
thus still further increasing the cost.
Then, too, the- cost of operating was
put ‘down” 4t 43 cents per- ton, outside
of provision - for interest and.sinking
fund, but now it is._found that the
total cost per ton of destroying gar-
bage in the incinerator, including in-
terest and sinking fund, will be 80
cents per ton.

These figures are so much higher
than would be the cost by continuing
the present method of d\lsposlng of
garbage by dumping it into .the sea
that it is most unlikely that an in-
cinerator will be installed just now,
at least. At the present time, even
with the primitive system in use, the
cost of disposal of garbage by dump-
ing it into the sea is only about 22
cents a ton and even this figure can
be reduced, it is contended, by the in-
troduction of more up-to-date meth-
ods. The total cost of a plant for dis-
posing of garbage by dumping it into
the sea, including a tug, would. be only
a comparatively small fraction of the
cost of an incinerator plant, probably
less than a third, and then there would
also be a large saving annually in the
cost of operation. At the present time
it is costing about $300 per menth to
dump the garbage into the sea, while in
. 1896 and the years previous when all
the garbage was dumped into the sea
the cost was only $5,000, although there
was then more to be disposed of, it is
gaid, than now, for all night soil, which
now goes through the sewers, had to be
. 80 treated. On the score of cost there-
fore, it is sald the council is likely to
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abandon the incinerator idea, the plan
of dumping into the 'sea being quite
as safe from a health standpoint, it is
contended.

Even after the people had voted the
$54,000 for the installation of an in-
cinerator it was found that the city
had little, if any, knowledge concern-
ing the working of such a plant and,
on Mayor Hall's suggestion, City En-
gineer Topp, City Electrician Hutchi-
son and Ald. Henderson went to Van-
couver to investigate the' success of
the plant there. The report they pre-
sented furnished new light on the sub-
ject and since. then the matten has
hung fire, but will be taken up by the
council at an early date and definitely
settled.

In the event of the council decid-
ing to abandon the idea of an incin-
erator, the money can be devoted to
any other use if the ratepayers vote
for the change, but a new by-law ap-
proving this change, must be submit-
ted in the same way as an original
money by-law.

In this connection it is interesting to
note that at the time of the munici-
pal elections in 1890 the ratepayers
voted $10,000 for the installation ef a
crematory, but the idea was later
abandoned and the money devoted, by
vote of the ratepayers, to the installa-
tion of the city lighting station.

DETAINED HINDUS
ARE SET FREE

DECISION GIVEN BY
MR. JUSTICE CLEMENT

“Governor General in Council

: Cannot Delegate Power in
Immigration Matters.”

Vancouver, March 24.—One hun-
dred and forty-six Hindus will be set
free in Vancouver this afternoon, fol-
lowing an order for habeas corpus
at noon given by Justice Clement of
the supreme court. Justice Clement
said: “The Governor General in
council cannot delegate his powers in
immigration matters to any official,
even though that official, as in this
case, be the Minister of the Interior.
The discretion as to what immi-
grants shall be admitted or refused
admission must be exercised solely by
the Governor General in council, as
I read the act.”

D. G. Macdonell, K. C. for the
Dominion government, could not get
beyond the first point in the case,
dealing with the validity of the order.
It was therefore unnecessary to hear
counsel who appeared for the Hin-
dus.

Mr. Macdonell is now in commu-
nication with the Minister of the In-
terior whether or not there shall be

an appeal.

Immediately the decision of the
court was announced Immigration
Officer Dr. Monroe instructed his

waiting subordinate to release all de-
tained Hindus.

DEATH OF JAPANESE BANKER.

Tokio, March 25.—Baron Yanosuke
Iwaski died this morning. Baron Yan-
osuke Iwaski was born in 1851 at
Tosa. He was appointed governor of
the Bank of Japan in 1898 and held
this post for one year. He was in-
terested in numerous banking and in-
dustrial enterprises and was created a
baron in 1900. In 1902 the baron made
a tour around the world, spending sev-
eral days in New York in September
of that year.

