Western Canada in Better Po-
sition Than Ever .
Before.

The annual meeting of the Winnipeg
Board ‘of Trade usually protjuces im-
portant doclardtions ragarding’ the pro-
gress and development of the west, and
this year's gathering was no-excep-
tion, says & Winnipcg dispatch. The
address of the president, H. M.
Peloher, Wis largely devoted to a eon-
sidersdion of uestions affecting the
prairie country which had arisén dur-
ing tiie pasi year, and it reflected the
optimism which seems to prevail
among - business men who have stud-
led the situation and outlook. Mr.
Belcher paid attention to'a number of
Joca] topics, statihg the position of the
Yoard with regard to fire insurance

" rates, freight  rates, = shippers’ griev-
ances, and one or two other matters.
He tiaen passed on to discuss subjects
of wider ‘nterost. With reference to
the movement of ‘hc cmps, he said:
wp' sadigfactory feature, about last
year's crop Wwas the . way it was
handled by the railways. While there
iwere & good many complaints of car
shortagoe, and some evidence of un-
fair dietribution of cars in certain dis-
tricts, nevettheless a creditable per-
centage of the grain marketed was
‘moved to the terminal elevators be-
fore the close of navigation. A factor
that largely contributed to this result
was the praotlcal completion of the
double tracking of the C. P. R. from
Winnipeg to Fort William, -which en-
abled that rallway alone to move cars
out of Winnipeg eastward at an aver-
agé of 560 cars a day, from October
15th to the close of navigation. For this
year's crop the railway conditions will
be even more favorable for the C.
P. R. will have their double track
to .Fort William fully completed, the
C. N. R. will have some ;200 mﬂes of
their road from “Winnipeg to Port Ar-
thur Jaig . with ' 80-pound. steel rails,
and, in addition, the G. T. P. expect to
have their road from Winnipeg  to.
“Port Arthur in operation and carrying
out their share of this year's Crop.

" These ' additional facilities should in-
sure the prompt moyement of _this
year's" crop, but I am sure you . will

\ ai1 join me in the wish that the har-
vest may prove so bountiful that these
exira resources of the railways may be
taxed to the utmost.”

Two cajstaway French fishermen,
DRobert Lojuis and Guillaume Troquer,
havs arrivi’d at North Sydney. They
were membiers: of the crew of the
French fishing schooner “36 F. Q.”
which w:s on the fishing grdunds in
North Biiy. The men tcl] a story of
hardship and suffering whigh is seldom
met with,! Their’ emaciated condition
on arrival. tells of suffering from hun-
ger and tlhirst. While hauling trawls
in the ncgth bay off Cape North, a
heavy fopg settled all around them.
Their wotk done, they attempted to
reach the. vessel, but the heavy fog
and the inwxreasing wind soon confused
them, and| after' hours of vain effort
to find thc ﬂr vessel they realized their
plight.

All that ‘day and for five days and

nights foll bwing they rowed helpless-
ly/ about pn the tossing Atlantic, the
heavy wipad continudrg, and in thelr
small cra)Nt they mementarily await-
ed 'the enfd. The only food they had
was a small quantity of mouldy bis-
cwit' and a dish of water, which was
miade to last as long as possible. In
tuitn the/ castaways kept lonely vigil
angd prayed that some passing craft
wotlld save them, but in vain .
011 the evening of the fifth day when
abort giving up the struggle they
discotvered ‘a light, and, rowing, they
made  a landing at Cape Dauphin, on
the ncirth Clape Breton shore. The light
proved to ‘be from the residence of
Daniel - MdLennan. Weak from expo-
sure ahd -hunger, they managed _to
reach the house, and, even though they
could speafk no English, their condition
and suffering, were only too apparent,
and -’ they were well taken care of. A
few days-after, when they had regained
strength, they rowed around in their
dory to:North Sydney, and through
French Consui -Gillies, were placed in
a boarding -hpuse.

The officials of that
country - are- going to ‘the root of the
matter by preventing the sowing of the
poppy from which the opium is man-
ufactured. The fields that have been
sown are being plowed up and the of-
ficials are seeing that this is done. The
following report comes from Ying-
Chow-Fu:

“The last six weeks have seen a tre-
mendous slaughter - in the sowing of
opium made in some parts of this pre-
fecture last autumn. As’ the time ap-
proached for the sowing of giant millet,
the last spring sown crop that could
occupy the land, the officials of the
prefecture made their first decisive and
successful- effort, going out personally
on tours of inspection. The result was
that in some localities people worked
by lantern light to get their opium
crops plawed up. One man-in the Tai-
ho sub-prefecture -who had sown sixty
mow, - and who. had- boasted that he
Would not plow it up, got his wish; or
rather, the contrary to his wish; for
the T’ai-ho. Hsien came out and saw
that it .was plowed up.

ELKINS IN FAVOR
OF HIGH PROTECTION

Declares Duties ‘on ‘Petroleum
and Coal Must Be
Maintained,

Washington, D. C., June 3.—In the
senate . yesterday aenator Elkins *_de-
clared that to tear down the protectlve
wall around the coal and ‘petroleum in-
dustries would wreck .the future of
West Virginia 'scareely less than it
would impair the mining interests of
the whole country. He made a long
speech on the subject and quoted col-
umns of figures and numerous illustra-
tions. He said:

“If we are going to‘open-our markets
for coal, oil and lumber -to - Canada,
Mexico and the countries of Europe,
why not open them to farm products
and allow Canada to_supply them on
the north, and Mexico supply lumber,
cattle, oil, etc.,, on the south, on the
theory that it is best to prolong the
life of these industries by letting for-
eigners share our markets or drive our
people out of them so that these pra-
ducts may be conserved?”

Senator Lafollette declared that the
fundamental = principles of proteetion
had been abandoned in the ‘Aldrich .bill
and that it was framed to insure xarge
profits for a few industries.
