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RUSSIA’S FIRST PARLIAMENT.
e R

With the work of the peace ednfer-
ence: over the attention of the world
will again be drawn to- the internal af-
fairs of Russia, where the centye of in-
terest for the next few months will be
election of Russia’s first representative
assembly, provided for by the Czar’s
rescript of August 19. What the effect
of the first concession of the autocracy

Witlle the new assembly—the Gore-
oudarstvennaia Duma, or State €oun-
cil will be merely a consulting body, the

| Czar not coneeding any of his auto-

cratic power, there are provisions in
the document setting forth the ergan~

| ization and powers of the Duma which

will make a constitution possible. The
bedy, declares the rescript, ts establish-
ed for the preliminary diseussion and
study of legisiative propositions “which,
according to the fundamental Iaws.
will be submitted to the supreme auto-
cratic authority by tke Council of the
Empire.” Members of the Duma, which
will represent all Russia, are to be
elected for five years, although the Em-
peror may dissolve the body at any
time and order mnew elections. The ex-
penses are to be defrayed from the im-
perial treasury. The president and
vice-preesident are to be elected annual-
ly fromz among the members, who will
enjoy absolute freedom in expressing
their opinion on matters “within the
competence of the Duma.” As to the
authority or competence of this body,
the rescript says:

“The competence of the Duma shall
extend (a) $o all questions relating to
new laws and the modification of ex-
isting laws; also to making or altering

appointments to the stafts of the min-
isters and to the expenditure thereby

involved; (b) to departmental, minis-
terial and national budgets, and to oth-
er expenditures not provided for there-
in; (¢) to the financial report of the
comptroller of the empire; (d) to the
expropriation of any portion of the
revenue or property of the state; (e)
to the construction of railways by the
state; (f) to matters submitted to the
Duma by imperial decree.”

Among the powers of the new body,
which will meet some time in the month
of January, 1906, are: (1) jurisdiction
in the matter of taxes in provinces
where there are no zemstvos;, (2) ini-

tiative In the repealing or medification
of old laws and the adoption of new
laws (no power, however, to touch the
fundamental law of administration);
and (3) the right to interpellate minis-
ters and chiefs of departments and call
their attention to infractions of exist-
ing laws. Meuures’ passed by the Du-
‘ma go to the Council of the Empire,
and the combined conclusions are sub-
mitted to the Emperor, whose decision
is final, :

Elections for representatives are to
be held In only twenty-six towns, which
are named. In all others, and in the
provinces and territories, election is to
be brought about by an electoral col-
lege, members of which will be chosen
by the landowners, city electors, and
delegates of the peasants. The last will
have the right to choose two delegates
from each canton. The voting qualifi-
cation iz based on a property holding,
and the only persons barred are women,
men under twenty-five, soldiers and
sailors in active service, officials exer-
cising their funetions, and persons not
acquainted with the Russian language.
“Special measures” are to be applied
in the cases of Finland and Poland.

Another proof of the success of muni-
cipal ownership, intelligently and hon-
estly applied, comes from Kingston,
Ontario. Eleven months ago the civic
corporation took over the plant of the
company which had been providing
light for the city. Since then the reve-
nue from the sale of gas has been $31,-
546, and from electricity $31,240, with a
net profit over operating expenses, in-
terest, taxes and insurance of $11,192.
This showing is made despite a reduc-
tion in the price of electricity from 14
to 12 cents, and of gas from $2 to $1.50
a thousand. It is also noted that dur-

SERMONS ON THE LABOR PROBLEM.

This means that wealth {s not the
standard by which men are to be
judged. In conclusion the speaker said
that he wished he could get the labor-
ing people of this city to accept His
leadership.

The evils resulting from labor dis-
content was the subject of the Rev. W.
S. Pritchard’s sermon in the Congre-
gational church last night. The text
chosen was Numbers xxi:4-b. “The
soul of the people was much discour-
aged because of the way, and the peo-
ple spake against God and against
Moses.”

The reverend gentleman dwelt upon
this discontent which existed among
both capitalists. and laborers. He
made three suggestions. Both sides
| need to have a faith in God’s wisdom
| and God’'s ruling power; again when
| discontented let us do all in our power
| to improve our own conditions; and
| 1astly, let us have falth in an over-
ruling God.
