“workingman.”

Mr. Brown prooeeded to the East
Fwenty-second etreet police station
and applied for lodging. He was dl-
rected to No. 432 Bast Twenty-Fifth
St., the new municipal loéging house.
He had just eaten at the Waldorf, but
gimulated hunger on his arrival at
the lodging house, and received a ra-
tion of bread and coffee.

“I only mibbled at it,” sald Mr.
Brown yesterday, but I found out
what I was after.”

Mr. Brown was required to undress
and all his garments were placed in &
net bag, to go to the fumigation room.
fThen he was told he must bathe. As
he entered the bath room a man “with
a pail and a paddle,” as he described
him, met him at the entrance and
showered him with germicide.

A pair of socks, a clean night gown
and a clean towel were next provided, -
and Mr. Brown was directed to a clean
bed with snowy white linen and a hair
gillow that - was comfortable.

CUTTER FLOATED AFTER
24 HOURS ON A REEF

Pulled Off Atter Her Bunkers Had Besn
Emptied — Believed to be
Serfously Damaged.

NEW YORK, Feb. 27.—After being
held high and dry on the top of Hog-
back reef in the east river for nearly
24 hours, the revenue cutter Mohawk
was floated at high tide today. With
pontoons lashed alongside of her hull,
the damaged vessel was taken in tow
to a dry dock where the injury to her
keel plates is to be repaired.

After the first effort to float the
steamer it was decided to lighten the
vessel by emptying her bunkers of
coal. This operation left the Mohawk
in a much more favorable position
when the tide rose than’it was when
the previous attempt to float her was
made. Navy tugs strained at her sternl
and she backed into deep water and
proceeded down the east river. Al
though the hawsers by which the cut-
ter was being towed parted just as she
had pulled free of the _jagged rocks,

OTTAWA, Feb. 28.—The customs col-
lections are responding: to the better-
ment in business throughout Canada.
For some time the collections have
been running behind the record of last
year. During February, however, col-
lections were not only equal, but a
little better than those of the previous

for the month being $4,113,647, which is
a betterment of $24,919.

“ TFor the eleven months of the fiscal
vear the collections totalled $42,630,700,
whiech is .$10,879,821 less than the cus-
toms returns for the same period the
year before.

Uncle Sam’'s Collections

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27.—The month-
ly statement of the collections of in-
ternal revenue show: the total receipts
for January were $18,399,651, which is a
loss, as compared with January 1908, of
$1,432,353.

REPORT ON WOOLLEN
TRADE IN ENGLAND

Result of Mr. Costello’s Investigation Pre-
sented to House of commns.

. e o

OTTAWA, Feb. 21.—~Hon. Wm, Pat-
erson, Minister of Customs, has tabled
in Parliament a report made by Thos.
Costello, of the Department of Cus-
toms, who was sent to England last
summer to make a report on the
woollen industry in the Mother Coun-
try.

The report, which was written at
Bradford, and dated October .20, ap-
parently applies only to the districts
of Bradford, Leeds and Huddersfield.
It is almost entirely a statement of the
wages paid to the various classes of
operatives in the woollen mills in those
districts. These figures cannot be com-
pared to Canadian conditions without
an expert knowledge of the wages paid
to operatives in Canadian mills. Men
engaged in wool scouring and dyeing
in the districts mentioned, receive an
average of five dollars and sixteen
cents a week, and in the rag depart-
ment the average wage of feeders of
machines °is $4.87. Under the
heading of scribbing and carding wo-
men and girls earn from $3.16 to $3.65
per week while men’ earn on an aver-
age $4.87 to $6.08; for spinners the
average for men is $6.08 to $7.39; for
boys $2.92 to $3.40 and for girls $2.43
to $2.68. 'The report makes it clear
that .wages are accepted by Yorkshire
operatives which would not be consid-
ered for a moment by similar opera-
tives on this continent.

The report shows that the amount of
labor .involved -in the production of
materials manufactured in -Yorkshire
varies from 25 to 33 per cent. accord-
ing to the material produced. Mr. Cos-
tello states that taking the eost of
production-as 84 16s 2d.:the labor cost
was only £1 13s &d.

The report states that in order tQ
make any fair comparison between the
cost of manufacturing in Canada and
in Great Britain it is necessary*to take
into account such items as wages more
expensive factory buildings owing to
the rigorous climate and the cost of
heating; to the nead for additional
buildings to provide for the necessity
of carrying larger stocks, owing to
Canada being far removed from the
base of supply and also because Cana-
dian mills are practically. compelled
by local market conditions to purchase
a year's supply of Canadian wools
after sheering ~to the higher rate of
interest cost of machinery and to the
more expensive motor power owing to
higher prices for fuel.

In conclusion Mr. Costello says:—
“Owing to Canadian mills having a
limited market they are compelled to
show a larger number of designs each
season and manufacture from com-
paratively short warps, which inter-
feres with production and increases
cost. Those specializations which are
so general in Yorkshire have any ad-
vantages in lowering the cost of pro-
duction and also enable manufactur-
ers in England to do a large vociume
of business on a comparatively small
capital which is not possible in Cana-
da.”
