Lord Dundonald Inspected the Horses and Cattle on Parade—The Main
Building is Splendidly Decorated and Is Full fo
Overﬂowlng With Exhibits.

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” FREDERICTON, Sept. 21.—The pro-
‘wincial exhibition was opened here this
gfternoon under the most favorable
muspices. The weather, though fine,
was not warm, and consequently . a
large crowd of nearly 8,000 people were
present to witness the opening exer-
cise. Promptly at three o'clock Lord
Dundonald accompanied by Capt. New=
ton, A. D. C, John A Campbell, M. P,
P., president of the exhibition assocl-
ation, and Hon. L. P. Farris, minister
of agriculturs, entered the grounds,
where they were met by, Lieut.-Gover=
nor Snowball, Private Secretary Bark-
er and other distinguished personages.
His honor was at once escorted to the
amusement hall, where a rousing wel-
come was given to the distinguished
visitor. The president then presented
his lordship with an address of wel-
come expressing the pleasure of the
directors and citizens at the honor
conferred upon the city and exhibition
by his visit. His lordshp made a feel-
ing reply, expressing thanks for the
good words applied to himself, con-
gratulating the people of the province
on being the descendants of the united
empire Loyalists and expressing his
appreciation of their high sense of pa-
trictism he had found in the dominion
and formally declaning the exhibition
opened. His ‘lordship made a most
favorable impression and was warmly
applauded by the immense gathering
present,

After the formal opening his lord-
ship was taken to the grounds, where
he reviewed the exhibits of horses and
cattle which were paraded before him,
after which an opportunity was giv-
en for citizens to be presented.

The attendance this afternoon was
most creditable for opening day. As
et very few visitors have arrived from
out of town, but a large number of
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visitors are coming tonight and tomor-
row will see an.immense attendance.
A visit even at this early date will
repay the trouble. The main build-
ing is splendidly decorated and filled
to the utmost limit with a high class
of exhibits. On the ground floor are
the industrial agricultural and dairy
exhibits. In the main gallery are
art, fancy work, natural history and
other exhibits, all of which are ar-
ranged in a most attractive form and
present a splendid appearance. The
lower annex is filled with carriages
and machinery, and the display of the
former is said by competent judges to
exceed anything seen at either St.
John or Halifax, The amusement hall
is in the upper annex, and here two
performances daily are given by the
Alabama Troubadours. In the rear in
separate buildings are large exhibits
of poultry, which are above the aver-
age seen at provincial fairs. Over 500
head of cattle and horses are installed
in sheds which almost encircle the
grounds, Immediately in the rear of
the main building is the platform,
tank and apparatus . where the cele-
brated diving horses give two perfor-
mances daily.
Tomorrow if the weather is flne a
large crowd of people is looked for.
Music from two city bands and the
Houlton band, the best musical aggre-
gation in Bastern Maine, will be pro-
vided. In addition to all the other
pleasing attractions there will be the
special attraction of the races under
the auspices of the Fredericton Trot-
ting Park Association. A long list of
local horses has been entered, which
are expected to give a good account of
themselves, but in addition to these
there are notable entries from outside.
Among these are Ituna, Fairview
Chimes and Hrskine Chimes, entered
by J. M. Johnson of Calais; Lord Alver-
stone, by E. LeRol Willis of Sydney,
and a dozen others, all of which should
provide a grand fleld for two days’
racing,

SOFTA, Sept. 21.—The unfavorable
replies of Austria and Russia to Bul-
gafia’s last note, and the fact that
none of the other great powers has
wyet replied, coupled with the allega-
tions that one of the powers is encour-
aging the military party at Yildiz
XKiosk, tend to create a less hopeful
feeling here. ' There is, however, no
perceptible change in the situation.
Various reports are in circulation re-
garding negotiations between Turkey
and Bulgaria looking to a solution of
the Macedonian difficulty.

The Dmnevnik says Turkey has pre-
sented a note to Bulgaria, asking for
the latter’s assistance in reaching a
peaceable solution. Bulgaria replied
that Turkey must end the massacres,
withdraw her frontier forces, guaran-
tee peace and protection to the villag-
ers desiring to return to their homes,
amnesty to the political offenders, and
introduce such governmental reforms
as will y Macedonia and Adrian-
aple. e Bulgarian reply concluded:
“If the present situation continues the
Bulgarian government will be com-
pelled to yield to public opinion and
sepd an army to the frontier.”

2L—At no time in its history has the
Canadian “S00” been under such ten-
sion as today. One might almost be
led to believe that the city is under
martial Jaw, for the police department
has sworn in every available person as
spegial deputy, even to street car ems
ployes, and all have been heavily
armed.

*The reason for this ls the anticipa-
tion that a big crowd of men will come
from the woods and mines. They will
arrive for the most part penniless,
unable to get work, and unable to get
pay for work already done for the
Lake Superior Consolidiited, whose
penniless condition is now absolute,
owing to the closing of the company's
industries by the Speyers of New York
in collection of their loan. One party
of Finns have already arrived, They
can speak little or no English, and all
are hungry and ugly, The company
has prepared sleeping places for the

men in their mines, but being unable
to get stores or credit, can supply no
food.. Consequently the citizens will
make an effort to this end.

