The fact that churchive
most blessed with revival and ingathering
do not give the most, but often the least
liberally, has been remarked in other
places than the Maritime Provinces. It is
not s0 easy 1o explain this strange circum-
stance. It certainly appears reasonsb)
expedt that the opposite of this shou
true—fot a revival which does not stir the
deepest fountain of unselfishoess in the
soul and awaken the broadest sympathies
ahd the most genefous impulres, in most
certainly defective, snd may' be spurious.
If the word revival means anything, it
muet signify a quickening of all that is
christlike in the soul, and what ‘is gore
christ-like than a disposition to, eacrifice
self in order that we may help and save
others ?

It is t0 be feared that much which is
ealled revival is nof s much a stirring of
the deeper emotions of the sonl which
leads to a habit of christi€n activity sad
self-sacrifice, as a brief moving of the sur-
face feslivhs whick exhausts .itself in
“ apenking in ? There wre very
few pastors who have not had _eaperience
of » certain clasn who €% as died a4 door
nails always, exoept & such times as
there are sepsons of revival, when they
talk the Joudest, and perhaps the longest,
of any, snd quite put to abame those who
bave'hid to su; the means or grace in
the trying tmes, their help. When
this class form the large majority ofany
ohureh, revival does not often mean
that deep moving of the soul which prom-
ptado expenditure of means and time for
the good of men

In the same line ae this, it mey be that
our revivals are o much an outgrowth of
a5 impulsive type of éhristianity, which
e ueually o low type.

ORNERAL GRANT.

General Grant died st Mount McG regor,

| N. Y., on Tuesday at 9.08 &. . No one
| for the laat few months has knowr better
than himself that he had not long 1o live,
He has faced death as he faced the difi-

culties and Jangers of his life, quictly and
fonriossly. The tollowing is & brief record
of the principle events of his life, He was
! born April 27,1822, He graduated at the
military sohoot, Woat Point, 6 1513,
remained io the army until 1854. Enter
ing the tanning business of his father and
brothers, he continued this quiet Jife until
the rebellion broke out. Entering the
war us colonel of & regiment of volunteers,
he was soon made brigadier-general, and
first attracted the attention of the country
by the eapture of Vicksburg, in July, 1863,
In March, 1864, he was appointed com-
mander-in-chief, taking personal com-
mand of the army of the Potomac. He did
not cease to press General Lee until he
forced him to surrender, Apeil 9th, 1865,
He was twice president of the U. 8., hold-
ing this highest office in the. gift of his
countrymen from 1868 .to 1876. After

Have we not exhausted

If the time of the sunual meeting
of the Convention be now changed #0 as
to precede itstead of follow that of the
moetings of the Associations, shall we not
remove one of the -olifafles which now
hinders the scknowledged spirit of the de-
nomination from expressing itaelf efficient-
ly, economically, and adeguately in the
support of our denominational undertak-
ings? We think so. The change would
enable the Convention to send delegates to
the meetings of each of the Amsocistions
about to be convened, instructed to submit
for the information of the brethren clear
and fu'l statements of the condition of
each snd all of our bedevdlent undertak-
ings. The needs of the eusuing year
would be known. ‘This wonld be & great
gain in definiteness, and the work wonld
practically be brought very much nearer
to the churches. It would follow that the
work of the sssociation would assume a
more practical character. Ways and
meaas by which the obligations of the yesr
might be nobly discharged would be in
ord: Methods of developing the benevo-
len¥e of the churches wo.ld favor the
topic of earnest discusa’on with a view to
practioal results. Christisn life would ex-
press itselfl more in aotion than now, be-
cause our aims and needs and obligations
as & body could be brought home more
definitely end forcibly. Our need today
is to bring home with faithfulness to our
selves as churches our duty to support
with & libersl hand the cause of Missions
sod all suxiliary eaterprises.
