At St. Andrew’s Presbyterian ehurch
last evening, Rev. David Lang preach-
od an interesting sermon on the ques-
tion of church union, and reviewed
the arguments for and against, ad-
vanced at the recent meeting of the
St. John Presbytery. There was a
large attendance.

Mr. Lang preached from the text:

John 17:21:—~“That they may be
one, as Thou, Father, are in Me, and T
in Three; that they also may be one
in us.” “That the world may belleve
that Thou hast sent me.”

The question of the union of the
churches should be of special interest
to the members and adherents of St.
Andrew’s church, for it was in this
church at the meeting of the general
assembly in 1904 that the committee
was appointed to enter ’nto negotia-
tions for an organic union of the Pres-
byterian, Methodist and Congregation-
al churches. The general committee
composed of 60 members from the
Presbyterian body, 60 from the Meth-
odist and 30 from the Congregational
Church, have met each year during
the past six years giving each June,
a favorable report to the general as-
sembly.

Work Completed.

They have now completed their
work, having unanimously agreed up-
on a basis of union in regard to doc-
trine, polity, the ministry and the
administration cf the funds, The spir-
it of concord from the first has been
s0 marked that the members of the
committee felt they were being un-
doubtedly guided by the Divine spir-
it. Some of the members who entered
the negotiations in a spirit of compar-
ative indifference or even hostility to
organic union have been so impress-
ed by the unanimity manifested that
they have become enthusiastic sup-
porters of this great union movement.
When these taree branches of the
church of God seek to unite their
forces for larger work in the future,
they are but moving in harmony
with the spirit of the age, Por every-
where the geparate regiments of the
army are being reunited. In 1875, the
different branches of the Presbyterian
Church in Canada were welded into
one body.

In 1900, two of the great churches
of Scotland which were also two of
the mightiest churches in the world,
the United Presbyterian and Free
Church were united. The converging
of the hundreds of ministers from
the two hails in Edinburgh, and the
marching together to the great as-
sembly meeting of the new church
was one of the most impressive sights
have ever seen. Now the United
Free Church of Scotland and the Es-
tablished Church of Scotland have ap-
pointed committees to confer with
each other in the hope that they also
may again be united, while in far
Australia arrangements have been
practically completed for a union of
the Episcopallan and Preshyterian
Churches. We are beginning to feel
that the things which unite us be-
long to the essentials, while the things
which divide are comparatively of
little importance,

A Larger Union,

We eagerly look forward to the day
when not merely these three negotiat-
ing churches will be one, but when
there will be a larger union Including
the Baptists, Episcopalians and others,
Any great church should be broad
enough in its doctrinal basis to admit
the teachers of infant baptism and
adult baptism and so admit the Bapt-
ists, and broad enough in its spirit and
its polity to admit those who emphas-
ize Apostolic succession and  those
who emphasize Apostolic success, re-
sulting from ardent zeal and devoted
service and hence the union should be
broad enough to admit the Episcepali-
an Church, In the human body the dif-
fering members each has its own par-
ticular function, but works for the
good of the.whole body, so in the body
of the church under the headship of
Christ Jesus, there should be room for
the fullest diversity.

Different intellectual conceptions of
religion and so different creeds, dif-
ferent modes of expressing religious
feeling, and so different forms of wor-
ship, different spheres of labor and
80 many different organizations with-
in the same great church. With all the
diversity however, there must be for
the Lhighest efficlency some strong
bond of union amongst the various
parts. The regiments of an army can
only fight for one definite end as they
are under the leadership of some one
supreme leader or counsellor, The
parts of an empire can only work for
the good of the kingdom without waste
or conflict when there is a common
king or parliament which is supreme,
It was after a few years’ trial of the
federation project that the three
great churches have moved with al-
most common consent in the direction
of an organic union.

All thoughtful people recognize the
need of some larger union, but all are
not agreed as to the best method of
attaining that closer fellowship, There
are some who would solve the difficulty
by the simple method of co-opera-
tion in their mission work at
home and abroad, and continue to
remain as distinet and separate
churches, In theory this seems very
simple, but in practice it is found to
be almost unworkable, you can easily
see how almost impossible it is to ar-
range for any workable scheme of
federation.

Only Name Changed.

