The municipalities committee this 
morning took up the consideration of 
Moncton bills.

An amendment to bills to provide 
for the issuing of debentures for 'per­
manent streets and other purposes 
was proposed to provide for the is­
suing of $50,000 of debentures for a 
new market. Dr. Steeves, Jaddus 
Boudreau and others with E. A. Reilly 
of Moncton, and R. B. Hanson of 
Fredericton, appeared in opositlon to 
this amendment, and Mayor Gross, 
Aid. A. J. Tlngley, Aid. F. C. Robin­
son, F. W. Sumner and Hon. C. W. 
Robinson, city solicitor, appeared in 
favor of amendment The opponents 
of amendment alleged that they were 
supported by 80 per cent, of the rate 
payers of the city, and it was point­
ed out that an injunction has been 
taken out on the matter of the site 
of the proposed new building, and 
finally amendment was withdrawn 

bill will be approved.
A bill to provide for permanent im­

provements, as approved with an 
amendment, to provide for a two- 
thirds vote of all city council before 
there can be a bond issue.

Ottawa, Mar. 25—The first state­
ment of Canada's trade with the West 
Indies under the new agreement was 
made on behalf of the Minister of 
Trade and Commerce in reply to a 
question from Mr. F. B. Carvell dur­
ing question hour in the Commons 
tills morning. The statement gave the 
trade returns for the first six months 
under the agreement as compared 
with the corresponding six months of 
the previous year, and showed on the 
whole a slight decrease, although 
there were some increases in exports 
to the West Indies from Canada.

The most Important revelations of 
the day were to the effect that the 
government did plan an important 
military and naval demonstration up­
on Ulster. Winston Churchill, first 
lord of the admiralty, confirmed the 
reports that he had ordered the Third 
Battle Squadron and a torpedo flotilla 
to Irish waters, but explained that 
when the military arrangements had 
been successfully carried out he coun­
termanded the orders by wireless— 
an explanation which the Unionist, re­
ceived with Jeers.

Mr. Tye had estimated that there 
would be sufficient traffic for 8.5 
trains per day, both ways, averaging 
at least a thousand tons per train. 
As a matter of fact, said Mr. Graham, 
with the road constructed up to 
standard modern locomotives could 
easily haul trains of 2,000 tons. The 
C. P. R. estimated a revenue of 3-4 
of a cent per, ton per mile on its 
through traffic. Allowing only 1-2 a 
cent per ton on the N. T. R. the gross 
revenue on 8,500 tons per day would 
be $76,500, exclusive of passenger 
trains. Operating expenses were esti­
mated at $25,600 per day and Interest 
and rental charges, even on the Gute­
llus-Staunton figures, at $14,800 per 
day. That left a nep revenue of $36,- 
200 per day. Mr. Graham believed 
that this was a reliable estimate pre­
pared by the company’s own experts, 
“cut in two the estimated net rev­
enue," he said, “and still the company 
would have ample funds to pay all 
interest and operating expenses- and 
leave a good margin of profit." And 
it Is now made prophecy to say that 
the traffic will double in ten years 
ahd that the road will be a great asset 
both to the country and the G. T. P.

There was In this, said Mr. Graham, 
a sweeping assertion that the men 
engaged in the construction oC the 
road had conspired to neglect their 
duty.
