RESCUED IN MID-OCEAN

Kirkwall, Scotland, Jan. 4, via Lon­
don, 8.20 p.m.—Seventeen persons, the 
entire crew of the American bark Pil­
grim with the exception of the mess 
boy, who was drowned, were landed 
here today by the Norwegian steamer 
Tholma, having been rescued In mid- 
Atlantic three weeks ago.

The Pilgrim was bound from New­
port News for Buenos Aires when she 
encountered heavy weather and was 
thrown on her beam ends through the 
shifting of ballast. Mountainous seas 
also swept the bark’s boats away.

In response to the signals of dis­
tress sent up by the Pilgrim the Thol­
ma, which had left Mobile. Ala. Dec. 
0 for Copenhagen, steamed as close 
as she dared to venture and the crew 
of the disabled vessel swam to the 
Norwegian boat.

The Pilgrim registered 1,516 tons 
and was formerly the British bark 
Gael, having only very lately been 
given an American registry. She was 
In command of Capt. Soria, well 
known In all Nyv England ports.

EXPERIENCED ROUGH WEATHER

Portland Argus: The rough weath­
er reported by all the trans-Atlantic 
steamers arriving at Atlantic ports 
the past week seems to have contin­
ued up to the present time, as all the 
Portland bound liners are making long 
passages. The Rachel, of the Cunard 
line, now twenty-five days out from 
London for New York, has not yet 
been reported, and is not likely to 
reach here beflore the last of the week. 
The Pomeranian, of the Allan Line, is 
also making a long passage, she hav­
ing left Glasgow nine days ago for 
Halifax and Portland, and has not yet 
wired her position. The Englishman, 
of the Dominion Line, now eleven days 
out from Avonmouth, was heard from 
yesterday by wireless, and from the 
position given Is expected to reach 
here Friday morning. She will load 
a partial cargo ot general freight and 
Is expected' to take 600 horses for the 
use of the English forces In France, 
but whether she will take them on 
here or at Halifax is yet unsettled. 
This will be the third shipment of 
horses made on the Englishman since 
the war commenced,^the others being 
taken from Canadian ports.

Realizing more fully now that Russia means business 
and uneasiness is increasing — Dissatisfied with 
Germany’s actions—Victories over Servians not 
considered of vital importance.

London, Jan. 1.—A letter ot consid­
erable interest dealing with the posi­
tion In Hungary has been received by 
the London correepondent of a Hun­
garian newspaper from Budapest 
Is published in the Morning Post.

Dealing in the first instance with 
Count Tisza’s recent visit to Berlin^ 
the writer says that according to the 
official communique issued 
press, the prime minister's visit had 
given him a most satisfactory Impres­
sion. It stated that Count Tisza had 
obtained assurances to the effect that 
the situation was as good as could lie 
expected, and that Hungary would 
reap the benefit of her loyalty and 
was congratulated by the German Em­
peror for the bravery and devotion of 
iter army.

Commenting on this statement, the 
writer insists that it by no means con­
veys the true state of affairs. The 
prime minister’s vi-sdt, he points out, 
was undertaken to demand adequate 
forces from the general staff and the 
Emperor to defend the frontiers of 
Hungary, and that the result of hie 
mise ion* in this
satisfactory. The writer then 
tinues:

pendent state has right to conclude 
pece. Of course, iw theory the id'ea is 
quite acceptable, but I hardly believe 
it would stand in practise, for it 
would mean nothing less than a split 
between Austria and Hungary and 
Hungary and Germàmy.

"In Szeged and De breeze n, the two 
largest Hungarian towns, there were 
meetings on Sunday.

"Resolutions were adopted call ing 
on the government to use their influ­
ence with the military authorities for 
the defense of the frontiers. Other 
independent organizations in different 
towns were also called upon to hold 
similar meetings.

“As to the invasion, we are worse 
off than last week, although all the 
available troops were sent north and; 
east, even those who had been only 
one month in military training, boys 
of 18, wibo had been called to the 
colors in October. The Russians seem 
to mean business over the invasion of 
Hungary, and 1 understand they are 
operating with an extremely etr 
force of about four army corps in- the 
Carpathians. They have occupied all 
the passes and are advancing 
ward in great numbers, sweeping ev­
erything before them.

Forces Are Smaller.
“The Hungarian forces opposing 

them are not half their dnumber, and 
the front they have to hold Is more 
than 400 kilometers, with chains of 
mountains between the individual 
columns."

Referring in conclusion to the posi­
tion in -Serbia, the writer says that 
it is believed in Vienna that in a few 
weeks time the whole of Serbia will 
be invaded and that the Serbian army 
will have to take refuge in the south 
or -in the Montenegrin, mountains.

"A large body of troops," he says, 
•■has already been transferred to the 
north from Serbia, 
ly sma.1 force is operating in the 
couth. In* Vienna, these minor suc­
cesses against the Serbians are receiv­
ed with great enthusiasm, but here 
they have little effect, for we know 
that it is not the Serbians, but the 
Russians that are the danger, and 
that when we deal one blow in the 
south, we receive two ini the north.

"The -success or defeat of Serbia," 
he adds. “Is recognized as being of 
little moment in the great issue, and 
will not decide either the ultimate 
fate of that country or of Hungary."
