Of these, 67
felt absolutely cured; 70 felt relatively
cured; 258 felt still smproved; 62 got worse
or had died. -Dr. E. R. Baldwin, of Sar-
nac Lake (N. Y.) reported recently that
at the Adriondack Cotlage Sanatorium
they were in constant correspondence with
115 patients who had been disdharged
within the last 10 or 12 years, and while
a few had relapsed slightly. the majority
were well at their homes. Of course, these
reports do not, and cannot, correspond
exactly. With the exception of the last
named institution = (Adirondack Cottage
Sanatorium), whidh only takes patients in
the earlier stages, those sanatoria receive
patients for treatment in all stages of the
discase. But, as a whole, these statistics
are certainly encouraging, and the ques-
tion “Can consumption be lastingly
cured?” may also be answered with a de-
cided Yes.

REMINISCENCES OF 22 YEARS IN
BELLEVUE HOSFITAL.

The Retiring Superintendent of Nurses’
Training School Talks of the Advance in
Surgery~Influence .of One Institution
Upon Another--Trials of Early Days.

Miss Agnes S. Brennan, superintendent
of the New York Training School for
Nurses at Rellevue Hospital, on May Ist
resigned her position in connection witih
fhe training school, after 22 years of ser-
vice in a period that has witnessed a
wvonderful development of both institu-
tions. ;

For 14 years of that time, since 1883,
when she became superintendent, Miss
Brennan has personally instmucted 352
graduates, many of whom are now super-
intendents of other schools, and among
these may be mentioned those who have
established schools in Cuba and in the
Phiiippines. To this number may be add-
ed those graduated in the four years
previous to 1888, when, as assistant super-
intandent, she was instructor for her pre-
decessor, who, while an efficient executive,
was not a trained nurse. I

Miss Drennan entered the New York
Mrathing School for: Nurses in October,
1880, and was gratuated in 1883, having
gpent the extra year in private nursing.
The year following she became assistant
superintendent to Miss Perkins, who haq
suacceded Sister Helen, the first head of
this school. Sister Helen, who came from
the All Saints’ Sisterhood, London, in
1873, onganized “the school on the princi-
ples advanced by Florence Nightingale. 1t
was the first school founded in this coun-
try, and in her early apprenticeship and
succeeding years of experience, Miss Bren-
nan has had rare opportunity for observ-
ing the development Of the sdhool and
the rapid strides made in surgery.

Aseptic surgery®was in itg infaney. To
open the abdonten was then thought to
be fatal. The first successful laparatomy
operation was performed at Bellevue in
1882; since then thousands of them have
been successfully accomplished. In con-
sequence of the care their patients receiv-
ed, surgeons discovered that operations
never before attempted were possible, the
capacity of the hospital was increased,
and with it the cares and responsibilities
of the nurse were multiplied.

Bellevue is now considered a severe
training school for nurses, but Miss Bren-
nan says that, compared with the duties
in the early days of the school, the pres-
ent day nurses do not krow what hard
work means. Then there were only 50 in
the school, with 12 outside doing private
nursing. At night two and three nurses
had to do the work in all the wards.
Now there are 80 in the school, #ll on
duty, with two and three night nurses
to each wand. “In those days the patients,
babies and all,. were fed condensed milk:
Now they all get fresh milk. Thene were
no gpecial pavilions for the insane and
alcoholic patients then. All patiemts re-
ceived were put either in the medical,
surgical or emergency ward. Up to 1888
old-fashioned matiresses were in use, witll
Limited facilities for refilling them with
clean straw, and every time a bed had
to be remade the nurses weve compelled
to reach down and run their arms through
the packing -to make it comfortable for
the patient.

In speaking of the tax upon the
strength of a nurse in those days, Miss
Brennan recalled one ward, .the womnen’s
surgical ward, in charge of a girl she
knew in 1881. There -were 30 beds and
the patients were constantly changing,
many of the cases being emengency ones.
Tor these 30 beds the nurse had a supply
of 100 sheets to do with, best she might.
Anobher instance she mentioned was that
of a young ginl who began her night duty
in solitary charge of two  large wards.
She had never seen a person die before,
and her firdt three nights were devoted
o ministering to the wvictims of three
shiocking accidents.

Yet this training, Miss Brennan be-
eves, is the muking of a nuree, for the
reason that it teaches her to become cool,
brave and self-reiiant. She is constantly
forced to exert her ingenuity; and she
gradunlly aequires the faculty of being
able to meet any emergency.

In gpeaking of thc generous aid to pa-
tients given by persons outside the hospi-
tal. Miss Brennan recalled the beginning
of the work of sewing sociaties in supply-
ing garments for patienits in the children’s
ward. In 1884 @ woman visiting the hos-
pital displayed such an interest in the
little ones that her attention was called
tto their garments (then it was a problem
for the nurses to cover he bodies of their
charges), and it was suggested that they
would look much brighter and happier if
they all had clean jackets. The woman
laft, saying that she would give the mat-
ter her atitention. During the summer she
interested her friends hear her home -in

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the subject, organized a sewing society,
and in the fall, when she returned to the
city, she bromght with her boxes and
boxes full of comfortable garments. “That
work she maintained for years, and when
she died her daunghter took it up. Now
ithere are several societies doing this good
nvork.

Miss Brennan has been particularly suc-
cessful with children. When she was a
probationary nurse there were no child-
rens wards in the hospital. The little
ones were mixed with the adults. Now
there are five children’s wards. It was
the writer's good fortune to accompany
Miss Brennan on her rounds recently.
Every child seemed to kmow her. Those
who were able to walk followed her about,
tugging at her skirts, and those in the
beds, less fortunate, cooed and shook
their fists to attract her atitention. They
all looked clean and happy.

1t was not very many years ago when
there wias little opportunity for observing
Thanksgiving day or Christmas in the hos-
pital wards. One little tree sufficed for
all the children, but . did not, go very
far around. The managemenit was occu-
pied with more impontant things. Now
each dhildren’s wand has a Christmas tree
and there is a lange one for the adults.
There is a Christmas dinner and a
Thanksgiving day dinner, and the hospital
supplies the turkeys. The nurses decorate
ithe tables, which are placed in the centre
of the wards, where all the patients can
see them, and there is good-nattured ri-
valry among the nurses to see who will
have the best looking spread. Oranges,
nuts, candies, and pies are furmished by
friends of the hospital eutside.

The Christmas trees are decorated at
night, and screens are placed around
them, to be removed on Christmas dey.
Enough presents and toys are sent in to
last the whole year. The holidays are
now very happy ones at Bellevue. The
pabients get a new idea of the day. They
florget their troubles and their pains, and
they are all the better for it.

The women patients receive articles of
clothing as presents, and in the Sturgis
pavilion stockings are hung up for - the
men  at night to sunprise them¥ in the
morning with all sorts of funny toys that
\hey contain. :

Miss Brennan says that the school and
its friends have, in a grealt measure, ac-
complished all this good cheer for the
patients, and in this gshe does not wibh-
hodd credit to the hospital management
for what it has dome. The school, she
eays, is her hobby, but, in speaking of it,
she never mentions herself. Somehow,
she does not connedt herself with any of
the improvements that have taken place
in her career as superintendent.
