fore He Died.

‘A npumb.r- of rumors concerning the
shoo.ing were in circul :tion last night,
and the recent trial of Evere.t Blackwood
for & shooting affair, had a tendency to
create quite a sen:ation.

One repcrt wag that the victim had be2n
mistaken for a “moose or deer, but this
was incorrect. \

The shooting occurred in the woods
along the northern L. C. R., a short dis-
tance frcm the city, Saturday af..rnoon.
John F. Card, Ray Carson, aged fifteen;
his Lrother, Percy, aged ten, scns ot ..e:
Jey- Carson, I. C. R. driver, were out
hunting along the no:th track. A shert
distance from town they met. They were
entire strengers to each cther, and Card
asked the boys about a flock of wild geese
that passed over, and afterwards they
'stood talking fifteen minttes while Card
told the boys acout his hunting. Card
carried a Snider rifle, and Carson a Mur
tini-Henri. :

Card asked the boys to accompany him
and he would show them plenty of rib
bits. Before entering the woods a flock
of wild geese passed over, and Ray Car-
son, thinking to gzt a shot, slipped a bal’
shell into the gun and placed her at saf ty.
e kept off and the pirty went
into the thick bushes in search of rabbits

Bullet Went Through Lung.

Card was in the lead, Ray Carson about
ten fe t behinl, and his bro‘her just be-
hind him. The Carscn lad carried his rifle
ijn his right band by his ride, muzzle for-
avard. - Card spied a rabbit and fired at
it, but missed. The huuters foliowed the
trail, and Card missed a second shot at
the hare. Shortly after, while making hi
way through a thick tante of bu-hes.

Card left an ante-mortem statement to
the effect that the shooting was purely
accicental, and exonerating his y.ung
ccmpa iicn from blame.

You:ng Carson was tnable to account for
the discharge of the gun, but thinks' it
mu-t have béen done on the bushes ca ch-
ing the sa ety and puling it down, ¢ ck-
ing the rifle and sending it off. He was
pushing the gun +head of him through th.
bushes when it went off.

The affair has caused widespread re-
gret.

Corsner Purdy, after hearing all state-
ments and having the anie-mortem st ite
ment of deceased, de:ided an inquest was
not neces-ary.

Deceased was sixty-five years old, and
wes a native of Lunen urg wunty (N. S.)
He went to Boston in 1887 and .ived there
antil - ugust, 1¢04. when he :ame to Mone
ton. He w:s a cirpenter Dy tra’'e. a:d
had just completed a new house for hm
self.  He is survived by a widow, one sou,
W. L. Card, of Chelsza (M=sss.), anl one
daughter, Mrs. R. D Su hern, of M ne
ton. James Card, the weil koown I.C R.
conducior, is. a nephew. Mrs. John
Brown, of Wndsor (N. 8.), is a sister.

Deceased wzs a member of the West
Tnd: Uni.ed Baptist church, and was held
in high e-teem by all who knew him. He
was very fond of gunning, and spent a
great p rt of the time in the woods. Dur-
ing the p st week he had spent half hi-
time in the woods.

HAD FOURTTEETH PULLED
D BLED 10 DEATH

United States Senator Mitchell the
Victim=--Doctors Could Not Stop
Hemorrhage.

Portland, Ore., Dec. 8—United States
Senator John H. Mitchell died at the
Good Samaritan Hcspital in this city at
1140 o’clock this forenoon, death result-
ing from complica.ions which folowed the
removal of four teeth at a dental office
yesterday morning.

A hemorrhage unusually severe, followed
the removal of the teeth, and the flow of

blood could not be stopped. The senat

or’s condition soon became alarming, and
it was determined to remove him to the
hcspital.

Four physicians worked over him. and
about 7 o'clock last night tenrporarily
swopped the hemorrhage, but the reiief
was of but ehort duration, and again the
i blood began to flow intermittently, con-
| tinuing all the evening and through the
night.

After daylight the senator’s condition
grew worse, and pronounced indications
of mortifigation became evident, especial-
ly in the ankles, knees and hips. Several
_hours before death, the action of the
heart at times became almcst impercept-
ible, and the breata came in short spasme.
As the end approached, the symptoms be-
came more and more proncunced, death
ensuing at 11.40 o’clock.

“You have heard of the alarming in-
crease of drunkenness among women of
the lower strata of society in this city,”
she said. “Much as it pains me to do so,
1 must confess that the tendency toward
drinking, cigarette smoking and sim.lar
vices among the young women of the bet-
ter class, the daughters of some of the
best and proudest families in this city, is
equaily alarming—perhaps more §0.’ In my
work 1 have seen mamy of them reeling
about the streets under the influence of
liquor.

“Recently I had to carry home one of
the pretty daughters of a family promi-
nent in society, the girl so stupefied with
drink that she did not know what she
was doing. Shortly before we arrived

at her aristocratic home she came to her

senses and begged me to ‘et her entér
alone, that her parents, knowing my of-
fice and my mission, might not suspect
what 1 came for..

“To this I consented and watched her
go into the heuse. I watched the curt
nod which the mother gave her and no-
ticed that she did not even look up from
her magazine as she bade her daughter
gocd-night. I have secn girls under the
influence of liquor whose parents would
turn me from their doors if I hinted that

such a thing could be prssible.