PRINCE OF WALES  TOUR.

London, March 25.—The Prince and
Princess of Wales left here to-day for
Cologne. where the Prince, during the
course of his visit, will inspect tha2
Prussian Huzzar regiment of which he
is honorary colonel. After leaving
Cologne the Prince and Princess will
pay a visit to Darmstadt and Paris.

BAN ON MIXED MARRIAGES,

Hamilton, Ont.,, March 25.—The new
regulations regarding marriages as ex-
plained by Bishop Dowling do not place
a ban on mixed marriages excepting
when they are performed by someone
other than a priest. Marriages per-
formed by magistrates and justices of
the peace will not be recognized after
the present Lenten season.

D. W. STEVENS’ CONDITION.

San Francisco, Cal, Mareh 25.—The
cendition of D. 'W. Stevens, advisor to
the Korean council of state, who waus
shot on Monday by I. W. Chang, a
Korean, remained practically un-
changed this morning. His tempera-
ture shows a slight increase but other-
wige the symptoms are favorable.

0BSTRUCTS ADVANCE
OF MANCHURIA

British Merchants Protest to
Government Against Jap-
anese Attitude

Fekin, March 24—The British mer-
chants of Tien Tsin and Neu Chwang
have forwarded protests to the British
government concerning the course pur-
sugd by Japan with regard to the Tsin
Mintun Fakumen railroad.

DESIRES PEACE
WITH BRITAIN

VON BUELOW SPEAKS
OF KAISER’S LETTER
Says Navy is Purely Defensive
and Deprecates Aggressive
Intentions.

Berlin, March 24—Speaking in the
Reichstag to-day Chancellor Von Bue-
low declared he regretted his inability
to give out the contents of Emperor
William’s letter to Lord Tweedmouth,
first lord of the British Admiralty
which had created such a stir in Eng-
land. He said this communication was
purely private and the assertion that
it was an attempt to influence the na-
val policy of Great Britain was abso-
lutely without foundation.

“The purely defensive character of
our naval programme in the face of the
attempts to impute to us aggressive in-
tentions and .plans toward Great Brit-
ain, cannot be repeated too o6ften or too
sharply,” the Prince declared. “We de-
sire to live at peace and in quiet with
Great Britain, and we therefore feel it
that some British publicists should con-
tinue to talk of the German danger,
especially when Great Britain has al-
ways had a fleet severa] times stronger
than ours, while other mnations also
have more powerful navies than we. It
would tend to the peace of both coun-
tries and the world if this controversy
came’'to an end. It is satisfactory Lo
know that the attempts made in Eng-
land to create a false impression re-
garding this communication have fal-
len through.”

NEW WESTMINSTER
VERGING ‘ON BOOM

New Industries ~ Projected—
Large Sum Wanted for
Public Works.

New Westminster, March 24—Two
new industries and & new telephone
system for this city were important
matters discussed by the aldermen at
the council meeting last night.

The principal industry spoken of
last night will be started by a large
company which also operates many
large ocean vessels, but the exact na-
ture of the company’s operations were
not divuiged by Ald, Fader, who in-
formed the aldermen that the com-
pany had- been seeking a location in
British Columbia, and had decided up-
on New Westminster for its ‘head-
quarters. Ald. Fader stated that the
full particulars in regard to the com-
pany could not be given yet. The
other industry secured for the town
is a new fruit cannery which will be
erected by a- Bellingham company, the
council deciding at last might’s meet-
ing to give the company a site on the
waterfront at a reasonable figure.