The office of the paymaster is care-
fully guarded by a force of armed
deputies, while not infrequently par-
ties of dischargad laborers come to the
building to demand money. . This not
being forthcoming causes considerable
loud talk in the native tongue of the
men, and thréaténing looks at the
building and those guarding jt. .

While Assuring Russia and Germany
That All Officials Responsible for

Excesses Would Be Punished.

CONSTANTINOPLE Sept. 20, — In
an audience with M. Zinovieff, the
Russian ambassador, Friday, the sul-
tan expressed his regret at the ex-
cesses committed by the Turkish
troops in the vilayets of Monastir and
Adrianople. He said that orders had
been sent to the authorities concerned
to prevent their repetition and he gave
the Russian ambassador to understand
that the guilty parties would be pun-
ished.

The German ambassador Baron
Marschall Von Biebéfstein, also had
an audience with the sultan, who
showed himself most optimistic. The
latter declared that the _insurrection
was drawing to a close. In fact, it had
already been suppressed in some dis-
tricts and the porte would, therefore,
Immediately issue proclamations an-
nouncing the resumption of the appli-
cation of the reform scheme. After
granting of the audiences an extraor-
dinary couneil of ministers was held
at Yildiz Kiosk and the deliberations
were continued on Saturday. It is un-
derstood that the council drew up
fresh instructions .to the Valis in the
sense of his majesty declaration.

. Official despatches from the Valis of
Salonlca. Monastir and Adrianople re-
port mnumerous counters which re-
sulted in favor of the Turks.

SOFIA, Sept. 20.—Some apprehension
having apparently been created owins
to misunderstanding regarding the pre-
cise meaning of Bulgaria’s last note
to the powers, explanations have been
given to some diplomatic agents here
that the memorandum was not intend-
ed as an ultimatum but was rather in
the nature of an appeal for the inter-
vention of the great powers before that
intervention should be too late. The
Bulgarian ministry, it was stated, was
determined to maintain its attitude of
neutrality up to the last moment, but
it felt the impossibility of standing by
indefinitely while the Turks extermin-
ated the Bulgarian element in Mace-
donia. 5

The government’s position.is render-
ed increasingly difficult by the atti-
tude of the Macedonian population in
Bulgaria, which, vigorously backed up
by the revolutionary committees, is
persistently endeavoring to force the
government’s hand and provoke hos-
tilities with Turkey.

A special despatch from the Monas-
tery of Rila, Bulgaria, says the condi-
tion of the Turkish garrison 6f Melnik,
65 miles northeast of Sanolia, is be-
lieved to be extremely critical It is
besieged by bands of insyrgents under
the leadership of four former Bulgar-
ian officers. The insurgents number
1,500, while the garrison is belitved to
consist of only one battalion. Melnik
is a very important strategic point in
the mountains, commanting the road
betweeen Demirhissar and Razlog, The
Turks have withdrawn nearly all their!
force from the districts of Danoumaia
and Razlog, to send them to the re-
lief of Melnik,

A company of Turkish soldiers. and
Bashi-Bazouks recently found the hid-
ing places of a hundred families of re-
fugees from the village of Dupeni and
Echlar, near ‘Resen. - They captured
the party, violated the women, and
committed other atrocities,

Prince Ferdinand last evening gave
& dinner party at the palace in honor
of J. B. Jackson, who in the afternoon
had presented his credentials as the
first American diplomatic agent to
Bulgaria. The guests included E. B.
R. Elliott, the British diplomatic agent,
and the Bulgarian ministers and high
officials.

Prince Ferdinand proposed the
health of President Roosevelt, speak-
ing in English and the court band
played a selection of American airs.

A Lively Political Meeting
at La Prairie When He
Faced Bourassa and
Monet.

Tarte’s Opponents Raised the Racial
Cry and Denounced Him as an Ally
of Chamberlain Against Quebec.

MONTREAL, Sept, 20.—There was a
lively political meeting at La Prairie
yesterday, when Mr. Tarte, Mr. Bour-
asso, the anti-imperialist, M. P., . for,
Labelle, and his friend and a,ssociafé
Mr. Monet, M. P, for Napierville, de-
livered addresses

Mr. Tarte dealt with the fiscal policy
of Canada, advocated an adjustment
of the tariff schedules, and explained
the relative interests of our own coun-
try, the United States, Great Britain
and the rest of the world in respect
théreto. He advocated the lake and
rail policy, which he has contended
for in Ccouncil and parliament. Mr.
Tarte also dealt with his resignation
from . the cabinet, and defied his op-
ponefits, to , expose the source -from
which funds came to ministers of the
crown.

D. Monet, M. P.,, told the audience
that although Mr., Tarte was there on
his invitation, he did not intend to
mince matters in dealing with the hon-
orable gentlemans public record. He
reproachéll the ex-minister with -hav-
ing deserted Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and
accused Mr. Tarte of having made off
with La Patrie, to the great detrimeént
of the liberal party. Mr. Monet closed

the electors to adhere to the tenets of
liberalism and set their facés sternly
against Mr. Tarte’s new ally, Mr.
Chamberlain, in his effort to rob the
people of“the province of Quebec of
their hard-earned and well deserved
autonomy.