Many naturally ask what effect an
organic union would have upon the
present status of our own congrega-
tion? Would it bring revolutionary
changes into our individual congre-
ations? Where a congregation is
self-gupporting (as with most of the
St. John churches) it would not affect
the congregation In the least, except-
ing that the name of the denomination
would be changed for some name ac-
ceptable to the three denominations
uniting. Where, however, the congre-
gations are small and direct union
with d@nother congregation is desirable
this smaller union would be comsum-
mated as soon as possible. For in-
stance, there are at the present time
in St. John a Presbyterian and a
Methodist church which are desirous
of uniting with éach other, but have
found it practically impossible under
existing conditiong—for it means one
o other of the churches giving up
entirely its denomination. When,
however, the largér union is accom-
plished then the “bariers will be
burned away,” for they will both be
parts in the same great communion.
What is true of these churches in
St. John, is true of hundreds of
churches throughout the towns and
villages .of Canada.

There would naturally result many
unions between existing congrega-
tions. . Some have mistakenly thought
that when the union is consummated
then St. Andrew’s and Queen’s Square
St. David's and Centenary will in some
indefinable way be merged into one
another. This, however, is an entire
misconception of the union as plan-
ned by the committee. Any union
between individual congregations will
be the result of megotiation between
the separate congregations subsequent
to the larger uniom. Some ask then:
What is the signifieance of the union?
What parts of the work are to be
united? In answer to that it may be
stated: There would be a union of
the Presbytery with coresponding
boards in the other churches, a union
of the Synod with other similar bod-
ies, a union of the General Assembly
with the General Conferences of other
churches, a union of the colleges in
the same city, and a union of all home
and foreign missionary work. For
instance, in Montreal, where there are
three distinct colleges, supported by
each of the denominations, there
wonld naturally result the one great
college. In the Home )\ ion Field
where two or three ministers are at
present working in the one small dis-
trict for the advancement of his own
particular denomination, only
would enter the field, and the others

would be set free for needful work
in other parts. In the Foreign Mis-
sionary work, instead of so0 many
different sects making it difficult for

the natives to understand the signifi-
cance of our separate churches, each
professing allegiunce to one
Lord, there would be a united front
under the one great leader to the op-
posing wall of superstition and dark-
ness. At the world-wide conference
on missions held in Edinburgh last

Nature of Opposition.

There is naturally much of oppo-
sition to such a radical change as is
implied in the orzanic union of these
three great churches, Some of it
springs from au unworthy attitude
and some from the highest motives.
1 fear that there are a few at least of

our Presbyterians, very few 1 hope,
who are more Presbyterian than
Christian, whose attitude may be

summed up in o title of a well
known book “Pride and Prejudice.”
Because proud of their present stand-
ing and past history they are filled
with prejudice uguinst any change
however much that might mean for
the advancement of the Kingdom of
God. To such we need to bring again
the mandate of our Master who said,
“Ag my Father has sent Me into the
world even so | send you into the
world.,” He came as He Himself
said, “to seek and to save the lost.”
and if we are scent on the mission
which is His, our primary task is the
seeking and the suving of the lost.
If the union of the .churches what-
ever the sacrifice may seem to us in-
dividually will mean the accomplish-
ment of this purpose more truly, then
it is surely our duty to enter heartily
into the union. The church is not an
institution for the coddling of the
saints, but for the saving of the sin-
ners, and the spirit which says “1 am
better than thou, stand thou by thy-
gelf,” is totally foreign to the spirit
and the commission of our Lord. If

We are heirs of all
the ages and to eve y minister and
meniber of any church these ancient
fountg of inspiration are open, bring-
Ing their refreshing waters for all
time: As the herg of any nation be-
comes the property of the world, so
the riches of church life and history
become a bank open to everyone who
will draw from it.

With the Immigrants.

Some - fear ' that should we change

Not merely however, would it
mean the saving of men, but the sav-
ing of meney in home and foreign
flelds, in boards of management, and
general councils of the church. Take
one instance. It has been stated that
last year there were 75 students grad-
uated from the colleges in Canada,
belonging to these three denomina-
tions. For this work there are em-
ployed 60 professors, in all the col-
leges, if these receive on an average
$2,000 a year, it means that $120,000
iis spent annually for the training of
this small number of men. If we had