Ald. Fader informed the council that
he had been approached by an Am-
erican company which, desired to in-
stal an up-to-date telephone system in
the city and that representatives of the
company would be glad to meet the
council if the members were interest-
ed. A motion authorizing Ald, Fader to
arrange a conference between the
council and the company’s representa-
tives was passed unanimously.,

Ald. Fader’s famous report asking
for a fund of $32,500 for the purpose
of ridding the.city of the women of
the restricted district who were now
scattered over the town was withdrawn
by himself, as he stated that it had
proved unpopular. He had given the
chief of police instructions to do the
best he could in driving the women
out of the city with the force at his
disposal, and to avoid any chance of
involving the city in a lawsuit. The
council consented to the withdrawal
of the report without comment -from
any of the other members,

The money by-laws, which provide
for the raising of. $175,000 for various
public works were read a first time and
will be taken up in detail at the next
meeting.

POUND BY-LAW PASSED
IN NORTH SAANICH

Legislation to Regulate Sale of
Liguor Will Be Intro-
duced.

Sidney, March 24.—The first business
' of the Municipal Council . of ‘North
Saanich yesterday after the minutes of
the previous meeting were adopted was
the appointment of an engineer, W. S.
Waters, €. E.; wil]l secure the position.

A petition was presented from J, T.
Harrison, S. Sandover, Mark Hewitt
and 49 others praying that the council
before passing the Pound by-law pro-
hibiting all cattle, etc., from running

the electorst Upon motion of Council-
lors Herber and McDonald this was re-
ceived and filed.

The Pound Amendment by-law was
then taken up for final consideration
and adoption. Councillors Julius and
Henry Brethour attempted to insert an
amendment bringing the by-law into
force on the first day of November
next. This was lost, Reeve . Sangster
and Councillors Herber and McDonald
voting against the amendment.

Councillors Herber and McDonald
then moved that the reeve withhold his
signature to the by-law until the first
day of June next. The two opponents
of the by-law then submitted an
amendment which would have had the
effect if accepted of submitting the
question to the electors for their de-
cision. The amendment was lost and
the motion carried.

The assessor returned the assessment
roll, which shows the assessed value of

land to be $430,000. The report was re-
ceived and the holding of the court of
revision was set for the 1ith day of
May at 1 o’clock p. m. at the court
house, ‘Sidney.

When the Revenue Tax by-law was
taken up for consideration, Councillor
Herber moved that the rate of taxation
be fixed at three mills for school pur-
poses and four mills for all other pur-
poses. There was no seconder to this
but the reeve intimated that he favored
the motion. The by-law was then fin-
ally passed and the rate will be the
same as last year—eight mills for all
purposes,

Councillor Herber with the assistance
of the reeve pleaded to fix the amount
of expediture for all purposes at $3,000.
The remainder of the council could see
no reason for confining themselves to
any amount within the revenue.

Leave was granted upon motion of
Councillors McDonald and Herber to
introduce a by-law tc regulate saloons.
It is understood that the by-law will
be practically the same as Councillor
McDonald attempted to pass iast year
and Councillor Herber so strenuously
opposed and similar to the*one being
passed by the South Saanich munici-
pality.

The meeting then adjourned.

CENTRALIZATION IN
TRUST POWER CONTROL

Senator Séys Peirpont and
Rockefeller Now Rule
the Roost.

Washington. March 25.—Senator La
Follette yesterday delivered in the
senate his third and concluding instal-
ment of his speech on the Aldrich cur-
rency bill

Mr. La Follette declared that his
statement that the industries of the
United States were controlled by less
than 100 men was too conservative,
and that in fact a much smaller num-
ber of men control the industries.

Along with this enormous increase
in trust power has gcne a steady pro-
cess of centralization in the control of
that power until now the entire situa-
tion is dominated by the Standard Oil-
Morgan combination. He declared:
“The old fights between these two great
powers have been laid aside. Mr. Mor-
gan’s picture adorns the walls of the
inner rooms of Rockefeller’s, 26 Broad-
way. In combination to-day they are
working together to get their hands
on the smaller powers. Mr. Hill has
been taught that he must not oppose
the big ones. Standard Oil got in on
the Great Northern ore deal. The
Gould interests are being swallowed
up by the combine. Morse and Heinze
were neatly pocketed during the re-
cent panic. The smelter’ trust was
given a drubbing and started in the
same direction. . The Vanderbilts can
no longer retain their important con-
trol, and .themselves see the handwrit-
ing on the wall.

Mr. La Follette read several lists of
eminent financiers to whom he accord-
ed various degrees of power in the
control of the industries. He named
as the next to Morgan and the Rock-
efellers a group of 14 men who he said
were bold operators and men of large
powers and interests in their own
rights. ‘“These men,” he said, “have
found their best interest in working
i harmony with Morgan and the
Standard OiL”

No combination which they could
form among themselves or with others
could cope with the power, he declared.
In this list of fourteen men he placed
W. K. Vanderbilt, August Belmont,
Henry C. Frick, J. Ogden Armour,

George J. Gould, Jacob Schiff, E.
at large, submit the samec to a vote of | 4 : 3

Harriman, Thos. F. Ryan, Louis F.
Swift, John Jacob Astor, Jas. Speyer,
J. J. Hill and W, H. Moore. In the
distance were the stars of lesser magni-
tude, but men of wealth and power,
who are working with the combine and
a few of the higher rank of attorneys
and bank presidents of the system,
Mr. La Follette argued that the Ald-
rich bill would serve to strengthen the
great money power of Wall street. He
criticized the failure of the committee
on finance in not keeping bank re-
serves in the vaults of the banks
throughout the country. Mr. La Fol-
lette concluded his speech with a strong
appeal to the “‘progressive -men” in the
senate to stamd together and beat the
bill, He spoke of the activities of the
president and Mr. Bryan in combat-
ing wrongdoing among high financiers
and said: ‘“They are believed in by the
people because they are fighting to
preserve the principle that the nation
should be governed by the people.”

C0AL OUTPU
IN DOMINION

LAST YEAR SHOWED
INCREASED PRODUCTION

The Record in Cement for Can-
ada and in Petro-
leum.

Each of the coal mining provinces of
Canada contributed an increased out-
put to the coal production in Canada
in 1907, according to the preliminary re-
port for the year 1907, issued by the de-
partment of mines of Canada. The to-
tal sales and shipments of coal, includ-
ing colliery consumption and coal used
in making coke, were 10,510.961 short
tons, an increase of more than 7 per
cent. as compared with 1906. Of the to-
tal, Nova Scotia contributed over 60 per
cent.; Saskatchewan and Alberta, over
16 per cent., and British Columbia over
23 per cent. Alberta shows the largest
proportional increase, viz., 23 per cent.,
and British Columbia next, with an in-
crease of 13 per cent.

The production by provinces was ap-
proximately as follows, the figures, of
course, bheing still subject to correc-

The total production of coke in 1907
was approximately 842,004 short tons,
valued at $3,485.533. This is made in
ovens in Nova-Scotia, Alberta and Brit-
ish Columbia. At the end of the year
there were in Nova Scotia about 654
ovens in operation and 173 idle, and in
Alberta_and British Columbia, on the
same date, 850 in operation and 582 idle.

Petroleum and Natural Gas.

The production of petroleum is as
usual practically all derived from the
Ontario peninsula. Direct returns from
the producers have not been obtained,
but the production has been estimated
on the basis of the bounty of 1% cents
per gallon paid by the Dominion gov-
ernment.

The total bounty paid in 1907 was
$414,157.89, representing a production of
788,872 barrels, compared with a bounty
of $299,120.36 in 1906, representing a pro-
duction of 569,753 barrels. An increased
production in 197 of over 38 per cent.
is, therefore, shown.

Natural gas was produced and sold in
Quebec province in the wvicinity of
Louisville; in the Niagara peninsula
and southern portion of the province of
Ontario, and at Medicine Hat, Alberta,
the sales from the Ontario fields consti-
tuting over 91 per cent. of the total.

The total receipts from gas sold in
1907 show an increase of about 31 per
cent. over the receipts in 1906, and are
now larger than at any time since the
gas was first used. About 440 wells
were producing gas in 1907, of which 114
were bored during the year.

Portland Cement.

Complete statistics have not yet been
received, two companies having not yet
been heard from. The figures given be-
low for 1907 are, therefore, subject to
this correction, and when complete re-
turns are received, will be increased by
an amount probably not exceeding 4 or
& per cent.

The total quantity of cement made in
the fifteen plants from which returns
were received, was 2,413,513 barrels, as
compared with a total of 2,152,562 bar-
rels made in 1908, showing an increase
of 260,951 barrels or over 12 per cent.
The total sales were 2,368,593 barrels, as
compared with 2,119,764 barrels in 19086,
increase of 248,829 barrels or over 11 per
cent. The total daily capacity of the
fifteen companies making returns was
about 12,400 barrels, the other two com-
panies having a daily capacity of 1,900
barrels, making a total capacity of 14.-
200 barrels per day. These companies
are distributed as follows: One in
Nova Scotia, one in Quebec, thirteen in
Ontario, one in Alberta, and one in
British Columbia. At least six other
plants were in course of construction
with a total proposed daily capacity of
from 10,000 to 12,000 barrels.

Of the seventeen producing compan-
ies, twelve use mar] and clay, four use
limestone and clay, and one .uses blast
furnace slag. One other company, now in
liquidation but with completed plant,
made cement from marl. Of the six
plants being erected, four at least pro-
pose to use limestone.

OBJECTIONABLE T0
EMPEROR WILLIAM

HIS REFUSAL TO RECEIVE
DR. HILLS AT BERLIN

Kaiser’s Reason for Barring
U. S. Selection is Not
‘Known.

Berlin, March 25.—The German gov-
ernment has informed President Roose-
velt that Dr. David Jayne Hill, at pres-
ent United States minister at The
Hague, is not acceptable to it as am-
bassador - at Berlin. Charlemagne
Tower, the present ambassador, de-
clines to-day to confirm or deny this
statement. He confined himself to say-
ing that any question as to the ac-
tion of the German government maust
be directed to the state department at
‘Washington.

From other sources it was learned
that the-ground upon which the gov-
ernment declines to receive Dr, Hill
are in general that he is not repre-
sentative enough. The German for-
eign office made inquiries at The
Hague and these brought the report
that Dr. Hill ‘had ‘not created much of
a position for himself at the Nether-
lands court. It appears also that some
German officials who have- met Dr.
Hill have made: representations at the
court here adverse to him.. It doesn't
appear that any of Dr. Hill's opinions
or writings are objectionable to Ger-
man feelings, but it would seem that
he was considered as not suited to
this post.

Emperor Objects.

Washington, D, C., March 25.—The
cbjection to Dr. Hill is purely a per-
sonal one of the Emperor William. The
Emperor's objection is connected with
the visit to America several years ago
of his brother, Prince Henry, the rank-
ing admiral of the German mnavy. Dr.
Hill, at the time, was first assistant
secretary of state and necessarily was
brought into official contact with the
distinguished foreign visitors. = Just
what he did or not do to give offence
is not known here.

As the German foreign office cordial-
ly responded some time ago to the
usual caufious overtures from the
state department here as to Dr. Hill's
availability, to-day’s decision has come
as . a complete surprise to official
Washington. It is. nevertheless, final
as far as Dr. Hill is concerned, for the
etiquette that governs international re-
Jations does not permit of any ques-
ticns of the right of a sovereign to in-
terpose an objection to the reception of
any ambassador.

Invitations of foreign countries, so
far accepted after the fleet leaves San
Francisco, include Australia, Japan and
China. All other stops will be strictly
for coaling purposes.
